At quarantine a Customs House tug
steams alongside and the Inspectors In-

stall themselves In the saloon. Then
one of their number distributes n cir-
cular warning alt persons not to bribe
any customs official. Kaoh passenger
In turn takes a seat on the left of the
examining Inspector and answers snob
questions as may be put to him, Ho
gives his name, his postoftlee nddreet
and a list of the various packages

to him.
"Have you anything In your baggage

other than wearing apparel or personal
effects not merchandise? Have you any

This is a chilling welcome to the land
of the free

A lady onlv recently returned from a
prolcrtgul Continental trip declare,
after going through the Cutlom II ue
at New Yoik, that It was the ouly un-
pleasant exptiience the bad ever bad In
n custom house, and the mott disagree-
able incident In the entire Journey. All
Americana returnlne to the United States
from n Journey in Europe complain In
the in ott emphatic terms of the cuttom
house aunoyaucee.

The dread ot teaticknetsls mild com-
pared with the horrors of lbs-Ne- York
Custom Iloute, where the trunks are
not only ranttcked but where a ship
load of pattcnucrs is often forced to re-

main over night in Jersey City because
the customs olllclals refuse tooxamlne
their baggage. When the Inspector Is
secured courlesyla not always extended
If anything is discovered which he
thinks is dutiable. Generally he does
not know. Any per cent, of the pur
chasing value it charged, and the Gov-
ernment does not always receive the
whole amount.

No doubt much tmuggling Is done.
This could be largely corrected if more
judgment were used; but travelers are
treated like criminals, which leads
them to "declare" nothing and to claim
all at "personal."

It is most unreasonable to suppose
that travelers will not buy for them-
selves and friends some of the thousand
and one cbaruilne; things seen in tbe
shops abroad things which America
does not produce and by purchasing
them the American workman is not
injured. It Is equally unreasonable to
suppose tbat any one will declare"
thwe small things. Sometimes where
an over conscientious person does "de-
clare" them a most absurd duty Is
charged.

Why should tbe ollleers not be
obliged to fHrnisb a list of tbe dutiable
articles and the duty upon each ? Why
should the traveler be obliged to pay
tbe duly asked? These officers are
not sufficiently clever to remember all
the rates What chance bat a person
wbo mey be going to a remote part of
tbe eauntry to enter a protest or n

tbe money ?
