The question Is now to he voted u on
by a'.l the members of the church,
women aa well as men, but this action
will not decide the matter, the vote
being ordered merely to get an ex-
pression of the full church membership
on the subject. The result will be can-
vassed by the annual confidence, and
If three-fourlh- a of the members of
these are agreed, women will be ad-
mitted as delegates to the general con-
ferences. As there are in the Methodist,
as in all the churches, many more
women than men, the result of the

vote In the churches will be
looked for with Interest as tending to
(how conclusively the wishes of the
women tbemtwlves In the matter. If
the vote should be la the affirmative of
the question, It Is Improbable that the
ministerial vote la the conference will
le east against the desires of the real
pillars of the church.
