Mr. )olpli promptly moved to lay Mr.
"Woleott'M motion on the tnblo. Mr. Hut-le-r

mado tlio point of order that n motion
to lay on tlio tabic a motion to consider
n bill wni not In order.

Mr. Aldrlch admitted that It bad not
been so regarded, but last week tho

had ruled tho motion of tho

Mr. Aldrich was eagerly nctivo and
zealous In endeavoring to arrango mat-
ters sons to iavo tho cloture resolution,
lie held the lloor so long and in spite, of
lielng called loonier that finally annoyed
ut thceattcmpt.stocompcl himtosltdowu
lie exclaimed that ho could not bo taken
from tlio lloor In any such way.

"Von are always on the lloor, and ap-
parently there Is no way to take you off,"
ictortcd Mr. Wolcott.

Then Mr. Ilutlcr In n sharp tone de-

clared Mr. Aldrich out of order in not
Hitting down when called to order. Mr.
Aldrich promptly sat down, butaroso
ngnln quickly ns Mr. Ilutlcr sat down.

Finally all tho iinlrs wore arranged and
rearranged, and too voto was announced
ns yeas, 31: nays, 33.

This was followed by applauso on tho
Jlwr mid In tlio b'tilleiles, vf hcrcuMu Mr,
TMmunds, wild WAs whito with tlio rage
of defeat, rose and called attention to tho
npjilauso and said It'Wns contrary to the
rules and that, If persisted in, tho galleries
should bo cleared. Tho Presiding OMccr
paid no attention to Mr. Kilnuiiicls, who
wandered off to seek consolation.

Tlio Clerk then read tho title of tho bill.

Tlio l'tircliuso of American lire wet Irs
by l.ngHsli Syndicates,

Tho recent tale of breweries at Ports-
mouth, N. II., and at lloslon, Jlns., to
English capitalists was tho subject of a
hearing given y by the Congressional
Joint Committee oil Immigration to Frank
Jones of Portsmouth, the former owner
of tin establishment.

Tho hearing was also given to cnfthla
tho committee to Inquiroluto tlio effect on
Immigration Ilkelv to follow tho niueliae
of American Industries by foreign capi-
talists.

Jlr. Jones told tho committee that ho
had disposed of tho breweries to an Kng-lls- h

syndicate for $0,300,000, (ho amount
of foreign capital at present represented
in tho Industries being about -- OOO,O00.

Jlr. Jones said ho liad retained about
?.WO,000 worth of tho stock. A majority
of the stock remained in tho United
States. Ho would not have disposed of
tho property under any other stipulation.

Ho had practical control of thu business
in America, and thcro had been uo at-

tempt to introduce English labor or cus-
toms in tho conduct of tlionnw company.
Ho guaranteed a dividend of C por cent.
on mo investment 10 tne purcnasers,

Jlr. Jones expressed a belief that at tho
i of tha contract for his personal

management of the properties for threo
years, tho contract would probably bo
niiwcii.

in conclusion Jlr. Jones said he had po
knowlcdgo of tho sido of nny other Ameri-
can breweries to foreign capitalists.

PRESIDENT POLK'S VIEWS.

lie Team Hie Elections Measure Will
llo Contorted lutun S'eitloniil Issue.
PresidentPolk of the Farmers' Alliance,

speaking of tho complications which have
arisen through the action of somo of tho
Southern Legislatures in declining to par-
ticipate in the World's Fair in tho event
of tho passago of tho Flections bill, said:

"Tho truth about tho matter is that tho
direct icsults from tho World's Fair nro to
coma by inducing immigration and tho
investment qf capital. For obvious
reasons the people of tho South feci that
they will get more benefit from tho
Fair than nny other section. They feel
that this Flections measure, whatovor its
merits, will ho contorted into a sectional
Issue. Thoy feel that sectional agitators,
both North and South, will make It n
bloody-shlr- t issue for 1802.

"If this view is correct, ns I bclicvo it Is,
its effect will neutralize any effort wo may
maku nt Chicago to induce capital and
labor (o tho Southern States. It will thus
not only check tho material progress now
developing in tho South, but will retard it
for years to come.

"Tlio views of tho great industrial
organizations of tlio country nro suc-
cinctly nnd unequivocally expressed In u
resolution on tho subject of suffrago
adopted by thuconfederntion on Friday,
which is broad enough, Just enough,
equitable enough for any American citi-
zen to stand upon."

A Worthies Mini llilli'eil to llmo
Killed HI Mother.

Si'RiMiumi, Omo, Jan. HO. Tha do.nl
body of Jlrs. llridgct Doylo wus found in
her bed Saturday morning horribly
bruised and mangled. Thcro were evi-

dences of a terrible llfo and death struggle,
and tlio fastening of the door showed
evidences of having been burst. Jlrs.
Doyle's son was nt.ouco suspected, and bo
wus arrested yesterday charged with tho
crime. His clothing and bed wero blood-
stained.

Witnesses Mated to tho coroner that
Doylo himself gavntho first notico of his
mother's death. Ho also went lo tlio
undertaker's nnd gave orders for tho dls.
position of her body. Ho told sovoral of
(ho neighbors thai his mother liad died,
but failed to cay Hint she was murdered.
Jlrs. Doyle's body was a mass of bruises.
Its appearance showed that tho murderer
had liieil to wash tho blood off its hands
nnd face. A bloody tub of clothes was
found In thu kitchen, where ho had
washed his own hands.

Theio seems to bo llttiodoubtof Doylo's
guilt, although ho denies nil knowledge
of tho crime. Ho Is a drunken, worthless
fellow, nnd thcro Is somo talk of lynching
him.

Win Ills On n IVrsollill Victory.

VATinioiin, Jan. 20, Jlr. Parnell yes-

terday add.-cssc- in lids city the largest
meeting tha' lias assembled to hear him
during his present campaign. Upon his
arrival ho was received by a commllleo of
citizens, headed by tlio moyor, who ex-
tended to him a cordial welcome.

in his speech Jlr. I'arncll said that
Hartlepool had declared entirely for him
in the recent election, and that it depended
upon Irishmen themselves what kind of
Homo Jlulo they oblalned. Ho admitted
that lio was at fault In being too amlablo
with Jlr. (Hailstone at Hawarden, hut ho
promised thai ho would not lcpcat that
mistake. Ho had never known anything
to bo got out of negotiations with Jlr.
(Hailstone, and ho was glad they had been
broken oil'.

After tha meeting Mr. Parnell was pre-
sented with addresses at the Town Hull
by thu town corporation, tho board of
poor law guardians, trodo societies nnd
other bodies.

When sfK'nklng at tho Town Hall In
acknowledgment of tlio addresses pre-
sented him there, Jlr. Parnell declared
that but for tho scccders in tho Irish
Parliamentary party tho government
would have been defcoted by n large
majority on Friday In tlio House of Com-
mons on Jlr. ( haiining's motion for tlio
relief of overworked rnllwoy employes.

Addressing a crowd in tho evening from
a balcony of his hotel, Jlr. I'arncll said ho
had forced Justin McCarthy "to open his
war chest" and devote i!S,000 to tho relief
of evicted tenants.

During tho evening a torchlight proces-
sion paraded the city in honor of Jlr. Par-
nell.

A body of JlcCarlhyltes held a counter
demonstration at Jlulllnavut, whore
Jlessrs. Chance nnd Slicehy, members of
Parliament, delivered nddtcsses. There
was considerable cheering for Jlr. I'arncll.

Tlnpo Victim Under Treatment and
Oilier Ilnd Narrow Kscnpcs.

Itr.MUMi, Pv Jan. lW.-- l)r. C. F. O.
llcrgen of tills city lias thrco patients un-
der treatment who have been bitten by
mad dogs. One is Amnion Stltzer, aged
30 years, and tho other twoaro youngsons
of Frank Halm, all of this county. They
are uoiug wen so lar, anil nopes are enter-
tained that they will escapo hydrophobia
nnd recover.

On tho night of January 0 Stltzer, who
lives near Frlcdcnsburg, was awakened
by n crowd of neighbors, armed with
shotguns nnd clubs, who told him Hint a
mad hound wns on his premises. Ho went
down to aslst in tho searrh, but tho dog
could not bo found. He then endeavored
to chain Ids own dog, when tho animal
jumped upon him and tore largo strips of
ilesh from Ids arms. Stltzer shot tho In-
furiated beast.

Four other dogs believed toliavo been
bitten by tlio hound wcroklllcd later. Mr.
Halm's sons wcro blttcnlby dogs that hud
caught the Infection from Stltzer's. Two
mad dogs bit several dogs near Drlcso-mersvll-

this week, and another bit at
least a dozen dogs in Albany township,
while still another bit a score of other
dogs in the vicinity of Kllnesville.

lthodo of Vlrglnsvllle kilted a
mad dog with tho butt end of his gun yes- -

cases nro traced to the ravages-- of rabid
dogs in this region last summer.

PINNED TO HIS POST.

A I'alleu TclcuritiiU Who Nearly
ii Pntrol-WnKo- n Brlnr.

1'HiMiiri.rnt i, Jan. aj. A singular, and
what might havo been a serious mishap,
occurred yesterday morning early to
Hobert Lcggctt, tho driver of a patrol
wagon at Fourth street and Lehigh
avenue, llo bad driven in fiom Nicctown
with a prisoner for tlio morning's hearing
nt tho station house, and while driving
rapidly along Lehigh avenue In thu dusky
haze of early morning, did not observe a
telegraph wire in front of him which had
fallen through the storm's fury.

All Imllnu Missionary's Talk.
Uov. F. J. Newton, for twenty years a

missionary to India, addressed tho Wo-
man's Foreign Jlisslonary Society yester-
day afternoon at tho Fifteenth Street
Colored Presbyterian Church. Under tho
excellent rule of the Fngllsh Government,
ho stated, tho wealth and material progress
of Dasteru India was on tho increase.

There wero 'JOO.OOO.OOO Hindoos and
00,000,000 Jlohammedans in India, but
who ore different in their idolatries from
the people of Africa and tho South Sea
Islands.

Tho Hindoos are atheists and pantheists
and believe in anything, and worship
small idols mado of stone. Tho Moham-
medans believe only in Jlahomet, and
still entertain their hatred of Christians to
n deadly degree. Hoth classes nro de-
graded and havo but few good traits of
character. "Although I do not expect to
sco many converts in my day," ho con-
cluded, "the time will come when many
of tho natios will espouse tho cause of
Christianity.' .
