The amendment was rejectd—
sens 12, naws 3, ALl the Democratic Senn-
ors and five Repubilican Senntors—~Davis,
McMillan, Paddock, Stewart and Wash-
burt—vyoted for the amendment,

The next amondment wos to inereaso
the representation of Minnesota from 7 to
K. It was alvo rejected—yens, 31; nays,
22, On ihis vote Mr. Casey votod with
the Demoerats, of whom two less voled
than on the preceding vole,

Tho next amendinent was to inorenss
the representation of Missourd from 15 to
16, It was rejected—yens, S0 nays, 85
The only Republicans mt{u’; ayo on this
amendment were Davis, Paddook and
Washburn, Cosey, MeMillan and Stewart
voted no.

The next amendment wus to increase
the representation of New York from 31
to 84, It was rejected—Yeas, 20; Nays, 35,
Mesare. Davisand Paddock, Republicans,
voted in the aMrmative.

Mr. Davis thon withdrew the amend-
ment fixing thetotal number of Hepro-
sontatives nt 34,

Mr. Borry offered an amendmont llxlur

Mr. Jones of Arkansas declared his
belief that in his State the census returns
were  very defective, and that, if the
truth were known, Arkansas had popula-
tion enongh to entitle ber to seven Hepro-
suntatives,

Mr, Morgan spoke of the necessity of a
specific declaration in the bill that tho
amumber of Presidential electors in 1802
shall correspond with the number of rep-
resentatives fixed in the bill. This coun-

enotigh of trials and troubles
and difficulties in connection with Presi-
dentinl elections to sdmonish Congress to
exercise the most extreme care in the
matter and to make the law perfectly
clear and definite.

The bill was then passed, exnctly as it
came from the House—yeas 37, nays 24
(n strict party vote).

The Senate then took up the House bill
providing for the adjustment of accounts
of laborers, workmen and mechanics
ariging under the elght-hour law. It
having been thus made the “unfinished
business,” Mr, Blair, who has it in charge,
consented to haye it Inid aside tem porar] f'.

Perlimps the person who feels the gmost
chagrin  over the sidetmeking of the
elotire resolution, whose adoption was to
Lo preliminary to the passage through the
Ronate of the Kleotions bill, 18 President
Harrison. The Eloctions LIl sas hiy pot
moasnre.  Ho was thoroughly, coldly,
frigidly, gelidly in earnest In wanting |t
to becomon Inw, He frequently  nrgod
hix wlows upon the Senntors and  Hepre-
reniatives who visitedd bim. Whoen any
of them sugeested to bim: the propricty
and necossity of bisiness mther than po-
Hittenl logislation, the Prestdont wonld de-
clnre in vigorous terms that the sanctity
of the ballot box, the preséevation of
Hiberty and the safety of homan  life, all
of which, he insislial, wore wreapped up
iy the Elections bill, wers of  vastly more
imparinnee than “hankers' intorests or
mnnnfacturers’ profits,’”

On the Saturday before the taking up in
the Fenate of the eloture resolulion two
Republican Benators ealled at the White
House, The conversation turned upon
the situation in Congress, Ope of the
Fonators spoke of the danger of an extra
session of Congress, The Pregident de-
elnred that an extra session of Conjroesy
had o torrors for him.,

“Lwant the Republicans in Congres to

make every offort to pass the Federal
Elections bill, the Apportionment bill and
other mensures (o which the party s
eommitied, They should be kept at the
front imiil they pass both honses of Con-
Yms. or until the term bas expired by
imitation, even though all the Approjir-
ution bills should fail, The failure of
these lntter, or any one of them, would
mnke an exten session of Congress neces-
siry. 1 do not fear one, and donot think
onr party hag any rensan to fear one. 1F
the ‘duty devoelve upon ine to oall the
Fifty-second Congress together in spocind
sesston, 1 should call it to mest during the
tirst week in May."

Feoling this way it is no wondor that
President Harrison is in a state of frozen
wrath, The Eleotions bill hax been o
hobby with him. e hos wrged i upon
Congress In senson and out of senson. He
has dwelt upon it in his publie messages
and private conversations,  Senators who
spoke and worked for it stand high in his
fuvor, while those who opposeald it, sl f:nr«
tionlarly these who holped to sidetrack ity
nre, in his eyes, anathema.

Proof of (he way the PPresidont leels
nhout the matier s seen in his recoption
of two Republican State Senatlors Trom
the l..'l‘ll“‘llll counties of Poennsylvania,
Messrs, Wood and Willinmson, “Accond-
ing to a story in the Harrlsburg dis-
patches of the l‘llllurh'lrllia Preas, s thick
and thin Administeatlon and anti-Cam-
eron orgon, these gentlemen  visited the
White Honse on Thesday. The account
of what followed Is related in the Prest s
fullows:

“Am 1 to understand gentlomoen,'” asked

Porter's Departmont should be put under
oivil service rules, but only tn demonstrate
that Porter's plan should not be applied
to all the Departments,

Mr. Porter interrupted Mr. Roosevelt
and safd that be had no sach Inteation,
that the Census Office was o temporary
uflnir and his system was only to moeet is
needs,

Mr. Roosevelt changed that Mr. Porter's
system of promotion in the Census Oftiee
was bosed  upon  political  influence, and
ihat was one of the best anguments n
favor of the Commissionens’ morit systom.
Further replying to an argument mmle
some time ago by Mr. Dorter, Mr. Roose-
velt denied that the elvil service rales on-
couraged the growth of Departmentual
barnncies,

He said that two-thirds of Mr, Porter's
men bad either fallid to pass the Commis-
sloners’ examination or had pussisd at
very low ratiog,  In concluslon M,
Ioosevelt said thint he had never mades un
attack on any Department, “But," said
he, “if any Department from that of the
Postmoster-General's  to Mr.  Porter's
makes an attock upon the Commission 1
ai nlways ready.”
