wast: it wonld be Court 1) Ninth and Tenth

Or 13 strect, between Soecond
and Third streets, northieast; 1k would be
Conrt It Becond and Third northeast, nnd
#0 o in ench cune.
' "The system fm?-\mod." adds Mr, Bn-
twinle, “not only looates the courts on
and between streets, hul it also mlmthe
seation of the vity in which situated.'

Railroad. He recoived $300,000 far his
share, e i well acquainted with the
vilne of ]sru‘mrty botween Markot Sqnare
and Fifteenth strect,  Ho considered the
Eoutreet front of square 25 three times as
viluable os the rear or Costreot portion.

postollice, if it had not been for one
