Dr. Lincoln, became
olarmed-whc- last Friday General John-
ston went down stairs without assistance,
and became so weak that he was unable
to regain Ids room without assistance,
Mrs. Mitchell, his sister, who lives' in
llalttmore, Is his nearest living relative.
