us by increasing her mental ability,
she is merely answering to.man’s re-
quirements as of old,—only men now
want more. .

The study of the rise of woman
from the slave to the companion is not
only a study of her deepening intelli-
gence, but also of, man’s increasing
demands. We expect more of our wo-
men than ever before, and they feel it,
and are trying to satisfy us,—their
old ambition. .

No woman can ever be really mascu-
line in nature, no matter how much
she may try to imftate mam. Her
masculinity will be, as an effeminate
man’s femininity, merely a manner

. and ‘an appearance. The imitations
" of the one sex by the other will mever
. . be successful, because the require-

ments of each are against 1t.

' There is much profitless talk about
Des-
tinies are beyond us; they are progres-
sions, and we cannat see fate's ulti-
mate ends. But unless a man be pes-
simist enough to prefer the amcient,
decry the modern, and deny the excel-
lence of the progress, he must surely
be pleased that we progress. But few
of us realize our opinions; we merely
believe them; and many intense opti-
mists inconx.i‘atemly shrink from the
new as from something more danger-
ous than promising. Surely the men
who progress are the civilizers; only
savagery advocates barabrism.

The modern woman is reasonable.
Her sweetness lies in her sympathetic
wisdom, and her charm in- her fresh,
free, high womanhood. Young-souled
and clear-ininded, she will b'e cheerful
in herself because she will be satistied.
Neither unnoticed nor subservient, nor
aloofly emancipated, put developed to
her high possibilities, the coming wo-
man will be more lovable, more admir-
able, and more companionable than
she has ever yet been. Raised to her
highest capacity, she will be more
worthy of man, and man will be more
worthy of her.—Self Culture.

Hits Telegraph Operators.

If the system of telegraph invented
by Prof. Henry Rowland of Johns
Hopkins University were put into use
half the telegraph operators in the
country woud be throwln out of work.

He has fitted machines like ordinary
typewriters to the ends of a wire 1,500
miles long, so that by playing on the
keys of one a message is printed by
the other.

No receiving operator is necessary,
as the machine at the other end of the
wire is worked electrically by the
operator at the sending station.

Between Jersey City and Philadel-

phia the system was tried over a wire
equal in resistance to one 1,000 miles
long. There were three receiving ma-
chines in Jersey City, which took mes-
sages sent from Philadelphia over one
wire axd printed them on paper, letter
size, run off on a roil and clipped in
letter paper lengths as the messages
were received. Three girl operators
sent messages to Philadelphia by
pounding c¢n the typewriter-like ma-
chines. The experiment seemed to be
successful,

Forty-five words a minute were sen!
and printed. It was intended to send
four messages each way, eight in all,
over the same wire, but one of the
sending and receiving machines was
incowplete. Tt is said the sending of
three each way demonstrated that
four could be sent, Thirty-seven char-
acters, the full alphabet and numerals,
are used,

One of the most lamentable defects,
in my opinion, of the weekly papers,
those that are supposed to be fighting
the people’s cause, is that they do not
speak out as they should and call
things by their right name, so that
they may be more easily understood
by all the people. These papers should
call a spade a spade; and not an agri-
cultural implement; they should call
a public official who steals, a thief,
and not a defaulter or embezzler;

weekly press is the only part of news-
paperdom that is in anyway reliable
or that the common people can ony
longer look to for the support of their
rights. Often when a paper does
speak’ out as’ it always should, it
shatters the nerves of some of the
too utterly ju-ju's or too-too’s—but
for all that the times demand radical
and truthful utterances through the
weekly press. No man can be too
radical, so long as he tells the truth
—as the radical man, having become
convinced that he is right, is only
showing his moral right and courage
by being outspoken. If you know
you are right, say so, though all the
world is against you—and say it too
in thunder tones that cannot be mis-
understool by the conservative ga-
loot. ‘A conservative man is a ering-
ing coward, a pusillanimous cur, a
creature who would deny his family,
his country and his God for—gold or
popularity. There are by far too
many conservative men in public of-
fice, in the pulpit and in the sanctum;
the conservative man is afraid of his
own shadow; he is never outspoken
or even manly; you don’t know where
to find him until he dies—then he is
spoken of as “a man who never made
an enemy.” The person ‘who never
made an enemy, never had a warm
friend in their lifetime. These are
the times to relegate the conservative
noodles to the rear and place the radi-
cal mam in the lead, if the people ever
expect to win a victory. The bank-
ers, the burglars, the trust promot-
ers, the corporation cormorants and
the goldized shylocks are all plotting
to capture those who are too conserv-
ative to defend themselves, .

In
England, Germany and Belgium some
trusts have been formed lately, and
there is talk of amalgamating the
metal industries especially. Ameri-
can competition is causing European
capitalists to enter closer federations
for self-protection,

The winning of the great strike in
Pittsburg in the plant of the pressed
steel car trust, in which some 4,000
men are employed, by the Socialist
Trade and Labor Alliance, after other
organizations failed io gain comnces-
sions, places the alliance in a position
where it must be reckoned with in in-
dustrial affairs in the future, It is
reported from Pittsburg that hun-
dreds of men aré now flocking to the
S. T, and L. A, standard,

There is great indignation in Ger-
many at the outrageous sentence im-
posed on the carpenters in Dresden,
who were sent to prison for a total of
53 years for assaulting a brutal con-
tractor who compelled his employes
to work overtime. Two Socialist
dailies have already collected over
$13,000 for the maintenance of the
families of the prisoners, and the So-
cialists in and out of Parliament are
denouncing the government for the
persecution of the carpenters. The
agitation has become so widespread
that the crazy Emperor William has
instructed his hirelings in the Reich-
stag to withdraw the bill providing
for imprisonment of strikers who in-
timidate or persuade others from
scabbing.

Potter Printing Press Co., of New
York, patented an automatic stereo-
typing device that knocks out six
men. It will practically wipe out the
trade.

Three trade organizations in Great
Britain, the Amalgamated Society of
Engineers, with 90,000 members; the
Railway Association, with 60,000, and
the Society of Carpenters and Joiners,
have between them nearly $83,000,000
in cash and stocks,

The Amundson Printing Company,
of Chicago, has instituted suit for
$25,000 damages against the Typo-
graphical union for ordering a strike
of its I The damages are al-
leged to be due for the injury to their
business by closing down.

The contracting printers of Mem-
phis, Tenn., last week signed the jour-
neymen's -scale, eight hours at $2.25
per day, for the present seasom.

Memphis, Tenn., is the most thor-
oughly. organized irades union city in
the South. The employes are also or-
ganizing, and will form a “Builders’
Exchange” during the coming week.

Seventy-eight new labor organiza-
tions were formed in New York state
in 1898,

The seventh annual convention of
the Allied Printing Trades of Illinois
meets at Ottawa on June 6.

Bedford (Ind.) stenecutters are de-
manding $4 per day. They have been
receiving $3.50 and will probably
strike.

Strikes among street car men are
extending to almost every part of the
country. The Pittsburg men on near-
1y all lines in that city will probably
go out, demanding a reduction in
hours and an increase in wages,

It is not generally known that the
national bankrupt law provides that
wages performed within ninety days
immediately prior to the bamkruptey
shall be in all cases a preferred claim
against the assets of the bankrupt.

The Granite Cutters’ National Union
will make a universal stand for the
eight-hour day on January 1, 1900,
and as the time approaches, warns its
local membership that all agreements
and bills of prices must be framed ac-
cordingly.

The painters’ strike at Omaha, Neb.,
has been settled, the contractors con-
ceding the demands of the men for
the eight hour day at 35 cents per
hour, and union men only to be em-
ployed.

The various muslcians’ organiza-
tions of Chicago have united and will
be chartered by the American Federa-
tion of Musicians.

The strike among building crafts-
