Nine Arrested.

Last Sunday nine discharged former
employes ol the streei car company
were arrested for cutting the feed ca-
bles of the street railway system. The
men arrested were J. McLeod, Jerry
Gleason, Michael Gleason, Joseph Glea-
son, Joseph Kenny, Richard Flynn, M
Dilion, John Fyfe, and George Winter.
The trial was held Monday morning
before Judge Edson, who discharged
the men on motion of their attor-
ney, Senator €. O. Baldwin, on the
ground that the offense charged was
a misdemeanor and the men could not
be held as they had been arrested on
Sunday without an order from the
court,

New complaints were immediately
made out and three of the men, R. J.
MeLeod, John Fyfe, and Jerry Glea-
scu, were re-arvested. They were ar
raigned and their examination was set
for May 9 at 10 o’clock in the morning.
Iail in each case was fixed at $23,
which was furnished.

NEWS OF THE BELGICA.

Stenmship Coyn Meets Antarctic Ex-
pedition In Chili,

NEW YORK, May 5.~—The stcamship
Coya, from South Amenican ports brought
into port today some news of Capt. Adrian
D. Gerlach's Belgica Antarctic exploring
expedition. On March 13, the Coya put
into Punta Arenas, a Chilean trading set-
tlement on Tierra del Fuega in the
streets of Magellan and while her skip-
per, Capt. Thomas was ashore he met
Dr. Cook of Brooklyn, who was one of
those in charge of the Belgica,

Capt. Cook said he had a most interest-
ing voyage and might go on another ex-
pedition before returning to the United
States. ' For seventy days the party was
in total darkness. Two men were lost—
one overboard and one from sickness. The
Belgica was stuck in the lce for twelve
months while exploring Alexanderland.
Capt. Thomas says that Dr. Cook did not
know of the Spanish-American war until
told of it by Capt. Thomas, who left him
a filla of newspapers. Capt. Thomas
brought with him a letter to post to Miss
Anna E. Forbes, Capt. Cook’s sweethears.
Miss Forbes died more than a year ago.
