Yacht Defender Defeat~d in
30 Mile Race

MADE GLAD THE HEART OF TARS

_—

CONTEST WITNESSED BY LARGE
AND DELIGHTED CROWD,

Race Was Sailed Under Poor Condl-
tlonn of Shifting Winds and n
Lumpy Sea—Opinlon of Experts
That Sir Thomax Lipton’s Sham-
rock Will Return Home Without
the Silver Mug Trophy.

NEW YORK ,July 6.—Over a Iriangular
course of 30 miles in comparatively light
winds, the new Iselin-Morgan yacht
Columbia today vanquished the Vander-
bilt yacht Defender and convinced the
yachismen who saw the royal struggle
that she was worthy of defending the
precious trophy which Sir Thomas Lipton
and his merry tars hope to take back
with them in the Shamrock next fall
The Columbia’s forestaysail and club top-
sall are anything but perfect and in a
general way she will need a good aeal of
tuning up. Yel, based on the showing
she made as a better boat than the De-
fender under adverse conditions the
nautical sharps are strongely convinced
that Sir Thomas will sall home without
the sllver mug, the possession of which
has given us the yachMng supremacy of
the world since 1851

But today’s race was an unnllsmctory
one. th(un‘. baffling winds and a bad,
lumpy sea with dirty rain squalls made
