carrier in the post-office in this city. 

The examination will consist of 
spelling, arithmetic, letter writing, 
penmanship, copying from plain copy, 
geography of the. United States* and 
reading acTcTresses. The arithmetic 

Hvill consist of tests in the fundamen­
tal principles, extending as far as 
common and decimal fractions and 
embracing' px-o'olems.

Clerk, rot less than, 18 years. 
Carrier, between 31 and 40. 
Applicants for carrier must weigh 

at least 125 pounds, must be not less, 
than 5 fit.

Whereas, The Greater America Ex­
position, whose gates are now open,-
have, from the beginning, recognized 
every right of hontesrt labor and with­
out friction or trouble have conceded 
to. all just demands; be it 

'Resolved, That the Central. Labor 
union, representing the labor inter­
ests of this city, extend the aid--of. 
organized labor in every way possible 
to make the Greater America. Expo­
sition a grand success; be it further 

'Resolved, That we urgently request 
the labor press of the country to unite 
with -us in this effort, and that the 
secretary of the Central Labor union 
is hereby instructed to correspond and 
furnish the labor press of the country 
-with all necessary matter to accom­
plish this end." 

GROCER'S PICNIC. 

The latest move on the part of the 
retail clerks in the way of inducing 
all non-union clerks to become mem­
bers is the issue of the union house 
card which is leased to merchants on 
the same plan as the butchers' shop 
card. It will greatly aid the mem­
bers of organized labor who make it a 
point to tradte with union clerks, as 
the card is -a guarantee that all clerks 
in a store are members in good stand­
ing'. It will also relieve the union 
men of what they might consider a 
hardship—asking the clerk for the 
membership card. 
. The Trades and Labor assembly will 

be asked tb help the clerks establish 
the house card in every store in the 
city whereele-rks are employed.

ATTACKED BY DRUNKEN SOLDIERS. 

Conductor of Sea Shore Express 
Fatally Injured. 

LONDON, Aug. 5.—M. DeBlowitz, the 
Paris correspondent of the Times, gives 
an extraordinary explanation of M. Del-
casse's present mission at tetersijurg. He 
asserts that it was decided on quite sud­
denly for a "reason wh- admitted no 
d'elay,'' and then gives the story, which he 
says he'has from "a source to which I am 
bound to attach Importance." This is the 
explanation: 

"Emperor Nicholas is disappointed and 
tired of the throne. The absence of an 
heir excites his superstitious feelings and 
he connects himself with a Russian leg­
end, according to which an heirless czar 
is to ibe succeeded by a czar Michael, pre­
destined to occupy Constantinople. 

"The death of the czarwitch and the fail-
uie of the conference at The Hague, lei 
him to decide to abdicate on the occasion 
of his coming visit to Darmstadt. On this 
•becoming known in Paris, _M. D^lcasse 
was sent in hot haste to dissuade him from 
carrying out this intention."

VESSELMEN AND SHIPPERS BULL­
ISH ON GRAIN FREIGHT; 

Nothing Doing in Way of Charters 
Now for Thitt Class of 

Cargoes.' j 

Those actively engaged in the. vessel 
and shipping trade look to see some very 
high freights during the coming fall.-Some 
are eveq sanguine enough to expect to. see 
rive and possibly seven' cents paid, for 
wheat to Buffalo. 

There is no demand at all at the .pres­
ent time for grain tonnage, ana the rat-e 
on grain, this port to Buffalo, is still 2% 
cents a bushel, the same as it has been 
ever since July 1. Some September con­
tracts have been made, at 3% cents. , 

Ore rates went up yesterday to $1.0a,.an 
advance of 5 cents a ton. There is no 
prospect that they will he lower, and there 
is every indication that they will gradu­
ally work higher. There are immense 
ore carrying contracts to be filled, and 
all of the furnafies are anxious .to get 
big supplteson hand. The coai men have 
had a pretty sad time trying to get tan­
nage, but they will probably have a har­
der time to get what tonnage they' will 
require, for if the higher rates that are 
expected on ore and grain do really .ma­
terialize, -boats will push on westward a^ 
rapidly as.they can without bothering to 
carry coal. 1 f 

The coal rate yesterday was 40 cents to 
this port and other Lake Superior. points, 
except , Fort William, where a . rate-:ef B0 
cents was effective. A rate of 50 cents will 
probably be announced for Duluth this 
week. The l'uriiber rate now is $2.59. 

The real boom in freights wiri come 
when the demand comes from the Atlan­
tic coa^t and from abroad for wheat, and 
this, will. probably be before the end of 
September, Jf it is not - felt even before 
the beginning of the month, when receipts 
of new wheat begin to come in. .

EDGE OF CONSPIRACY. 

Bnt Had Heard That Former 

Sendinar Men to Kill 

Him.

HAVANA, Aug. 4.—General Juan Istdro 
Jiminez, when his attention 'wa4 c?Jled 
today to a cable surmnnry of an alleged 
declaration made by h'.lm here ree antly 
and published in >the Lrni ted States >t o the 
effect that he was about to proceed t:o the 
United States to organize an expedition 
against the existing government of San 
Domingo replied that he had not made 
the statement attributed to him. He went 
on to say that it was (juie unnecessary 
for him to proclaim himself hostile to the 
present government as it could not pos­
sibly last beyond the I5h of his monh. 

'I did hear," he .coninued, "that 
Heureaux "was sending men to Cuba to 
kill me, but I knew nothing whatever 
regarding the plot to 'kill h-im. I had no 
connection and have had no connection 
with Ramon Caceres, -who did the shoot­
ing. 

"I do no believe that the TJn-lted States 
will interfere with my government in 
San Domingo, which wOl toe a government 
peaceful and helpful to all, for the United 
States did -not interfee with the govern­
ment of Heudeaux, who robbed and mur­
dered for fourteen yeans. 

General Jiminez admits -that he has 
often ibeen to the United States incognito 
but said he has not had interviews with, 
official persons. 

Referring to the future relations of San 
Domingo with the United States, he <«-
presed a desire to be bri friendly teiims 
with Washington and. said he believed/ he 
could count on American sympathy. 
Gomez he referred to as "Esteemed by 
by all clases of , Dominicans, }>ut not 
sought for as president;": 

"The people of Sart Domingo," 'he [de­
clared, "are impetuous and are urging 
him- to come to theita "at jonce, but for a 
time he prefers delay, as ea>ch day is 
worth a battle won." .» i

There are about 25 men inter-
ested in the desired advance. It is ex­
pected that the matter will be adjusted in 
somp way and that, the work will;no>tr be, 
seriously interrupted.' ' 

The new telephone company yesterday 
agreed to put its poles In the alley in­
stead of on London road, between Fiftieth 
and Fifty-eighth avenues east The prop­
erty owners protested against the poles 
occupying London road in that vicinity. 
The property owners and. the representa­
tives of the. telephone company came be­
fore the board of public'.works and the 
demands of the former were quite readily 
agreed to by the company. 

NEW YORK, Aug. 4.—Surrounded by a 
hooting, jearlng crowd of several Ihun-

•dred persons, William Waldorf Astor was 
burned in effigy tonight in Longacre 
square. Dr. F. W. Crowe, an. elderly phy­
sician, who. lives in his. own handsome 
brown stone dwelling at No. 228 West 
Forty-ninth street, was the prime mover 
in the incident. 

He hlred thirty men to assist him. At 
8:30 p. m-. he carried a big rocking chair 
from his house to a truck driven by An­
thony Kemmer. With dt, he had an oil 
soaked barrel. On the chair he placed a 
lay figure, garbed in a; striped suit, a 
blacli fedora hat, km gloves, tig^t fitting 
trousers and good shoes. Across the chest) 
iof the figure was a sign with this legend; 

"Astor , the traitor." 
• The wagon, fallowed by a crowd, was 
driven down Broadway. At a point near 
Thirty-sixth street he tried to make a 
speech, but the police ordered him on. 
Up Sixth avenue to Longacre went the 
•wagon; There Dr. Crowe planted the bar­
rel on the asphalt, poured ' over it two 
quarts of oil and applied a match. The 
flames crackled and licked up the 'lay fig­
ure. A big hole was burned in the as­
phalt pavement. 

The -police arrived too late to find the 
doctor. He had disappeared in the crowd. 
His driver was' arrested but released sic 
•the station house. The police are -look­
ing for Dr. Crowe. 

Dr. Crowe has been much interested in 
the report about Mr. Astor taking the 
oath of allegiance to . Queen Victoria. The 
more he read the madder he grew. For 
some days he has talked of little else ana 
his act tonight was no; surpilse to his 
nelghborsp.
