Things Were Cheaper Before Cold 
Storage and Trusts Came Along 

A persual of some recent articles 
on the subject of the present high 
prices of foodstuffs would seem to 
make it appear that in all ages, even 
back to old Roman times, there has 
been more or less complaint on this 
score, and that the people have 
sought relief in legislation. Be that 
as it may, there was a time in our 
own country when the food substan­
tial were very cheap, when prices 
were largely regulated by the law of 
supply and demand, and when pro­
ducer and consumer stood nearer, to­
gether—the cold-storage system and 
its abuses not then being known. 

From the musty records of a gen­
eral store operated about the year 
1800 in eastern New York—not 100 
miles from Albany—the writer has 
been able to secure some interesting 

figures showing that at that period 
meats and other home products were 
"dirt" c^heap, although imported com­
modities were often quite high. Im­
ported liquors, however, drawn from 
the wood and sold by the gallon, 
could be bought almost at the cost 
of a quart today. 

Here are some of the prices: 
Veal, fore quarters, 2 cents to 2 % 

cents per pound; veal, hind quarters, 
2% cents to 3 cents per pound; mut­
ton and lamb about the same; a 
quarter of a lamb, 25 cents to 31 
cents; beef,' all cuts, 3 cents to 4 
cents per pound; pork, fre.sh, 3 cents 
to S cents per pound; pork, mess, 8 
cents per pound; pork, ham, 5 cents 
per pound;v poultry, 4 cents to (5 
cents per pound; a single fowl, 12% 
cents; a turkey, 37% cents to 50

cents; eggs, dozen, 6 cents to 12% 
cents; butter, 8 cents to 17 cents per 
pound; cheese, 4 cents to 6 cents per 
pound; potatoes, 19 cents to 37% 
cents a bushel; apples, 25 cents a 
bushel. 
-Prices 25 years later, even up to 

1830, were only a little* higher, veal 
soaring to 4 cents, while beef ranged 
from 3 to 6 cents, 5 cents being the 
common price for the best cuts. Pork 
ranged no higher than in 1800—some­
times low, sometimes high. Nor had 
the prices of eggs, poultry or butter 
materially changed, and potatoes and 
apples sold, average, at 25 cents per 
bushel. While the decimal system of 
currency had been adopted some time 
before this period, values were al­
most universally stated in pounds, 
shillings and pence. In New York 
state the pound' was reckoned at 
$2.50, the shilling at 12% cents, 

.pence and cents being the same 
'thing. Even as late as 1830 some 
books were still kept in the old style. 

Sugars were high in 1800: Brown 
sugar sold at 11 to 17 cents per 
pound; "sugar," 19 dents; loaf sugar 
(loaves of 12 pounds or more), about 
30 cents a pound. It should be noted 
that while meats today cost from 4 
to 15 times the values of 1800, sugars 
have decreased in the ratio of 3 and 
4 to 1. 

Teas and coffees show' a wider 
range of prices. "Tea," .29 cents a 
pound; Hyson tea, $1.63 a pound; 
green tea, $1.70 a pound; "Bohea tea, 
44 cents a pound; coffee, 17 cents to 
19 cents a pound. . 

In 1830 tea averaged about 80 
cente,- and a good coffee 31 cents a 
pound, though cheaper grades wei'e 
sold. 

This store bought and sold wheat 
-in considerable quantities, and at 
times the cereal soared in price al­
most to the limits of a twentieth cen­
tury Chicago wheat corner, the range 
in price being from 75 cents to $1.30 
per bushel. Rye cost about 70 cents; 
corn, 37% cents to 44 cents, and oats, 
general price, 19 cents per bushel.
