the place where they are wanted they
are sure to get work.

“The bulletins which the Kansas
and Oklahoma departments send out
give no such guarantee and they have
been spread all over the country, so
that for all we know, two or three
times as many men as are wanted may
be attracted to the states.

Had Like Experience.

“We have had some experience of
our own which has led us to adopt
our policy. We received from a re-
mote part of our state a letter from a
well-meaning person stating that 200
men were wanted by the lumber com-
panies in his county and that we
should send the men right up.

“We wrote him immediately and
asked him to give the names of the
companies that wanted the men, the
kind of work tHey were to do, the
wages they would be paid, ete., and'in

that the logging season was almost
over and that it would be hardly
worth while to send the men.

“It is our opinion that most of the
reports circulated about thousands of
men being wanted in certain localities
are of this nature. When they are
investigated it is found that there is
very little bona fide demand to back
up the statements. We will not trust
them except when we have deflnite
orders for men from the employers.”

The Wisconsin Free Employment
bureau had been asked to aild in se-
curing recruits for the army of farm
hands to invade Oklahoma and Kan-
sas. No one has been sent to these
states from Wisconsin up to the pres-
ent time.

ANOTHER TRACTION
COMPANY PLAYS FAIR

AKRON, O., June 12.—The Street
Carmen’s Union has ratified the pro-
position of the Northern Ohio Transit
company’ for one year. An arbitra-
tion clause is included, to apply when
representatives of the union and the
company cannot adjust differences.

The rate of wages for motormen and
conductors is a straight increase of
two cents per hour. The men receive
25 cents for first year, 26 cents sec-
ond year, 27 cents third year, 28 cents
fourth year, and 29 cents for five-
year men.

LABOR GENCIES
10 BE REGULATE

Wisconsin State Industrial Com-
mission Will Standardize All
Employment Agencies.

An interesting hearing was held at
the Commercial club roms in Super-
ior last Friday evening by W. M.
Lieserson of the Industrial Commis-
sion of Wisconsin, on the rules and
regulations proposed for. all employ-
ment bureaus and agencies in the
state.

Several of the agents of the private
employment bureaus were present but
made no serious objections to. any of
the proposed rules.

Among the most important of the
rules from the standpoint of the
worker are these: The agent must
give a card of introduction to the
applicant and furnish him in writing
of the probable length of service and
all labor conditions in and around the
job if possible, also whether deduc-

tions for hospital,. mail service, pen--

sion funds, etc., are to be made and
‘the amdunt of each deduction.

Where applicants come from other
cities through “tié ‘agency ' all ex-
penses of the appiicant must be paid-
by the agent if he fails to furnish
work. No fee car; be collected, from
the applicant uniess: work is. assured.-

In all the schedule contains twenty-
seven Tules ' and regulations that
should work out a great change in
the conduct and administration of
the private employment agencies in
the state.

Theése rules are fundamentally the
same as those recommended to con-
gress for the establishment of Federal
labor exchanges.

ADVOCATES MINIMUM
WAGE FOR PREACHERS

One thousand dollars as the mini-
mum salary of Presbyterian minis-
ters, was advocated before the gen-
eral assembly of the Presbyterian
church of the United States at Chi-
cago by  Rev. Murdock McLeod of
Tacoma, Wash., chairman of the com-
mittee on ministerial relief, who de-
clared that men whese lives have been
spent in the pulpit were entitled to
pass their declining years in comfort.

The committee on prison reform
condemned the prison contract labor
system and recommended that prison
sentences be the last steps' of the law
instead of the first.

By Industrial Arbitration
Board for All Employes.

A definition of the minimum living
wage in Australia has just been eme
bodied in a.decree delivered by Justice

.Heydon, president.: of the industridl

arbitration court of New South Wales.
After an exhaustive inquiry into the
cost of living in the city of Sidney, he
rules that the lowest class of unskilled
labor must receive $12 a week.

This sum is based on the needs of 'a

family of two parents and two depen- 1

dent children.

He found that the minimum rate
for rent in Sidney was $3 a week,
miscellaneous expenses, including fuel,
light, clothing and insurance, were
$3.50, while the remainder of the $12
was consumed in food.

In his decision the judge was guid-
ed largely by the now famous decision

of Justice Higgins, who, in the Har- i

vester case, decided that $10.50 week-
ly was a “fair and reasonable” stand-
ard to meet the normal needs of the
average employe.”

In the Brpken Hill case, decided two
years later, Justice Higgins stated the
following doctrine. *“I cannot con-
ceive of any such industrial dispute as
this' being settled effectively which
fails to- secure to the laborer enough
wherewith to renew his strength and
to maintain his home from day to
day. He must dispute until he gets
this minimum. * ** If a man cannot
maintain his enterprise without cut-
ting down the wages which are prop-
er to be paid to his employes, he
should abandon the enterprise.”

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MICHIGAN MINERS
AT MERCY OF BARONS

Mine Owners Attempt to Subdue
Workers by Discriminating
Against Union Miners.

WASHINGTON, June 12.— That
conditions in the Calumet fleld have
not improved since the ‘settlement’”
of the strike is the substance of a
significant letter sent by President
Sidney : Thomas, Keweenaw Miners
Union No. 129, to Representative Mc-
Donald, the congressman who forced
the Calumet investigation upon con-
sress. Thomas makes a hopeless ap-
peal for federal help. His letter is as
follows:

“I don’t know if you can do any-
thing to help out the situation, the
managers have not lived up to their
promise,

“About three weeks before the
strike was called off, a committee
from each local called on the differ-
ent managers and tried once more to
get things settled up, but the only
condition by which things can be set-
tled is for the men to surrender their
cards and_ sign a slip never to join
‘the Western Federation of Miners
again while in their employ.

Go Back on Word.

“The ' committee asked if there
would be any discrimination and they
all said that every man would be
taken back, excepting those that the
grand jury indicted, and those arrest-
ed for other serious charges. But
many were turned down that have not
been arrested or even béen conspicu-
ous in the strike, and some were
turned down because they went be-
fore the investigating committee, One
manager sald those that went there
will never get any moare work in the
copper country. So far as I know no
one has been hired from this end of
the mining country who did go there.

“It seems to me, now that the
strike is over, they want to crush the
spirit of unionism out of the men by
keeping them without jobs and mak-
ing them go elsewhere to seek work—
then it is an expemse to move their
families after they are settled.
