TAXrorvion, B, C. -March 26.— 
Repeated wage reductions -have forced 

Aii longshoremen In this city on strike. 
Ej. * The rates have been beaten down 

from 45 cents an hour, in 1913, to 80 
fh- cents in many cases. In answer to 

the cl4im that the.wages of longshore­
men are high th^union's press com­
mittee, in its stateihent, says : 

"'The intermittent'' character of the 
work 'would corivince any inquirer 
that this is a faHacy which is proved 
by til? words of an official- of one of 
the principal stevedoring outfits on 
the coast, who,,testified in court in an 
action for compensation by longshore­
men that the Biuk of the work on 
Vancouver wharves was performed by 
men who averaged $1$ per month as 
wages.- The hazarduous nature of the 
occupation is apparent when it is 
stated that three men have been killed 
in the last six months and an unre­
corded numben of serious and minor 
accidents have occurred." 

DISTRICT SUPREME COURT 
HOLDS 8-HOUR LAW VALID 
WASlMf&TON, March 26.—Justice 

McCoy of the District of Columbia su­
preme court, has. upheld the «ight-
hour law, which prohibits the employ­
ment of females in certain establish­
ments and avocations for more than 
eight hours in any one day or more 
than six days or more than 48 hours 
in arftr one week. 

The court said that with the ex­
ception of the words "or more than 
six days in any one week" tl|(f statute 
is identical with the statute of Cali­
fornia, held constitutional by -the. su­
preme court of the United States, Feb. 
23, 1915. 

A local hotel asked that the law 
he held unconstitutional on the ground 
that it discriminated. The over­
worked fourteenth amendment to the 
Federal Constitution was again called 
upon to do service and Justice McCoy 
was asked to set the law aside because 
it deprives employers and employes 
of their property "without due process 
of law." 

MOTHERS' PENSIONS ASSURED. 
TOPEKA, Kan., March 26.—Pen­

sions for mothers is now practically 
assured as the result of the state 
senate accepting, in amended - form, 
the Bird bill, passed by the house. 
The two bodies differ on..nuethtods.;of 
enforcing the law, and thig question 
will be. settled by conference.
