STATEMENT OF THE DULUTH 
RELATIVE TO 
^ Duluth, Aug. 2, 1915. 

^ Since the recent announcement of the United States Steel 
Corporation that the Duluth plant would be made ready to turn 
out .steel billets, by November 1st this company has frequently 
been asked if its line would be extended to the Steel Plant this 
Fall. In response to these inquiries we ,now beg to state that , if; 
present announced plans as to the operation of the plant and the 
completion of a roadway to it are carried out, and a continuation 
of the? conditions referred to below does not-make it impossible, 
we expect to extend to Morgan Park this Fall. , 

As the matter of this extension is of such public iuterest and' 
has been discussed for so long a time we feel that a statement at 
some length covering the subject should be made. 

For over twenty years the extension of the Street Railway 
to the Steel Plant Jhas been agitated. , This company has a map 
made in 1894 showing every building with names apd number of 
occupants froift 61st avenue west to the vicinity of what'is now 
the Minnesota Steel Company's property. This map shiows a pro­
posed extension to: what was then called th4 Ironton Steel Plant. 

In 1895 the city council ordered the street railway, lines ex- . 
tended to Gogebic street and twice since has ordered extensions 
to New Duluth. 

On May 28th, 1907, it was first announced thai the United 
States Steel Corporation would build. a plant on the St. Louis 
River beyond West Duluth aind the agitation for a street railway-
extension was''immediately revived. During all of these twenty-
one years, and particularly since the Steel Company's announce­
ment of eight years ago the people of Duluth have confidently ex­
pected their hopes for Ta steel plant to be immediately realized, 
and have shown Impatience because this company did not extend 
its lines to the location of the proposed plant in advance of its 
completion and in anticipation of the traffic its operation would 
create. x • 

We mention these historical facts at this time, not'because 
,we now doubt that the steel pliant will be put in operation this 
fall but only for the purpose of calling attention to the long time 
it "has taken to realize the hopes for a steel plant at Duluth. Dur­
ing all "of that time this company has been closely watching de­
velopments with the intention of extending its' lines .iiist as soon 
as it could see its way clear to safely,do.so. The,demands, for 
this extension were alinost as insistent twenty years ago as they 
have been at any time since, and had .^bis company acceded to 
them and made a large investment in a line for which jth'ere was 
to be ho traffic for many years it would have resulted disastrous­
ly to the company: 

There are a few of the 350 houses and apartments'biiilt by 
the Steel Company at Morgan Park now occupied and a. few 
dwellings have been put up and occupied in Gary First Division, 
but with these exceptions the pop^latipn;4n; the;yicinity of the 
Steel Plant and between the Steel Plant and West Duluth is about 
as sparse today as it was twenty years ago. During all. of these 
twenty years of agitation for a street car line there, has not been 
a graded roadway on which a line could be built and since the • 
old wooden bridges began to go to pieces a number of years afeo 
the way to the Steel Plant has been much of the time exceedingly 
difficult for a horse-drawn vehicle or an automobile. Street grad­
ing at the under-crossing of the- Northern. Pacific tracks and 
through Smithville will, at best, not be finished until late in the 
season. 

Those who for years have charged the company with being 
backward about this extension certainly could not have con­
sistently done so had they been able to foresee the delays that 
would occur or the conditions as they have existed up to this 
time. They must now admit that a large investment in a street 
railway line years before there was any use for it, even had the 
condition of the streets made such a line possible, would have 
been a positive injury to fee community by crippling the com­
pany and pr«i*«jtiag it from maintaining, the admittedly excel­
lent service iit ̂ as given on Its existing:^lines. 

About'three years ago prominent citizens declared that they 
would see to it that the roadway was graded and ready for street 
car rails that coming Fall. We did not think it possible for them 
to accomplish this but they declared that they could not fail and 
that we could absolutely depend upon the roadway being ready 
and insisteel upo,n our at once ordering the rails. To satisfy them, 
rather than with any thought that it could be used, we ordered 
the rails, but when winter came the Work had little' more thian 
been started and the rails have been accumulating rust ever since. 

On July 6th,. 1912, in a communication to the Greater Duluth 
Club; this company stated that it was then its intention to start 
the construction of the extension as soon as the streets were put in. 
suitable condition and in the same communication announced 
that the fare on the new line would be five cent^ from West Du­
luth and ten cents from other portions of the city. The< proposed 
ten-cent fare was from any part of Duluth as. far east as Lake­
side and Woodland while the railroad fare to Morgan park from 
the Union Station is 12%c to 27c, from;20th Avenue |rest 23c, 
and from West Duluth 7.4c to 16c. . * 

Before much progress had been made in the way of getting 
the streets In shape to make, rail-laying possible the franchise 
rights of the company* were attacked in the courts. While this-
litigation was going On no reasonable person expected the com­
pany to build the extension even had "it been possible to finance 
the undertaking with such a cloud upon' thfe franchise. 

When the company's franchise rights were confirmed by a 
decision o^t the Supreme Court on. January, 29 th of the present 
year plans were being made to change,, th^. gi'ade of '.thfe street 
at the Northern Pacific Railway crossing at Smithville. before the. 
extension should be built. By that" time Buluth was suffering 
from the most serious business depression in njany years and con­
struction jfrork at the Steel Plant^had beenKsuspended. - In the 
meantime ,the company's receipts which had shMnken $2 2 5.00 per 
day is compared with the receipts of the same time in the'pre­
vious year have since been much more seriously reduced: by jitnpy . 
c o m p e t i t i o n .  . . .  . . . .  

Jitnejr. competition" with street railways has been quite gen­
eral over the entire country and lias been most serious in cities 
which were^sufferlng most frojn business depression and which 
had the largest number of unemployed wage-earners, but we are -
unable to. learn of any city in the country whose street railway 
system has been mdre seriously affected by such competition than, 
that of Duluth and Superior. Until within a few days the jitney 
drivers in Duluth, by filing a referendum petition were able to ' 
wholly evade regulation and there is as yet little, prospect of : 
their being required to assume any very burdensome responsi­
bility. In- many other cities regulation has put the jitneys upon t 

a fairer basis of competition. 
In the months of April, May and June the shrinkage in street. 

railway receipts as compared with the same months last' year ; 
amounted to $62,500, or about $687.00 per day.. For July it 
was about $800.00 per day, and for the year we fear it will be ?. 
nearly a quarter of a million dollars. Our receipts at . this time . 
and at the season when they usjially are highest, are .barely Suf­
ficient to covei* operating exp'ense and bond interest*. 

The great increase in the private- use of automobiles since 
the price hqs been reduced so a6 to put them within the means of 
people of moderate circumstances, has of course taken many . 
regular passengers from the street cars but the sudden putting 
into use of hundreds of automobiles as common carriers of pass* 
engers for hire, without any of the burdens assumed by other : 

common carriers, has seriously affected street railway companies.. 
in every city where it has been permitted. * ' . .. •>,' 

Street railways have been required to furnish a regular ser-.. 
vice at all hours and seasons under (all cohditlons and in all parts : 
of the cities in which they operate and to do so have expended ' 
l a r g e  s u m s  f o r  t r a c k s  a n d  e q u i p m e n t  u p o n  w h i c h  t h e y  a r e  r e - >  
quired to piay heavy taxes. They are required to spend large 
sums to kpep. their lines open during^ snow storms when there ,, 
are few. passengers to be-carried, but when the service means, 
so much to that few. They are required to expend a large portion ' : 

of their profits from carrying passengers short distances under 
fivorable conditions in maintaining, .the unprofitable service— 
the service on the long lines through sparsely, sqttlgd districts, 
the service during-the hours of the day and night when travel 
is light and the service during stormy weather which is main­
tained at great expense for the accommodation of the very fgw 
who are forced to travel in such weather. Is it fair that the" jit­
neys should be allowed to operate only in the most congested 
districts, , at the busiest hours of the day and under the most 
favorable condition?, or, to use an expression credited, to a mem­
ber of the jitney association, to "pick ttf the nickels only where 
the picking is goodt" . * % 

If the jitneys have come to stay we will not complain of fair -
competition but we feel that it is only just that they should be 
required to take the long hauls as well as the short hauls, to run 
on regular schedules at all seasons and at all hours and in other 
ways be put upon an equitable basis as to taxation, regulation and 
the various' burdens that other common carriers are required to 

. bear. Entirely aside from any question of fairness or justice, how 
loqg can communities expect to get the benefit of unprofitable 
transportation service In the suburban * districts' at the hours' of 
light traffic and during the winter months, when expense of op­
eration, is highest and traffic at its lowest ebb, if they permit the 
jitneys.to toke all the'profit from ^he only portions of the traffic 
which yield any profit? It is now conceded thsrt the best public 
service is given by regulated monopolies. Corhpetitlon in such 
service is not now considered desirable Competition forces the 
competitors to the same level. If competition between jitneys 
and street cars/continues and'the jitney service cannot b.e brought 
up to the standard of the street car service then in obedience to 
an Immutable law the street car service must eventually de­
generate to the level of the jitney service. 

Even should the jitney as it is now operate^ disappear before 
the street railway companies of the country iare seriously crippled 
or completely ruined by it, the constantly increasing private use 
of automobiles is of itself a feature which constitutes a serious 
hazard not before Rencountered in street railway undertakings. 

We have stopd by and' seen our receipts melt away and -hAve 
so far refrained^ from cutting our service, which; is conceded to 
be as good there is In the country, but if the shrinkage 4n re­
ceipts continues much longer there will be no possible way to 
avoid such a step. A reduction in service would cause serious in­
convenience and discomfort to patrons of our longer lines which 
up to this time have been largely supported by the profits which 
the jitneys are now taking. 

, Consideration of the. loss that would be caused to home own­
ers by reason of shrinkage in value of suburban property and the 
great hafdsfil]pitfcaf would result to suburbanites who have come 
to. depen.d upon, the service on our long lines has. caused uft to 
defer reducinrsuch service until we are forced, to it as a last, re­
sort. If the" activity of the jitneys continues as .at. present it will 
readily be seen.'that the building of further extensions is a matter 
that must "be approached with the greatest caution by any street 
railway company ^rhich wishes to remain solvent. If such new 
extensions were unprofitable by reason of length of haul or light­
ness of traffic then only would they escape competition by the 
irresponsible jitney. If the "pickings were good" the jitneys 
would be after them and only if the business was Unprofitable 
would it be left to the railway. Under these .conditions we are 
asked to hurry^the extension to the Steel Plant so as to'have it 
in operatifcn tKik.fall if possible. 

We have- never looked upon the steel plant* extension as one 
which, would be self-sustaining from the beginning of operation of 
the steel plant even at a ten-cent fare from portions of .Duluth 
east of 49th avenue west, which is the lowest fare we have ever 
considered. While we had some profit from our short haul traffic 
we were willingr to use. it to make up any deficit until other in­
dustries in the vicinity of the plant should make ah industrial 
center between which and the central portion of the city there 
would be a constant and dependable stream of traffic that would 
malce the line-profitable. Now the profits |fom. other parts of the 

. ifc; £ave been suddenly taken away. The most eigniflcant thlhg 
the jitney- has done-all- over the country^ is to completely upeet-
the idea, of losses from one portion of a street railway system 
being made up from the profits of another .portion. 

The Steel Plant will probably not employ any greater number 
of men in . operation than are now employed ih getting it re^dy 
for operation. Houses and apartments have he^en^ prtpared by fhe 
steel, corporation for about 1,500, persons in Morgan Park and a 
few of these houses are already occupied. With all of the houses 
in Morgan Park fully occupied and the Steer Plant in 'operation 
there will probably not be a total population tributary to the 
proposed line, * including the entire population' of Gary First 
Addition anii^eraf.; Duluth, anywherei near: equal .to thie' present 
population trjCfrutaiy to the Lakeside line east of 24th avenue east. 

Most of "theResidents along the Lakeside line have employ­
ment in the centfer of the city and they are compelled to rtde 
daily,, yet the;toC|r receipts of that line'are several thousand dol­
lars per yeaiv'sftOTt of the cost of the service given on the line. 
Most of the reaitfents in the vicinity of the Steel Plant will be 
employed it the .plant and will hot be daily riders and all the 
traffic we; can-have any reason to expect at the beginning on the 
proposed ext^MbjT will at one fare to West Duluth and t^o farei 
to points in Dujuth east of 49 th avenue west, fall far short of 
supporting 'a continuous service of anything like the frequency 
of that given on the' Lakesiide line. ^ _ 

-.•'.f At^e^me tfaae that the roadway is graded so that a street 
car line -belw ̂ itlis* proposed to place - ft> new concrete pavement 
on one side of the street which will make an ideal course for jit-
neys between-West Duluth and Morgan Park in* case there should 
be suffici^ril ftlfelS^I-afflc to sustain a . street car line. Under these 
conditions we |lolnot; believe that any other street railway com­
pany would consider. the building of. any extension of its lines. 
We do nrtt bellejre that there is another street railway company- itt 
t^vco.unfrjr suffered from business depression and jit-, 
ney conlpetition to ^any extent approaching that to which our 
business had Men affected that has not already greatly reduced 
the service upon fts existing lines and given up any thought of 
making extensions until there shall be a material change in the 
^utloo^^^Kiriifit^ese things very naturally cause us to hesitate 
about building even this extension at this time we do not' in the 
least under-estimate the importance to Duluth of the opening of 
this great plant and we believe that the majority of Duluth people 
are sincere in their desire for. a street car line rather than a jitney 
line, to the Steel Plant. We have therefore decided to- go ahead 
with the building of the much-talked-of extension and to pUt it 
in before winter ̂ provided the street grading at Smithville is fin­
ished in time to enable us to go through to- Morgan Park, and 
provided that jitney competition or general business conditions 
dp not get so much worse as to make it impossible'Jfor us to' 
finance the undertaking. . It should be Understood that we.ean-
not consider laying the tracks'after frost starts op newly finished 
and unsettled grades and that if we are to build the line before 
next Spring the street grading must all'be finished at least thirty 
days before freezing weather is likely to set ip. j ; > 
; .It is our intention to charge one flv^-cerit• fare on the new 
line between any portion of the city west of'49th avenue west 
and Morgan Park and two fares between Mbrgan Park and any 
part of the city east of 49 th avenue weit. 

While we" now expect to build this particular extension re? 
gardless of any effect up to . this time of jitney competition rwe 
wish to. impress upon the. people of Duluth that it is for them to 
decide, whether they shall have jitney service 6r a continuation of 
such street car service as this company has been giving on its 4±-
isting lines with ai prospect of further extensions as.the growth df . 
the city may require. They certainly cannot expect , to have both 
and the conditions discussed in this annouhetaieht might yet .be-' 
come so serious before the road is ready for the extension to 
g^n Park as to make the building of that exteni^an impcbsitfli.
