WASHINGTON, April 13.—A. P,
of L. Legislative Representtive
Arthur E. Holder told the house com-
mittee on labor that $736.95 a year
will permit a family of five in the
District of Columbia to purchase a
bare existence and that these figures
do not provide even for a street car
ride on Sunday afternoon.

Representative Holder urged the
committee to favor the Nolan bill
which provides for a $3 a day mini-
mum for government employes. The
unionist presented figures to prove
his point that even $3 a day guaran-
tees only a decent living in the na-
tion's cabpital, and he handed the
committee the following cost exhibit
necessary without pauperization and
dependence on charity:
