From the Cincinnati Chronicle: 
"Thousands of men and women 

have been forced to strike against re­
volting conditions or low wages. 
Whenever there is a strike Qne can 
hear the question, "What are those 
men striking for?" 

"Sometimes it is a questior of 
hours, another time it may be a ques­
tion-of "wages, again it may be a pro­
test against insanitary ' and unjust 
working conditions. And once again 
it remains for a Cincinnati concern, a 
branch of the National Biscuit com­
pany, to come to the fore and take 
the palm for the m;st horrible con­
ditions that the human mind can 
conceive. _ , 

Were mere words depended upon 
to illustrate the horrible conditions it 
would require a more gifted pencil 
than the one penning these lines to 
adequately describe the revolting con­
ditions under which some of the men 
labor, and especially so since the 
strike for better conditions and bet­
ter wages forced the old employes to 
give up their positions." 

The article was accompanied by a 
half-tone depicting the horrible con­
dition of one man's hands who has 
been handling bread in what is known 
as Muth's bakery, a part of the Na­
tional Biscuit company. It then con­
tinued; 

"In the handling of bread the hands 
of this one man became blistered, 
and those blisters eventually broke 
and became festering sores, exuding 
a pus and a fluid that would almqst 
turn the stomach of the healthiest 
man or woman. And yet with his 
hands in this horrible condition he 
was forced, as a strikobreaker, to con­
taminate every loaf of bread that 
passed through his sore and festering 
fingers. 

"Finally they became so bad that

loaves, and then he was transferred 
to another department, where he was 
put to work handling dough. 

"Horrible as it may appear, the men 
who are in charge of this tru;t plant 
have not the slightest compunction in 
endangering the lives and health of' 
those who purchase their product. 

"Just imagine, if you can, how 
soothing the dough om which the 
bread is baked must be to the 
wretched and putrid fingers of this 
one man. Imagine, if rou can, how 
neatly the dough absorbs the pus and 
water from the fingers containing 
those festering sores. 

"£.nd then there are some people 
who stand back aghast at the very 
idea of Organized Labor < protesting 
and fighting against just suph hor­
rible conditions as exist in this one 
plant, the Muth branch of the Na­
tional Biscuit company. 

"That it is not the idle or care­
less statement of irresponsibles, it will 
be noted that an affidavit of the man 
who owns those horrible-loklng fin­
gers is a part of this article. 

"That he is in need of work is not 
denied; neither is it denied that there 
are nine mouths in his family, and 
they must have food. Seven children 
and a wife are dependent upon him. 
His home is in Kentucky. And while 
organized labor does not desire him 
to lose the opportunity to earn an 
honest living, it does most emphatic­
ally protest against employing men as 
strikebreakers who have not the man­
hood to protest against conditions 
such as the union bakers of that 
plant ^,re now striking against. 

"The thought naturally must be a 
pleasant one to the person who pur­
chases and eats bread that has passed 
through the hands of this man and 
others. It certainly must add ah ad­
ditional relish and zest to their appe­
tites. But the worst feature is that 
they are unaware of the conditions, 
and hence it has remained for organ­
ized labor to bring it to the attention 
of the general public. 

UNION AROUSES EMPLOYERS 
NEW YORK, Aug. 24.-—A union of 

street car men has been organized in 
this city and it has had the effect of 
a galvanic battery on President Shonts 
and General Manager Hedley of the 
New York railways company, who ad­
dressed an open meeting of 2,000 em­
ployes last Monday. Mr. Shonts did 
not mention the new' union but he 
made this significant statement: 

"We have always held our doors 
open for our employes. Perhaps our 
weakness in this respect is that we 
have not had a channel for you to get 
us. Well, we are more than willing to 
have one, and Mr. Hedley will give 
you more information as to the plans 
we hope to make."
