CHEESE AND POTATO PIE.

This is an unusual dish, but will be

quired are three-quarters of a pound
of cheese, one pint of milk, three
pounds of potatoes, three ounces of
margarine or dripping, pepper and
salt. Mash the potatoes with the milk.
Add -three-quarters of the fat and
cheese, with pepper and salt to taste;

‘ mix well and stir over the mixture
.| into a well-greased ple dish. Sprinkle

the remainder of the cheese on the
top and add the rest of the margarine
The pie may be
baked in front of the fire or in the

oven, and will be ready for the table ;

when thoroughly browned.

oven.

PASTE FOR CLEANING.
Here Is something that all house-
wives do not know: To one pint of
bolling water add one and one-half
ounces of pure white soap cut into

shavings; boil for ten minutes after g
the soap is thoroughly dissolves. Cool
in 1 china or glass dish. 1f put into
a glass jar and covered tightly it will
last two weeks. This paste will cleanse
kid gloves and satin slippers, remove §
spots from woolen goods, and fresh
ink stains from carpets. It should be
always at hand in the kitchen. To re-
move paint from clothing saturate the

spots two or three times with equal ‘
