FARMERS URGED
TO INGREASE THE
WHEAT ACREAGE

Patriotic Duty of Producers Is
Pointed Out By Nonparti-
san League Head.

ST. PAUL, Minn.,, Mar. 7.—Farm-
ers of the Northwest are urged to
plant more wheat'this spring as a pa-
triotic war duty, in an appeal issued
by A. C. Townley, president of the
National Nonpartisan league.

He points out that at present prices
rye, corn and barley are more prof-
Atdble crops than wheat, and that this
‘may result in larger acreage being
sown in these grains, and thus cause
& shortage in wheat unless the na-
tion’s urgent necessity for wheat is
emphasized. 4

‘““The spring seeding season is close
at hand,” said Mr. Townley, “and at
present prices corn, rye and barley
all will pay the farmer much better
than wheat.

“But the government and our Allies
need wheat above all else. Its in-
creased production is of paramount
importance. We must have more
wheat to win the war. Many farmers
burdened by pressing financial obli-
gations and probably unaware of the
vital necessity for more wheat, may
decide to plant corn, barley, or rye
instead of wheat. This is a very na-
tural thing for the individual farmer
to do, but if it is done generally it
will be a national calamity.

Urges Wheat Planting.

“Therefore I urge in the strongest
possible manner that all farmers pre-
pare to plant more wheat, to the ex-
clusion of other less needed crops,
purely as a matter of patriotism. And
I know that the farmers will respond
to this plea. The farmers are pa-
triotic and are behind their country.
There is no sacrifice they will n
make. I feel sure that they will pla
wheat even when they know there is
more money in other less mneeded
crops.”

The fixing of the price for the 1918
wheat crop at $2.20 a bushel instead
of $2:00, by the president, will be a

| big inducement for a larger wheat

acreage, it is believed.

WELFARE WORK FOR FEDERAL
EMPLOYES AT CAPITAL

WASHINGTON, Mar. 7.—The Fed-
eral government is not only giving
close attention to the matter of the
proper housing of its new appointees
in Washington, but the general wel-
fare of the employes is now consid-
ered in greater ‘measure than ever
before. Many of the young people
who have come to Washington for war
work are hundreds, even thousands,
of miles from home for the first time
in their lives. They are strangers in
a strange land, and it is not to be
wondered at that they become home-
sick and magnify the troubles that
they are bound to meet during the
period of adjustment to new condi-
tions. The department heads realize
that a good clerk must be a contented
one, and many offices have appointed
welfare workers whose business it is
to take an unobstrusive interest in the
affairs of the employes and to try to
help them with their difficulties. Ex-
perimeénts along this line have had
such good results that the number
of offices which employ welfare work-
ers is increasing.

Since the war began about 25,000
employes have been added to the
civil service in Washington. The
United States Civil Service cammis-
sion, whose duty it is to recruit this
branch of the service, estimates that
this calendar year will add another
20,000. Stenographers are being ap-
pointed in great numbers. There is
also need for clerks, both men and
women, who are trained in certain
special or technical lines, ship drafts-
men, mechanical draftsmen, and
workmen in trades connected with
ship-building. The representatives of
the civil service commission at the
local postoffice, are preparedto fur-
nish definite information and appli-
cation blanks.

COMPULSORY WORK LAW
PASSED IN NEW JERSEY

TRENTON, N. J. Mar. 7.—The
state assembly has passed a compul-
sory work law applicable during the
war period to all able-bodied men be-
tween the ages of 18 and 60. To
evade this law men must be engaged
in some useful and recognized busi-
ness, profession, occupation or em-
ployment. The governor is given
wide powers to define necessary em-
ployments and heavy penalties may be
inflicted for violation of the act.

Maryland and West Virginia have
passed legislation along similar lines.
In the latter state the act has been
used by the coal operators to break
miners’ strikes.

LOS ANGELES ANTI-LABOR
SENTIMENT IS STIMULUS

LOS ANGELES, Cal, Mar. 7.—
An almost unequalled opposition to
organized labor by employers in this
city has had a stimulating effect on
the Los Angeles trade union move-
ment during the past year. Secretary-
Treasurer Myers of the central labor
council reports that an unprecedented
number of wage increases. have been
secured and more new trade unions
were organized and more members
joined organizations already in exis-
tence than ever before. The new
locals total 20 and' these, with addi-
tions to the established locals, increase

U. S. RUBBER MADE OVER
$12,000,000 IN EXCESS
WAR PROFITS LAST YEAR

CHICAGO, Mar. 7.—The United
States Rubber company, largest single
rubber concern in America, made in
1917 excess war profits (that is, prof-
its in addition to average peace
profits) of $12,144,329. The net in-
come for 1917 was $18,806,106, the
net annual income for the average of
three years preceding the European
war was $6,661,177. The excess war
profits for 1916 were $4,564,431,
showing that the most recent war
year was also the most profitable for
the United States Rubber company.
If Senator La Follette’s proposal to
take 80 per cent of excess war prof-
its in taxes had been adopted the
government would have received
from the rubber company the sum
of $9,715,464, and the rubber inves-
tors would still have received $2,428,-
866 more than they got in years of
peace.
