As required by Secction 46, General
[ Btatutes of the State of Minnesota for
the year 1913, I have the honor to fur-
nish you herewith a statement of the
purpose and effect of the amendment
proposed to the Constitution of the
State of Minnesota by the Leglslature
of 1917, and which is to be submitted
to the electors of said State at the
General Election in 1918,

PROPOSED AMENDMENT.,

Chapter 0515 of the Session Laws of
Minnesota for the year 1917, propuses
an amendment of Article 15 of the Con-
stitution of said State by adding there~
to a new section to read as follows:

“Section 6. The manufacture,
sale, barter, gift, disposition, or the
furnishing, or transportation, or
keeping or having in possession for
sale, barter, gift, disposition, or the
furnishing, or transportation of in-
toxicating liquor of any kind, in any
quantity whatever, except for sac-
ramental, mechanical, scientific, or
medicinal purposes, shall be forever
prohibited within this state from
and after the first day of July, 1920,
and this amendment shall be self-
executing. The legislature shall
enact laws for the enforcement of
this section and shall provide suit-
able penalties for the violation
thereof.”

THE PURPOSE of the proposed
amendment is to forever prohibit withe
in the State of Minnesota after July 1,
1920, the manufacture, sale, barter, gift,
dispoxition or the furnishing or transe
portation, or the keeping or having in
possession for any of such purposes,
of Intoxicating liquor of any kind in
any quantity whatever, except for sace
ramental, mechanieal, scientific or me=
dicinal purposes.

TIHE EFFECT of the proposed amend.
ment, If adopted, will be to make un-
lawful and forever prohibit the manue
facture, sale, barter, gift, disposition ox
the furnisking or transportation or the
kecping or having in possession for any
of such purposes, of intoxicating liquor
of any kind in any quantity whatever,
excepnt for sacr tal, hanical,
sclientific or medicinal purposes, within
this state after July 1, 1920, and to
place It beyond the power of any legis-
lative authority to permit the doing ol
any such acts. If adopted, the dolng
of any of the prohibited acts automat’-
cally becomes unlawful after July J.
1920, svithout any action on the parvt «f
the legislnture or other legisiative boiiy
The amendment is made self-executing
A duty Is, however, imposed upon thr
legisiature to enact laws for the co-
forcement of this section, If ajoptes
and to provide penalties for the vioir
tion thereof.
