Union Railroad Men Launch Co-
operatlie Enterprise; Starts 

Under Fine Auspices. 
\ 

The co-operative store organized by 
union railroad wbrkers In- the West 
End is now running full blast From 
the moment the- doors were opened 
for business more than a week ago 
the employes liave been kept busy 
filling orders. It gives early promise of 
becoming a great success. 

The store is located at 1911 West 
Superior street in a building owned 
by the society. The officers are W. 
J. Lawrence of the Brotherhood of Lo­
comotive Engineers, president; Wil­
liam Farley of the Boilermakers' 
union, vice president; 6. H. Frankll* 
of the Machinists' union, secretary, 
and E. J. Waste of the Railway Clerks' 
union, treasurer. Kaarlo Lidewall, an 
experienced -man in co-operative 
stores, is manager. Jt is affiliated with 
the Finnish Co-operative Central ex-! 
change of Superior. - " 

Speaking of the new stofe and the, 
method of organization, O. A. John­
son, one of the directors, said to The 
Labor World this week: 

"Our store is strictly on the Roch­
dale plan. It sells to everybody but 
only union men can take out shares. 
Every union man in the city is asked 
to attend our meetings which are held 
at the store the first and third Mon­
days of every month. 'We. still have 
shares of stock for sale. It is a first 
class investment, and even if one does 
not become a shareholder he can save 
money, on purchases. 

"We do not buy from the wholesale 
houses in Duluth, but purchase 
through a wholesale co-operative 
house with which we are affiliated. 
This house has a buying list of 80 co­
operative stores. We have made ar­
rangements for a steady and regular 
supply of milk with a good percentage 
of butter fat. Union men will do well 
to give our store their patronage. Be 
a shareholder and a purchaser."
