Ncernlnry Whitney Wnnts Homo of ills
Nlilpn to Ntjuil tu I'lirotKU Wntnrn.

Tlio Secretary of tho Navy has issued
peremptory orders to hasten tho work of
propniing the United States steamers
Atlanta, Vandalia and Mohican for sea.
It Is intimated that ho is dlssiitisllcd with
tho slow progress of tho work on tho two
latter vossols, Tlio Vondnlin will bo
rcadv for sea by February Land the
Mohican by Fobruary lfi. Thoro Is naiil
to bo inuncdlnto use for them, and tho
orders Issued contemplate thu
fitting out nnd sailing of both vessels
durlnc tho present month If possible

it is roported ttint uotn win uo scut 10
Samoa to reinforce tho Ntpslc, but It is
impossible to obtain official conlli (nation

tho report. In regard to the Atlanta,
is said that sho can bo fully propaied

for Boa In about a wcok. It Is not yet
known for certain whero this vessel will
bo sent, but the Secretary's orders to
hurry her preparations indicato that sho

required at onco for tho execution of
eomo Important foreign mission. Tho
statement Hint sho 'Is to go to liny tt is
denied at tho Navy Dopnrtmcul. A
prominent official of that Department
said that it is not llkoly that any
moro vessels will bo sent to that country
unless tho stntc of nfftihs becomes moro
alarming thnn at prcsout.

The United States stcamor Osslpce, ho
said, will arrive at o in a
few days, aud sho will bo able to uphold
tlio honor of the United States single-hande- d

in tho ovont of tho departure of
the Oaluna for a moro healthful climate.
The United States steamer Hoslon, now
nt tho New York yard, can also bo sent
to o In caso moro vessols nro
needed there. The vessel is now in pro-
gress 01 fumigation aud will not bo sent
lo a yellow fever country unless abso-
lutely necessary. There Is troubln In
prospect on tho Isthmus of Paua,ma, ho
said, and it is probable the Atlanta, Van-
dalia and Mohlcau are boing fitted but
for an expedition to that country. Tho
Trenton is already there, watching tho
progress of events, but thero may soon
be uoed of reinforcements.
