ST IONNOCENTY ABROAD,

How e Apponrad in the Farly Daye

When He Was Not o Noted aand Wenlthy
Anthor—The Tmprossions of Ouoe of His
Asaopintes

After Twain's return from his groat
trip on the Quaker City as onn of the
“Innocents,” Ramsdell used to relate, ho

cmne to Washington. Thiswas, I think,
some time in 1807, or early in 1808, No
body knew him, and nobody eared a rap
for him, He was witn Reilly (it may
hiave been Riley; T think it was; I am
sure it was) nearly all the timo, and wns
addicted to' John Barleycorn, He made
his hoadquartors at the Tvidune Burean,
and was not always weicome, for ho was
never gootsnatured, and was sometimos
absolutely offonsive, so much so that the
correspondents did nok always like to spe
Time about—like Goeorge I Butler, for
example, T know that John Russell
Young, who was then the managing
editor of the New York Tribune, happen-
ing In Wishington, dodged Twain, just
ns we now dodge Butler under eortain
citenmstances, 1 bolieve he was all this
thine weiting letters to the Alie, although
Iiley wus the reeular correspondent,

Shortly aftor the time I speak of 1 left
Washington for several months, When
L came boack the late Henry D) Cooke
gnve a gront banguel ot hig magnificent
house (It was luihurvj In Georgotown to
w 1ot of newspaper men, e had heard
of Twain and he (Twain) was ono of the
guests. Bo was [, To my snrprise 1
sivw Twain, who was ln evenlog dress,
looking as much the pentleman as any
ong ut the bonrd; and Jorome Stillson
wis there, the handsomest man 1 ever
saow-—nt thoat time. And Genernl Shoer:
mnn was there and a lot of distingnishied
follows, Tt was the first great dinnor |
ever attended, and, remembering 1t now,
it seems to me that it was the fpest 1
aver pttended, though Heaven knows 1
have hud enough of them since,

TWAIN IN BOCIETY.

As it happened Sherman knew Twain,
and culled him out. on the toust of,
“Womnan; God Bless Ter,” the same
tonst Twain responded to ot the New
England dinner,  Again T was surprized
={or a prettier speech I never heprd—
mind now this was in 1868, A [ now re-
call it, it was o little conrse, but there
wiis no ladies present and Twain was not
consplenous. encugh to  be reported,
Newspaper Row, however, at that time
paid Hittle attention to Mr, Clemens,

I am bad on dates, but it appears to
me thot very soon after tho dinner Riley
spoke to me of his wonderfol bonyding-
house, and I weut to look at it Tt
Flm:«:zl me 80 much better than the one

was in that 1 took quarters ot once,
To my snrprise I found Clemens among
the boarders.  He appeared glad to sec
me, and 1 was cortainly glad to see him,
Ile was not good-natared, but then he
wis an old sequaintance, and that was
something, I was modest then—ns [
um now—and I was greatly interested in
the little quarrels between Townsend
and Twain, They were both very ag.
grogsive  aud  very opinionatod and
neither likod to glvenp, I said nothing.

I was very “‘green' then, and did not
think I knew a8 much as 1 really did
know. I am guite different now. 8o I
beeame guite intimate with Twain, for 1
respected him for his travels, his mem-
ory, for the dangers he had wrought and
for his droll humor, At that time we ail
did our work in our rooms, and when
one of us got tired we went to the room
of one of the others, 1If the other fellow
was working hinrd, he snubbed the visitor;
if e was idling e weleomed him. It
was here I became n very good drinker
and a very good smoker.

At Twain's room, however, the visi-
tor was always welcome, for by natura

there s an excuse for lonfing, He had a
little baek room that was o novelty, &
museum, g hermit’s cave, a den for a
wild pnimal, and the wild animal wos
there.  In this room Clemens wrote his
“Innocents Abrond.” 1 wish you could
geo it tordny, in the light of Mark
Twain's present ru&mlﬂliun and his half-
million of money. I am rather hardensd
now, but I remember it shocked me at
the time,
HOW “INNOCENTS ABROAD'' WAS WRITTEN,
Thelittle drum stove was full of ashes,
running over on the zine sheet, which
wig covered all over; the bed seemed to
b unmade {or a week, the slops hud not
begen carried ont for o fortnight, the
room wins sour with tobacco smoke, the
floor, dirty enough to  begin with, was
lttered with newspapers, from which
Twain had eut bis letters.  Then thera

Cwere hundreds of pleces of torn munu-

seripts which had been written and thon
rejected by the autbor, A doxen pipes
waere about the apartment—on the wush-
stand, on e moaontel, on the writing
table, on the ehalrs—everywhera that
room could be found, And there wis
tobueeo, and tobneco everywhere

One thing, there were no fiea, The
smoke killed them, and I am now sur-
Ju'i.-luul the smoke did not Kl me too,
I'waln wonld pot lat o servant come into
his room. e wonld strip down hid sus.
wnders (Lis coat and vest, of course, Le-
ngoily and walk back aud forwarid in slip-
pors In his Iittle voom and swear and
smoke the whole day long, Of gourse,
ot times e would work, and when he
didl work iowns like o steam englog at
full head, I do believe that if Clemens
had not been under contract to write for
the Hartford  firm  his  “Innocents
Abrpad,” he never would have done it

Of course, ab that time Townsend,
Stilison, Riley and myself nover thonght
that Twain's book would amount to any.
thing, snd probably he did not think it
would either, but he was writlng for the
monoey his naked MB. would bring {from
his Hoartford publishers.  He needed
that money and 50 he wrate.  He s gl
e did write now, for that "“Innocents

Abroad,” written in that little back
voorn, In Todinnw avenue, in Washing
ton, has been the making of the fame

el fortune of Mark Twain,  Whathoy
he smokes the sume stinking old plywes,
whiother e wears the sime soilad under-
wphirts; whether he heats his room with
the old unclean whoether hig
dwents at his own or oty poople’s ser-
viouts, whether he mopes gnd soarls nod
whines—well, I don't eare, e I8 rich
aud srlstoorati

Brush Hardonberg of the Baldwin was

i hora and reared in Now Bronswick, N.

d. He hus known Chris, Meyer, the
rubbor mnn, for—well, It I8 drawn
Kindly—thirty years, Mr H.nri]lrnl_u::lu|
sod  another old Now Jersoyman of his

aequadotance, who was also venréd In
Now Bronswick, met at the Baldwin the
other avening, sud the question of Mya,
Dr. Yunkor anid Mra. Dr. Rugonshergor
chme up, Mr, Hoardenbery romembers
well and 8o does the man who tnlked
with him the history of Chirig Miyer!

In 1840 Meyer wia o Gorman Inboror
in the earliest manufactory of rubley
then known in the country, at New
Bronswick, N, J. He was slow and mao-
thadieal, but shrewd—above all, faithful,
The inventive genlus  got inte him.
Practical knowledge of his business
brought ideas, and pretty soon
Meyer hnd devised noway (o treat rabber
to give It solidity. Prior to this time
the old ritbber shoos were like stock-
Ings, The moment they got wot they
went down, It wos his patent of an-
nenling rabber which firat got him into
notice; This was quickly followed by
the vuleanizing process, which the Good-
yoar Company made an arrangement for
with Mever.

All the elezant rubber goods of to-day
come from the inventions of that sup-
posedly-ignornnt Gorman workman, and
upon all his inventions he recefved enor-
mong royvaltios.

As Mr. Hardenberg says, he made n
fortnne of o million befare the war, Hoe
bullt @ §50,000 house in New Drunswick
as far back s 1865, That was an onrly
day for such houses. IMeand his wife
never got Into New  Drunswick society,

There were wseandnls  gulure.  The
gon busingss was an oll story, but
there were ®ater ones which woll -

tirected tho ensy-golug ways of people
suddenly lifted to rlones,  Whatever the
legitimacy of the Meyer male heirs may
be, there is o chnnco that if Mrs Dr. Rog-
ensherger and M. Yunker, whoever
she may be, shall win their suit, o whole
lot of Parlsian heirs and Belginn heirs
of quite snother braneh of the paternnl
steim may be induced 1o follow the ox-
ample. It was a family with old *“Chirls'
ot the hend, strangely glven to strange
things. They were of a class of poople
grown rich In a community wh[:-ll
neither excuges tolerates nor accopls
afliliation with plebelanism when allied
to wealth. Meyer was a man noted for
his contempt of society and famed for his
immoralities,

His $15,000,000 could gain him no so-
cial standing, or even recognition, in
New Jersey, The wealth wag an object
of nusriulun.amill-:nl_\' acyulred ns it wis,
The old man, years before his inventlons,
had married & working-gitl In the [ae-
tory in which he was employed; that
was enough for her in that town.  And
g0 it enme about that when the 30,000
honge in New Brunswick was built in
1858 not a goul of the bluebloods even
entered iE, They never have to this
day. Who the Mrs, Turner spoken of
in the Eustern dispatehes may be {8 not
known, Bhe is pmhuhl{ a New York ac-
quaintonee of the eldar Mrs. Mever, who,
in gpite of the reasons for New Bruns-
wick's ostrgelsm, was a plain, hard-worlk-
ing, honest and good woman.—{San Frau-
cisco Examiner.
