TUB CKU1SB OF TUB KOSTON.

It "Win I'muglit With Imporlnnt Blplo-nmll- u

Inclilont,
Tho New York Tribune this morning

says: Tho recent cruiso of tho lioston
seems to have been fraught with diplo-

matic incidents of concern-
ing which tho public havo been so far
ignorant, Tho lloston was first ordered
io Livingston, Guatemala, investigate
tho Iniptlsonment of tho American Con-

sul theio. This imprisonment provud to
have been llio result of a drunken freak
of tbo Civil Governor of tho provinco in
which Livingston is situated.

The Consul was released aftor having
beon locked up for three hours nnd when
tho Boston iiirlvcd and her guns frowned
thtcutcningly tho town, tlio Governor
made a most full and nmplo apology.
This matter having been satisfactorily
sullied, tbo Boston was ordered to Corn
Island, oIT tho coast of Nicaragua. This
land Is the koy tho proposed Nica-
ragua Canal from a military vlow. In-

formation had boon received nt tho Stato
Unit tho United States of

Colombia had set up somo antiquated
claim to tho Island and had entered into
a secret compact with franco to tako pos-

session of it nnd cede tho French Gov-
ernment a coaling station there.

This would cnnblo Franco command
tho onstcrn entranco to tho Nlcaraguan
Canal. When tbo Boston i cached Corn
Island It was found that tho Nlcaraguan
Government had also heaid of tho In-

tended Bel.uro of tho island, and had
sent a garrison thcro with instructions to
the commanding olllcor to forcibly resist
any attempt to occupy tho nlaco by a
foreign power. This relieved the
United States Government from any
further action in tho matter.
