Heform Bills Introduesd in the Legls-
Inture,

Haunmesuna, Pa,, Jan, 25.—A bill for
the regulation of cléctons prepared by a
joint committec of the Civil Berviee Re-
form Association and the Citizens' Mu-
nicipal Association of Philadelphin has
bLeen fntroduced in the House. It is
upon the generul plan of the Baxton bill
which was passed in New York, but
vetoed by Governor Hill, and of the
Massachusetts law, and follows the gen-
eral mode of the ballot laws adopted in
Australia,

A bill hes also been introduced reigu-
lating telephone charges and preventing
digerimination in the use of the same.
1t restricts the rental of telephones to §3
per month whers only ong instrument is
rented; where two or more arc rented
the charges shall not be greater than
$2.50 per month. Where two cities or
villnges are connected by telephone
service the charges shall not exceed ten
vonts for the first five minutes or five
eints for ench succeeding five minutes,
A bill was introdaced in the Benate to
define and punish bribery at elections,

It provides for a fine of pot less than
$1,000 and imprisonment not exceeding
one yenr for the punishment of anyone
who shall promise or offer to give any
money reward or other considerstion to
un elector for his vote at nnt alection for
pulilie I_lpurptmc or for withholding his
vote. The receipt of such consideration
by an clector is also a misdemeanor to
ke punished similarvly.

New Youg, Jan, 26, —Beoretory Fair-
child was In rae ity Jast night and
wan interviev «d concerning the re-
cont yemovals of ~mployes of the ap-
praiser's offlen in this city, He says that
wll of the removals were recommendaod
by the spocial Treasury agents and by
Appralgct Btenrns, and that these réeeom-
mendations were made after a careful
i!l\'trn!i$||1|r|l| of the work of the ap:
prafser’s office. A large amount of
money hag been lost by the Government
by the undervaluntion of imported goods,
particulnrly sugar and tobacoeo,

In rogard to the removal of Assisiant
Appraiser Stargls and Examiner tamill,
the Searetary savs ho gave their eases his
personal attention. ‘1 had - them  re-
moved," the Becretary sayvs, “because I
wis digsatisfied with the way they
hinndled tobaoeo.  Bturgls has long buen
reported to me as being & very poor and
inefliciont officiall 1 did not care to re-
mova him if I could avold it, but when
wa found that it wos Im]mnnihla to col
leot proper duties on Sumatra tobaceo, 1
thonght it was sbont time for me to ack.
I nm afraid we cannot reorganize the ap-
praiser’s stores very lhoroughly before
our administration ends, but we will do
the very best we can.”

He said thut 1 left it lying there and
spoiled it. When 1 was cooking he
wonld stand over the stove and say:
*Aren’t you putting too much sensoning
in there? The coffee he would make
himself, a8 he could be more econom-
ieal, he said, His pies he wanted
sweetened with molasses. He would not
allow washing to be done ofiener than
once in four weeks,

“Twice Itook it home and once he did
his own washing. He gave me $25 the
morning he drove me away. 1 asked

Sho Is Liable to Destroy MHerself at Any
Moment,

The crowning sortow of the Cznr's life
hag just come upon him. His wife, to
whom he is passionately devoted, and
who is the most gracious and captivating
woman that husever adorned a European
throne, ins beeoine entirely insane. Her
nervous system has alveady been com-
pletely shinttered by the repeated al-
tempts on her husband’s life, sud since
the terriblo railway secident at Borki n
couple of montls ago, when so many of
hor favorite sttendants lost their lives,
her mental depression has increased to a
most alarmiog degree.

She passes whole days in absoluts si-
lence; on other occasions she refuses to
touch a morsel of food, while at times
she even falla to recognize the members
of her family, Her dementia has os-
sumed the same sgeravated character as
that which two years sgo necessitated
the detention of Her Mujesty's youngest
slster, tho Princess Thyra, in n private
lunatic asylum near Vienna for the space
of eight months.

The extreme gravity of the Czarinn's
ense can best bo estimated by the faol
that at the request of the Emperor and
of his physicians Dr, Charcot, the famous
Parisinn mad-doctor, and Professor von
Leldesdorf, the director of the celobrated
lunatic ssylum at Dobling, near Vienua,
who had charge of the Duchess of Cum-
berland’s ease, have both arrived in this
city en route to Gatschina.  Berious foars
are entertained thatthe Empress moy at-
tempt to destroy herself, and sho is
watched duy and night without intermis-
slon by the physicians and  trained
nurges, Her recovery is extremely doubt-
ful, for #o long a8 her husband remaing
on the throne the danger of assassination
will subsist, and hence sho will never be
yermitted to enjoy any permuanent rellef

rom the borrible anxiety which has
wrought such havoe in her brain.—[5t.
