A lively row occurred on Grand street
this morning, when n crowd of strikers
tried to ovciturn a car. At 1 o'clock this
morning tho olllclnls of tho Grand street
ilne notified the polico that they would
send out a car. Tho reserves wero Im-

mediately ouicied out from tbo Delancy-streo- t
statlpn.

Some of tho polico wcro placed about
tho company's stables and others nt tho
foot of Grand street. Shortly boforo (I

o'clock a car was drawn from tho stable
down to the starting point In front of tho
Grand Street Ferry House. A howling
mob of stilkets surrounded it the mo-

ment it camo fiom the stable A hollow
square of stalwart policemen was formed
about tho car, and they drow their long
night-stick- s In such a menacing way thnt
the mob did nothing but howl. Tho
noise aroused the inmntes of tho tene-
ments of tho district, and they swarmed
to the scuuu, some of them half clnd.
All wero In sympathy with the strikers,
anil their presence nnd ci les tended to
increase the excitement.

KXl'EMlSNCfc Of THU FIItST C.n.
John Mahonoy drove tho car. IIo is

a clerk in the olllco of the company, and
is the sumo man who took out the Hist
car during tho last stiiko on this line.
A policeman mounted tho platform
alongside ol Mahonoy. While Mahoticy
wiis'awalllng the signal to stait, police-me- n

wero being strung alone Grand
street. At last tbo car stalled nnd tho
crowd followed. As it passed tho corner
of Goerck street n truck was tossed
across tho track, Tho truck was finally
removed nnd thecnrpiocecdcd. lletwecn
Hidgo and Pitt stieets it was again
slopped by tho placing of nnothor truck
on thu track. At tho corner of Grand
and Attornoy sticots another wagon was
overturned on tho truck.

Hore tho mob madoudush for tho car.
Tho police ordered tho crowd to stand
back and drow their clubs. For n timo
tho mob wnvoied, but it soon began to
advance again. Tho polico again warned
tliu mob aud Mood with upliltcd batons.
The mob bad now reached the car.
Suddenly tho hoises were unhitched.
They woro given a sharp blow and start-
ed oit on a run. The car was ittUcd and
thrown ncros'j tho track. Meantime tho
polico wero in a hand-to-han- d conflict
