Dentil or Ilonanzn I'looil nt Heidelberg,
Beiii.w, Feb. 21. Mr. Jamos C. Flood

of California died at Heidelberg this
morning.

Mr. Flood was at the head of tho greatest
banking Institution of San Francisco, and
was known as tho "Bonanza Millionaire."
He was bom In New York about 1830, and
received a common school education. In
1849 ho sailed for California, making tho
long Journey around tho Horn. Ha had
troublcsomo times, disappointments and
failures and plenty of hardwoik until 18.11,

when ho becamo the leading partner lu tho
firm of Flood ifc O'Brien. They kept a
liquor saloon and sort of an cxehaugo. In
1803 these men made their first Investment
In tho Conutock Lode, Novada. John
W. Mackay Joined them In 1600,
and James C. Fair becamo the fourth
partner In tho mining property. Flood
projected tbo Novada bunk, In company
with Fair and Slackay. It was lust pre-
vious to this time that he made that heavy
call on tho California hank which lod to Its
suspension, and Incidentally to tho suicide
of William C. Ralston. Mr. Flood's wealth
Is estimated at $30,000,000. Ho had bcon
ailing for porno time, and spent consider-
able tlmo iu Heidelberg, whose wutent he
wan taking.
