It stems that n crowd of j ouug
negro inch wero patronizing a policy gamo
that a negro man runs In connect lou with
his groceiy storo In "Foggy Ilottom."
John was drunk, aud, as ho lost his money
on the dead-ca- t low, ho lost his temper in
proportion.

Another oung negro, named Dave
Ashley, had luck that was as good as John's
was bad. Dave didn't seem to bo able to
loose. John was a trifle drunk, too. and
finally ho said something about a fool for
luck, and Davo retorted. Dave, too, had
senso enough to know when to stop, and
nboutl) o'clock ho stalled home. Ho said
the company was none too good and that
as it was Sunday night ho wanted to go to
chinch. So ho dropped out of the gamo
and started for hi homo on E street, near
the Naval Observatory.

John and his friends followed Dave, aud
tho quariel that started lu tho gambling
den, with tho grocery storo attachment for
a "blind," was renewed outho street. Tho
pollco of tho Third precinct, In which tho
light took place, aro entirely Ignorant ot
tho occurrence, and It cannot bo learned
positively who did all tho shooting.
Ashley's friends, though, say that Daggett
drew his revolver on tho corner by the
gioccry storo whero tho game Is run and
llrcd thrco or four times ut Ashley, but
missed him every time.
