No satisfactory solu-
tion ot tho disagreement appears 'to bo in
sight. Republican Senators privately say
there is great fun In storo for the Demo-
crats, unless tho President can find somo
way to smooth Blalno'e rufllcd feathors.

"Xhave,"ieatd tho President, ''determined
to live to tho plank relating thereto In tho
Republican national phjtfrm, and shall se-

lect men to fill tho offices from among tho
Republicans of tho Territories thomsclvcs.
jwhere At persons may he found. Iu Alaska
theroarono party organizations and no
public press, which makes lt.neccssaxythat
tho Governor of that Territory should be a
mau of such high character as, not to need
such supervision as ofllolals tn.other,Terrl-torle- s

aro subjectedto because of tho ex-

istence ot political parties and tho printing
fit newspapers. I shall endeavor for this
particular oftlco to find a man who, will no
need anv such sour to do, his duty,"

The attention ot the President to tho
older placing' tho Railway Mall Servlco un
der tho provision ot th'e civil sorylco rulo
was next called.

"I shan't rovoke that order," said the
President, emphatically, "but I shall mod-
ify it somowhat,

Tho assessment of real property In tho
District ot Columbia must bo mado at tho
"truo valuo In money."

This must bo construed to mean, In your
best judgment, us to what tho proporty Is
really worth when jou assess It.

Tho law authorizes tho Board of Equali-
zation to increase hut not to diminish tho
total returns made by the assessors.

If a houso Is under root on Juno 1, it
must bo assessed at Its truo valuo at that
time aud entered as "unfinished."

Assessors will bo very particular to assess
each house separately, stating whether It Is
brick, stono or frame, and also to locato tho
Iiquso. Every houso to bo asscssod by
hundreds, and nono less than $100. For
Instance: Say lot 10, squaro 100, has (J3 feet;
ono brick, $3,000 on tho east 20 feet; 0110
frame, $.W0 on Iho next 15 feet; ono brick,
$1,000, next IU feet; vacant west 20 foot.
Count tbo number of houses on each sldo
ot tho squaro beforo and after assessing
them, so as to bo certain that you havo all,
nciiner moro nor icss.

All proporty must ho assessed "frpm
actual view." Sco Section 0 of act of
March'8, 1883.

Background should bo assessed Intelli-
gently, viz: Tho north part of A and all ot
O aro subdivided into .8 lots. Tha back-
ground ot A should bo assessed at tho same
rate as C, although It may havo been at a
higher or lower rata than attached to A,
on lng to tho assessed valuo on different
streets.

Parking particularly at corners ot ave-
nues should bo noticed In locating houses
in order to get the building lino accurately.

valuo of all Improvements on any tract or
lot, and shall note the samo In his field-boo-

which shall bo carried out as part
ot tha real valuo of such tract or lot, aud
ho shall also return tho dimensions to each
tract or lot.

"Section?. That each assossor shall on or
before the first Monday of June, 1833, and
every third) ear thereafter, mako out aud
deliver to the Commissioners a icturn in
tabular form contained lu a book to bu f

him by said Commissioners of thu
ownership, amount, description nnd valuo
of real pioperty, subject to be listed for
taxation In this District. Ho shall also
enter In a separate list a pertinent descrip-
tion of all property exempt from taxation
under tho provisions of oxlstlug law, to-

gether with tho ow nershlp aud uso ot tho
sumo, and shall cstlmuto and return tho
truo valuo thereof. All real proporty, tho
ownership ot which is not known, shall bo
returned, as to owiurshlp, 'unknown.'

That ovcry person who shall
refuse or know Ingly neglect to porform any
duty cnjolucd ou lilmliy law, or who shall
consent to or connh 0 at any evasion of tho
piojslons of this chapter, whereby any
property required to bo assessed shall bo
unlaw fully exempt or tho valuation thereof
entered at less than Its value, shall on u
