His dally food was lux-
urous and varied beyond precedent,

The deserts of Lybia, the shores of Bpain
and the waters of the Carpathian seas were
diligently searched to furnish his table with
dnlnuu. while the savage wilds of Britain
bod to bear thelr part in rupleu[nh!ug bts
larder. Had e reigned long Josephus says
that he would have exbansted the weal
of the Roman Emplre Itself,

Jlius Verus, another of these worthies,
was equally profuse in the extma nee
of bis suppers.. It {s sadd that a single en-
tertalnment, to whichi only a dozeu guests
wem Invited, cost 6,000,000 sestorces—

0,000 gestortin, that fs—or nearly £48,500,
History relates that his whole 1ife was
pi eating and driuking In the voluptu-
ous retreats of Daphme or at the luxurious
banguets of Antloch, So profuse, lndeed,
wis the extravagunee of those tmes that to
entertain an Emperor was to face almost
eertalnruin; one dish alous st the table of
Hellogabalus 18 sald to huave cost about
£4,000 of our money.

No wonder these imperial feasts were
lengthened out for hours, and that every
article, often revolting in the extreme, was
used to rmlung the pleasure of uul.lug, or
that Phlloxenns should have wished that
he had the throat of o erane with a dellcate
lmlntm wll the way dowu. Onpe does not
ke to nssoclute the name of Julius Cesar
with habits of low gluttony that would dis-
grace o price fghter, and yet, If our mem-
ory does not play us false, even he did not
disdain to take emeties to return to his
