0"I. That Daniel Curry Is hereby appointed
a clerk at $1,200 per annum."

Tho Commissioners wero
about the removal of. Mr. Fish. It was
learned that thcy-dl- not approve of soino
of Mr. Fish's actions In discussing District
matters In public that were clearly ipics-tln- ns

for themselves.
They declined to go Into particulars, but

It Is well known that theso questions were
in relation to tlio assessment ot property..
He Insisted that tho Commissioners lind the
right to redtico tlio taxes, ns tho lauguago
In tlio assessment net passed by Congress In
1878 stated that the rato "shall not exceed
$1.60 on tbo $100." Ho argued from this
that they had the power to placo the rato at
any flguro lower than $1.50, but could uot
gobcjoiid-tha- t Bum. Ills persistence-wa- s

regarded as unbecoming In respect toward
bin superiors, and as arrogating to himself
A tcpso of authority that .did not become
his ofllclal relationship with tho Commis-
sioners.

for a number of years, aud has ren-
dered valuable service In tlio executive
ofllco, special assessment division and on
general assessments, and has always been
regarded as an exceptionally accurato aud
cfliclcnt clerk.

Mr. Fish was Assistant Assessor ot tho
District under Assessor Win. P. Dodge.
Ho resigned this position to accept that of
Assistant Register of tlio Treasury. Ho re-
signed this appointment about two years
ago to accept tlio ofllcc ot Assessor of tho
District.
