inauguration days of tlio past. March
4 is not tho date on which tho formal
change, of administration should occur
It should be as lato at least as U' last "'
April.

tlon dny to the. Inst "Wednesday In April
passed tlio Scnhto unanimously (Wring
tlio session of tlio Forty-nint- Congress
and died In tlio turmoll'of tho House,
Such a measure ono of Importance to
the vvholo country should ho ono of
the flrst nets of tho Congress which
assembles uoxt autumn. There Is no
reason why It should not ho adopted,
and It" Is demanded by tho public good.

There was a small Itcpulillcnn oppo-
sition In tho last Congress to changing
tho date of Inauguration because It

n Democratic President. This opposi-
tion was small In a, double sense. There

III be no Influence, attaching to such
opposition In tho next Congress, becauso
both branches will be In hnimony with
tho Executive.

General Malloy ever beforo held office.
Cochran coughed, to tako tlmo to consider
tho best way of rounding that curve. Tho
pause gave Zadck his opportunity. Ho
broke lu."

Many of them sprang Into oxlstcnce by
tho division of somo largo square and thoso
on the suburbs by tho laying out of somo
farm or estate In these cases tho streets
generally received tho namo ot the owner
or somo public man whom he admired. Tho
great majority Of pcoplo do not oven know
tho location of thoso streets, and many liv-

ing on tbcm do not know tho origin of (heir
bumes. Tbo data given bolo'w was gath-
ered from many different sources) aud lu
tho main Is. correct. They will be found
a ready 'reference for thoso desiring tu
know tho situation of the named streets.
