Its Objectionable Odor Whllo In lllos-sni- n

ltni Drawn to It llio Disillca nf
All Classes How This Dorset Mny
tio Remedied The I'opulnrlty of tlio
Trco Abroad.

For years tho press nnd people, physi-

cians, and even the pulpit havo battled
with tho d allantus trco.

Petitions, protests, delegations, recom-
mendations ami editorials lmvo .been
launched against this tree, whoso odor Is

unciuialcd by nn thing In nature outside
the trco's homo, China.

Twenty years ago Congress began tbo
tight that has been waged against It almost
unremittingly over since.

And now wo aro In a fair way to relief.
Park Commissioners Smith, Saul and

Sanders linx-- officially declared the allan-
tus trco what everybody who over smcllcd
11 always Knew u to uo, a nuisance,

Health Officer Townshcnd san It Is Inju
rious to health and a nuisance.

Tho Commissioners set their seal of ap-
proval on all this, and It looks as It at last
the nausea-exhalin- g allantus would

extinct, and Washington people will
have a chance to get tho wrinkles of disgust
straightened out ot their noses.

Saj Health Officer Townshcnd: "I don't
know of auybody that was over mado sick
by tho allantus trees, but I think tho odor
ot tho flowers when they nro In bloom
might bo very bad for tho health of a per-
son already sick, and whoso stomach was
already weak. Tho condition of a person
sick of a fever, for Instance, might ho mado
very much worso by tho odor from an
allantus tree. They aro tho cause of A

great many complaints mado to us, but as
the odor only lasts ten days or so wo can-
not do much.

"Tho law says," read tho Doctor, " 'That
allantus trees, tho flowers of which produce
oftenslvo and noxious odors, in bloom, In
tbo cities ot Washington and George-
town, or the raoio densely popu-
lated suburbs of Bald cities, are
hereby declared nuisances Injurious to
health; and any person malnta Inlng such
nuisance, who shall fall, after duo notlco
from this board, to abate tho samc,'shall,
upon conviction, be fined not less
than five dollars for every such of-

fense.' You seo that all wo can do Is to
compel tho pcoplo who own theso trees to
abate tho nuisance by trimming tho'flowers
from the trees or bvcutttmrdown tho trees.

"People usually wait until tho trees have
been in bloom a low days beforo Uiey com-
plain, and by tbo tlmo in o can servo notlco
on tuo owners ot tuo vn;cs ur uave iticui

the flowers havo dropped oft and the
trco no .longer smells bad. Still, thcro Is
no doubt that nausea Is very often caused
by tbo odor from theso trees In
bloom, and at such tlmo tbey ate, ai
the law sa) s, nuisances. But wo havo no
power to cay that all tho allantus trees In
the city imist bo cut down. We can only
order the trco to bo cither trimmed ot Us
flowers It It Is In bloom at tho tlmo or clso.
cut .down, and If this is not dono we can
havo (ho owner of tho tree arrested. It Is
tbo samo thing ovcry year, and I expect it,
wlll'slways be. Cutting all tho allantus
trees down Is out ot tho question.

rise suAnn thees.
"I don't know that I would llko to sea

them all cut down anyway. They aro
splendid shado trees, and thoy would bo
very hard to replace. If thoy were destroyed.
Then It Is so easy to trim off tho flowers,
anu men mere is no ouor at nn.

"Lots of pcoplo In front ot whoso houses
thcro nro nllintus trees refuso to.allowthcm
to ho cut down, Thcro aro somo in front
ot tho St. James Hotel that they refused to
allow to be cut down last year, and really
I wouldn't recommend that tlicy

As Dr. Townshcnd says, tho trees aro
only lu flower ten days or so, aud pcoplo
who Uvo near allantus trees should not
wait too long to mako their complaints,

after tho flowers drop oft tho author-
ities can do nothing, as tho law only men-
tions "allantus trees lu bloom."

WHAT COMSIIS3IOSEK 6.MITH 8VT8.
Parking Commissioner Smith said this

morning: "I am not an enemy of tho allau-lu- s

tree, but there has been so much com-

plaint, and as tho trees aro Illegal anyway,
tho Parking Commissioners recommended
that they should bo cut down,

"All the allantus trees In tho city, or
about all of thcin, are over twenty years
old. Twenty years ago Congress passed a
law prohibiting tho planting of anymore
allantus trees. Perhaps a few havo been
planted illegally sinco then, but only a
few. Tho law, liko lots ot others Congress
has made, doesn't amount to much. It
sajs that planting tho trees is Illegal, but
provides no punishment. But as long as It
Is tho law, tho allantus trees should bo de-

stroyed. That's tho reason for our order.
"But I llko tho allantus trco and wish

tho city was full ot them. Wo should do
as tho French and Cblneso do. Thero are
50,000 allantus trees in Paris. Smell? Not
n bit. They ore what nro called 'pollards.'.
You know that thcro aro two kinds ot
allantus trees, tho malo and female, and It
Is only tho male treowhcnln bloom that
smells bad. In Franco pud China, beforo
the trees first bloom, when they nro llvo or
six years old, all blossoms aro cut oil. Tho
trie grows much faster, sproads out into
shape, and as thcro aro no blossoms thcio Is
no smell. After this treatment tho trco
mako no attempt to blossom ugalu for
threo or, perhaps, flvoyears. Theutho treat--,
nicnt should bo repeated.

"But wo have no meaus to do this hero,
aud so we havo condemned them entirely
and recommended that they bo cut down
on tho Btrccts whenever wo have control
over them. But there are two or threo
times as many allantus trees on pilvato

as tucro are in ino eirccis, aim wo
lavo no control over thorn. So you seo

cutting them off tho streets Is not going to
oblltcrato tho 6inell entirely."

WIIUIIU TUB T1IEES AUK.

A year or so ago a census ot the allantus
trees was mado and thero were found to
bo fifty lu tho public streets and parklugs.

Thcro wcro three- on D street northwest,
one on G street, threo on K street, one
on Lstieet, threo ou D street southwest,
between Third and lf streets;
two on F street southwest, ono ou thlid
stieet. southwest, near Maryland avenue:
four ou Sixth street, near tho depot; llvo
out ou eighth street northwest, ono on
Ninth street, two on fourteenth stroct, two
out on Nineteenth street, threo on Twenty-firs- t

street, and two on Twenty-fourt-

street; two on Second street, out lu Swam-poodl-

ono on cast Ninth street, ten along
tho Avenuo west of tho Capitol, ono ou
Massachusetts avonuo, ono ou Now Jersey
avcuuo and two on East Capitol street.

And lu a
short while theso leaves will be followed
by clusters of whltoy green flowers, that
will fill llio balmy air so full ot smell that
pcoplo will walk blocks out ot their way
to avoid them.

And pcoplo whose houses aro near these,
odoriferous trees will bo shunned ot men.
aud the young woman's lover wll not call

on her until tho trco's period of stcnchful
bloom is over that Is, If tbo Commission-
ers fall to bavo them cut down.

All tho cutting down of trees Is dono by
tho Parking Commission, nnd they have
not Jrccclvcd tho order to exterminate
tho allantus tree. It Is still lu the hands of
tho District Commissioners.

Tho Parking Commissioners havo a gang
of about twenty men who can all bo put at
the good work as soon as tho order Is given.
Tho foreman of the gang thinks that It
would tako about two weeks to clear tho
streets ot all the allantus trees. As they
will begin to bloom after a few more warm
days there Is no tlmo to ho lost.

'I ho allantus trees do not all smell badly,
as Mr. Smith sajs, but the odd part ot It
all Is, that a trco that was femalo last year
and did not smell badly nt all, may bo male
this year and smell M badly as auy.

A great equal-right- s trco Is tho allantus.
Tho blossoms remain on tho trees about ten
dajs, but it thcro arc n halt dozon of tho
trees In n square, and thoy all bloom at dif-
ferent times, tbo odor Is almost as enduring
as It Is bad. But thev sar that It Is to bo
cut down, and the District Commissioners
havo so ordered, and unless tho matter gets
too badly tangled up in tho red tapo tho
fight of two decados against this stcnchful
variety of tree Is likely to eveutuato hap-
pily soon.
