All morniog the ofMeers and sallors of the
Iumt hadd been  busy prt-rnring for Ui ar-
vival of the party.  The bross rall of the
upper deck shouo ke burnished gold in
the sun, the decks wore swabed white and
eledng ind every rope was uoatly colled in
Its proper ploge or deawn ps tnut as o fiddle
string. As the oarriages drove lolsurely
down the dusty water's sido the ofMoors and
min Lell fnto igwlr places, snd as the Preal
deut stoppeid ontn hl}z gun up o the Wil
boomed o splule.  The horses Pmncrd.
Baby MoKeo cbuckled and the President
smiled.  Then e took the baby o his arms
wnd helped Miw, Harrison from the carrlagy,
e walked over the gangway, holdiug the
elilld by the haml, and while the Prestdent's
flag was run up to the top-gallant every
man dun sight raised hin hat, Beoretary
Windom wes the noxt to go on bourd, and
thien Unele Jerry Rusk, whio hal boon erlt
teally Tooking Lhe hoat over, stopped cati-
tously on the Gang-plank.

The guns continued to boom, the hawsers
“were slipped. and the boat ghided  out

for Wl stream, A balmy hropze was hlow-
ne over (rom tie Viegioia bills aud the
company took off thoir hats and the wind
blew through the rigging. Seeretary Teacr,
who had up to this tme been fnvisible, ap-

cared on deek.  He hnd for an hour been
0 the captain's cabih. Noone can tell,
except perhaps the President, where the
Ivltty is golng or how Tong they are Lo stoy.
fo sald to a Ctnrtio reporter that he
wunted a Hithe rest; that for the last couple
of days he had never known Washington
1o be so uneomfortable, hut when asked 1f
e would remaln dwuy  vory Jong  he
vonchsafed no reply aud pareled the ques
tlons ke o diplomat,  Probably, howesver,
hre will not be back until Monday,

will vo! roturn until Monday night, anil
they may stay awiy untll Tuesday mori-
ing.

parture for Eogland oext Wodnesday.  In
conversation with Tue Cuirio reporte
Tater, Minfstor Lincoln stuted that be had
disposed of all matters in which he is in-
terested fo Chicago, and i golog abroad
free fram traummel of every kiod, o Los
his family withh bim aod will make o num-
Ler of sovlal ealls on old friends ond ae-
guaintanees.
