He Maintains His Ncrvo With Wonder-

"C'onin'a ft comlii'," brutally shouted one
of the prisoners ut tho jnll this morning
aljout 10 o'clock os Undertaker Wright's
two assistants rnn n long box covered with
lilac; cloth across the rotunda of the Jail
past tho cngo In which "Nelson Colbert,
whose hanging was two or three hours oft,
wns talking to the Itcv. Mr. Uoberts, his
spiritual advisor.

It wasn fearful reminder to tho murderer,
but ho turned his head and looked toward
the ominous thine; without a niusclo of his
face changing, save that thoso about his pop-eye- s

contracted slightly. Hut for this al-

most Impciceptlblo movement ot his c Ve-

lio's no one would suspect that the coffin
was his.

Since Wednesday night
t'OLUEUT HAS NOT SLEPT A MO.MK.NT.

All last night ho sat up and wrote and
prayed and sung. Ills writing Is fairly
good, and ho prides himself on It. Ho
writes slowly and the resultant chlrography
Is not pretty, but fairly legible. Most of ft
was done on a long letter to an undo of his
wiosc life Is not tho Christian one that Col-- I

ert, sluco his conversion, wishes It was,
'I he Utter breathed n devout Chilsllnn
fervor und was an earnest appeal to the
undo to take warning from tho writer anil
icpcnl beforo It was too late. Colbert did
his writing at ajlcsk out In tho rotunda of
the .tall, anil his hand was never steadier,
ror liis,writlng moro legible He wroto and
sang mid talked by turns, but his spirit
and wonderful ncrvo never bcciupiI to fair

Colbert, Ihe Murderer.

As the ghastly light ot early dawn began
to glimmer through tho windows at thu
eastern sldo of tho rotunda and tho morn-
ing mists roso from tho marshy banks of
tho Kastcrn Branch, that Hows sluggishly
along, a stone's throw from tho jail walls,
announcing tho dawn of Colbert's last day,
or rather half day, on earth, hu foil to sing-
ing and praying with renewed vigor, and
kept it up till breakfast time. His morning
meal consisted of llsh, fried bacon, fried
iiulons, bread, eolTco and n pleeo of pie.

Think of staying up all night to sco th
tun ilte on tho day ono is to bo hung, Mos
inuiderers spend their last night In sleep,
but Colbert had not slept for about thlrt
hours before his hanging. Ho seemed 1

ill'd especial comfort In singing. Ills vole
was a ilclhstroui; tenor of not much compass
but of considerable sweetness. Ills song
wcio all negro g hymns that h
had learned since his conversion, and h
sang them with great gusto. Admission t
tho hanging was by tickets Issued by (len
cral C'ineker, tho warden of tho Jail. Con
sldcrablo grumbling was Indulged in by
rcoplo who thought thoy worn entitled to
admission and fulled to get tickets, The
tickets were not Issued till yesterday after-
noon, and hundreds of tlcketlcss pcoplo ap-
plied at tho jail this morning for admission
und were refused.

'I he murderer's voice, clear and full, roso
above Iho rest ot theslugers at all times,
and though Hawkins broka down and cried
like n baby, Colbert wos at all times per-
fectly master of hlnisolt und trlod to com-fo- il

Hawkins. About 11 o'clock tho door
llnotigh which tho procession to tho gal-
lows was lo pass was opened by a couple ot
the Jail officials, and each carefully oiled so
that when the time camo the lock was shot
back easily and noiselessly. Tho corridor
Intbo northeast corner of tho building In
which the execution took placo was
raicfully kept closed all tho morning until
Hie time for tho hanging arrived.

Tho rope, which had been stretched and
tested yesterday, was placed lu position
caily this morning. Tho nooso dangled
ill out eight Inches abovo tho trap, so that
when raised and put about Colbert's ncok
it gave a drop of nearly live feet. This Is
lather moro than Is usually given, Tho
leasonls that Colbeit was nulto light, welch-
ing only UlS pounds with Ills coat off, and
It wi's desired to break Ills neck, su that
ilc.ath should bu Instantaneous, Ills light
weight and strung frame made, a long drop
i.ccinary lodo this.

The two preachcis who had liccu tireless
In their devotion lo tho condemned mill's
spiritual comfort accompanied him and
swelled tho volume of tho hymns sung, A
favoilto hymn wasj"l!culali Land," and It
was sung threo or four times though no
other hi mu was sung more than once,

Ily 1 1 o'clock tho ipilet street In front ot
the moslvo Jail began to fill with
convcyonens of nil sorts. Tho boll at tho
fruit door of the Jail kept up a continual
clangor as pcoplo rang for admission, and
n roiiMnnlsticiim of tho favored onewho
held tickets poured lu through tho Jail
olllcc and Into I ho rotunda, through which
the dealh march was mado. Tho spectators
gothcieil lu a crowd nt tho cngi. Inside of
which Colbert could lie seen, talking and
pinjlngwlth ono and another of tho

the ronveislnuof other erring souls. All
tho time thero was a sort ot wild stare In
his eyes and bo seemed scarcely to rcalUo
what he was saying.

Kadi ot tho Jail ofllclats who wcro o

fiaitklpatc In tho hanging was assigned to
and thoroughly under-

stood his part In tho ghastly performance
The spectators, who gained cntranco to tho
Jail bv tickets, stood about in little groups
and discussed the event, while thoy awaited
tho death march. Most of them had seen
hangings before and seemed to look at It as
an ordinary sort of an event.

"A good day to take a trip out of town,"
said one stout, pleasant-face- d gentleman.

Colbert's body will ho taken from tho all
this evening and burled in ono ot the
negro cemeteries, In accordance with his
wishes. Ho leeclved several Haltering
offers for his body from doctors, but re-
futed them all.

About a half hour before the expiration
ot his light to live Colbert mado a Html tour
ot the murderers' corridor and bid all tho
muiderers good-byo- . Ills manner seemed
almost cheerful when contrasted with the
gloomy uneasiness of his
It took him but u few minutes as ho did not
linger auy where save to talk to Hawkins, the
wlfo murderer. The death warrant 6ald
that ho was to be executed between 12 and 2
o'clock, so foi'evcry minute ho lived after
noon ho wos Indebted to tho warden's good
nature. Ho went to tho largo cell at tho
south end of tho corridor alter ho finished
his good-bye- s and n prayer meeetlng was
held there until the door lu tho Iron grating
nt tho other end of tho conldor was opened
to admit General Crocker to read his death
wairant to tho murderer.

A lit t lo after 1" a Hue ot police, with
clasped hands, stretched across the rotunda
and held the crowd back on the northern
halt of tho rotunda. Colbeit and his min-
isters continued to slug, their voices echoing
andievcrboratlngtbrough the lofty rotunda
In tho most Impressive sort ot way. At
12:30 tho Jury of twelve- men, tho forcmiu
ot which woro a little boutonlerrc, Hied
through tho heavy oak door and down tho
northeast corridor to tho foot oftlui scaf-
fold, They sat down on a cotiplo ot wooden

benches at tho foot ot tho scaffold and
waited.

At 12:32 Oencral Ciockcr. tho Warden,
accompanied by Major ot I'ollco Moore and
I'ollco Captain Austin went into the cago
at the end ot the corridor leading to tho
cell In which Colbert ami tho preachers
wcro singing and sent In word to Colbert to
comoand hear his death warrant road.
Colbeit camo out, erect and calm, and
looked fixedly past General Crocker while
ho was reading. During tho reading of the
document that, though It was a mere form,
meant so much to tho murderer, his arms
wcro pinioned with a short piece ot hemp
rope. After General Crocker finished the
two preachers, who hid been standing at
each sldo nt Colbert during the reading,
started up thafollnwlugliymu, entitled "My
Heavenly Home:"

My heavenly homo Is bright and fair;
Nor pain, nor death can enter there;
lis glutei lug tow'rs tho sun outshine,
That hcav'nly mansion shall be mine.

CIIOHL'Si

I'm going home, I'm going home,
I'm going homo to die no more,
To die no more, to dlo no more,
I'm golug homo to die no more.

My Father's houso Is built on high: .
Far, far above Iho starry sky;
When from this earthly prison free,
That hcav'nly mansion mlno shall be.

Let others seek a homo below,
Whlch.llames devour, or waves o'rlloiv,
He mine a happier lot to own,
A hcav'nly mansion near tho throne.

Tho cage door was opened, and with a

Him step, singing tho hymn at tho full
pitch of his strong voice, that had never u
quiver In It, Colbert marched out and across
the stone-pave- d rotunda to his death. Ue
did not look to either side, and before ho
had tukcu n dozen slow steps lu time to tho
hymn ho came lu sight ot tho
scaffold.

proceeded through Iho oak and glass door
at tho entrance to tho gallery wbcro
the gallows stuuds and down he Iron
steps to the brick floor. As he passed
through tho door the cordon ot police
formed lu a lino behind Colbert aud those
who composed' the procession, ami hold
back the pushing, Jostling crowd of some

1M) spectators. Ho mounted tho twenty-fou- r
steps that led to tho scaUold firmly

and took his place on tho trap, facing the
crowd below. Itcv. .f. W. Wells stood at
ono side of him on tho sealtold and Itcv.
Mr. llobeits on Iho other.. After thev had
Mulshed the first hymn, which lasted until
nfter they had reached tho top of tho
scaffold. Hov. .1. W. Huberts sang another
hymn: "Fade, Fado Each Earthly ,foy," be
ginning as follows:

1'odc, fade each earthly Joy,
Jesus is mine!

llrcok every tender tie,
Jesus Is mine!

Dark Is tho wilderness,
Jesus Is mine!

Jesus alone can bless,
Jesus Is mine!

While tho singing was going on the hang-
man pinioned Colbert's legs al the knees
nnd ankles, and then stood nt ono sldo to
wait for tho slnglmr to bo finished. After
tho hymn ended, Mr. Huberts mado u fer-
vent prayer, closing by repealing tho Lord's
l'rayer, which Colbert repeated after him,
lino by line. Then Colbert mado his fare-
well speech. Kosald:

"I want to say one word to all who may
bo within sound of my voice. I now bid
sou all farcwcll.fnrevcrnnil farowcll to all I
loved so much. And I say to you nil glvo
your hearts lo (lod, tho Good Shepherd,
that I love so well. Meet moon the banks
ot the good place above. That Is all; good-bio.- "

"This was all said In a clear, firm volco
and tho murderer's eyes were turned Heav-
enward while he talked. He stood directly
In tho centre ot the trap, ami tho rope that
wos to bo noosed "about his neck hung
against his brown cheek as ho talked.
After ho had finished the black cap was
quickly and cleverly pulled down over his
bead and tho hangman lifted tho rope and
lilted the noose closely around Ids nock.

Ono of the officials nil tho scaffold give
n quick motion of his hand to one sldo and
Iho 'Watching executioner In tho screened
cell besldo tho sealtold gavo tho rope m
quick pull. There was n sharp click, the
trap flew back with a mulllcd thump and at
12:10 o'clock Collcrt was dropped through
the trap Into eternity,

Ills neck was broken, tho ropo cutting
the skin slightly. When ho dropped his
head was pulled over to ono sldo nmUthe
body spun around four times rapidly and
then revolved moro slowly. The legs con-
tracted nnd wcro drawn up four or Ave
times and then tho body was still. After
hanging a trllloovcr threo minutes It wos
lowered ond tho pulse felt. At ten minutes
after tho drop fell tho pulse beat at tho rato
of 125 times a minute. At twelvo minutes
It dtopped tolls n minute. At seventeen
nnd n half minutes after tho body fell tho
heart stopped beating and Colbert was pro-
nounced dead. A few minutes later tho
body was cut down aud placed in n silver-handle- d

when tho cap was removed. Ills mouth
was closed, tho tongue not protruding as
is usual In tho caso ot death lu
this manner. Thcie was a discoloration
about the eyes, but excepting this his faco
was like that of a man in sleep. Ho trembled
slightly whllo Warden Crocker read tho
death warrant to him. Ho flinched visibly
when Deputy Strong pinioned his arms, but
ho recovered himself ut once, and showed
uo emotion beyond an Intense religious fer-
vor.

Tho murderer was hung In a plain black
suit, Ihe coat of tho "sack" pattern, and a

whllo vest. Ho had a turn-dow- collar and
neat blue necktie around his ucck whoti ho
went on the scaffold. Everything worked
nicely and tho hanglug passed oft without
a hitch. Colbert's ' ncrvo was won-
derful. He went up tho stops
to tho scaffold singing and betrayed
scarcely auy emotion throughout tho ope-
ration. The execution was witnessed by
about 1BO people, besldo tho Jail olllclals,
nearly every ouo ot whom oxhlbltcd moro
emotion than tho man who was hanged.

An Account ol' tho Murdor.
The crliuo for which Colbert lost his life

Is known as tho Car Stable homicide. It
was n brutal murder, and, as usual, would
probably nover have been committed but
for whisky. Ills victim was l'hlllp Went-ze- l,

a harmless old man, whom everybody
liked, Wcntiel was employed around tho
car stables of tho Columbia Street Kallro.ul
Company as a night supcrlutendo'it or
stable boss. Ho was over .0 years old,-- and
was known to everybody about tho placo as
"I'ap."

Colbeit was employed about llto placo as
a hostler or stablo boy. It was his duty to
change tho horses lu the cat's, clean them,
and do general work about tho placo, On
tho night of Wednesday, October II, 1888,
Colbert went to work nt 1 o'clock in tho
morning ondwoiked till 1:20 in tho after-
noon. Wcntzcl then asked him to stay on
duty, as there was a man slclc, aud Colbert
agieed to do so. Colliert then sent out aud
got a half pint ot whisky aud drank it with
two companions. Ho also took two drinks
outsklc. Ho camo back to tho stablo at ll:ir
o'clock, made Iho first chango nt horses,
and, as ho had an hour lo spare, jay dowu
to take a nap In ono ot tho stalls.

At 7:07 car No. 10, drlveu bv Charles It.
Wist, camo Into tho stables. There was uo
one to ckango the horses, and Wentr.ol
asked for Colbert. When ho found him
asleep lu tho stall, Wcntzcl pushed him
with Ills foot, saying: "You are a pretty fel-
low to attend to business."

"If you don't like tho way t do business
get somebody else," was Colbert's reply,

Wcntzcl told him that lie was drunk, and
advised him to go homo,

Colbert Insisted on having his money,
saying: "(I d you: you pay mo or
I'll kill you this night."

Wcntiel said: "You ought to bo ashamed
to talk that way to an old man like me,"
and waslurnlngtogo away when Colbert
pulled his pistol aud fired,

The ball passed through tho left breast,
causing death almost Instantaneously.
Colbert "Was Indicted on tho 8th ot Octo-
ber. On January II, ISM), ho went to trial,
A. A. Lipscomb prosecuted the caso and
Messrs. Sncll aud Prince appeared as his
counsel. Tho trial lasted Just ouo day,
and, ou tho 15th, n verdict ot "guilty as In-

dicted was rcndcied." Wcntzcl! carried a
light si lei; around tho stablo and was point-
ing it toward Colbeit during tho

Colbei t claimed that Wcntzcll struck him.
Ills story was (hat Tap swore at hliu, nu.l
the crowd seeing an altercation going ou
drew near, 'shouting, "Don't hint I'ap."
He replied, "I am not going to," but drew
his revolver lu order to scare them, and It
went off, Ills counsel made it vigorous
effort to save him, but tho facts we're too
clcoilv against hliu,

Colbeit Is n heavy-se- t man and w.u 21
years old when the minder was committed.
Ho was born In Maryland, but has lived In
Washington slnculaTI. He lived at Mon.
telle) for a tliuo and has always worked
about horses. Ills sojourn at tho Jull has
greatly Improved hliu lu appearance, nnd lu
moral tone. Ha spent thu greater part of
his time in lellglous exercises, nud lod tho
hymns during church services nt tho Jail on
Suudays. Delias lepeatedly expressed en-
tile resignation to his fate aud fully ex-
pected to be received Into heaven.

Ho has been under tho spiritual guidance
of tho Hov, J, W. Kohertson, a colored mis-
sionary at tho Jail, Mr, Hobertsou has had
live other murderers In charge recently aud
will have a select colony In the Healuu of
eternal beatitude, William llrlggs, who
expected a new trial and got It, has not
manifested anything Itko the Interest in
spiritual affairs which Colbert has acquired,
He has been reasonably devout, however,
aud will doubtless become conspicuously
so If tho Jury again couvlctshim ot murder.
Jld ha.d ft very narrow escape from partlcl
patlng with Colbert lu exercises.

und set about at onco to secure
subscriptions. It Is a mistake to suppose
that hotel men aud railway companies nro
the only beuellclarlcs ou such an occasion.
An encampment, with Its accompanying
festivities, generally lasts four days. Tho
number of visitors, at a low estimate, will
bo about 80,000. Allowing mi average ex-
penditure of $4 per day per man, wo havo

a20,000 day spent right here, und every
sort of tradesman will get his share ot It.
Even If ho sells nothing to the visitor, ho
will eventually sell moru to tho resident
dealer who has been benefited. Compared
with other largo cities Washington has been
so for very seldom called upon fur sub-
scriptions of (his kind. Those contributed
onco in four years for inaugural purposuj
have been usually returned within a month
or so to the subscribers directly, whllo In
many cases persons who subscribed nothing
wcro tho largest gainers.

"It Is to bo regretted that Congress does
not meet In tlmo to permit tho District to
contribute Its quota nut of tho general
fund. This Is generally douo by Legisla-
tures and municipalities In other places.
Still, with tho many attractions tilts city
posses over all others, loss than half the
amount raised elsewhero would bo needed
here. Tho sight-seein- g would 1111 up tho
tlmo and obviate tho necessity ot providing
costlier schemes ot amusement. There
ought to bo a free excursion to .Mount Ver-
non to tho members ot tho encampment.
This would not cost much. A fow thou-san- d

dollars for Illumination and fireworks
would do the rest, A subscription of $20,.
COO or $25,000 assured beforehand would, lu
ni) opinion, bring tho encampment here.
It has never been necessary for one placo to
outbid tho other lu cash offer mado to tho
encampment. Thopiopcr and most suc-
cessful way to succeed Is to set forth the
advantages of tho city, Ilurdett
Is the man to do this.

It was al first decided that lllshop'
funeral should take place but the
later developments havo caused It to bo
posl poned until Monday. Mrs. Eleanor
Flclcher lllshop Is still at tho llulTinuii
House with tho wiro ot tho dead mlnd-rcade-

Yesterday sho sent n letter to Dr.
Allen .McLano Hamilton and Dr. Spltzka,
osklng Ihem to nslt lier lu tho Investiga-
tion Hie was about (o begin. Mrs. lllshop
also sent tho following letter to Coroner
Ferdinand Levy.'

"I nm of tho belief, founded upon mv
knowledge of picvlous nttacks, (hat th'o
autopsy performed by Drs. Irwin and Fer-
guson was unwarranted. 1 therefore de-
mand that n further examination bo made
with a view to determine whether my son
died, under the surgeon's knife or from
catalepsy."

I)N Irwin, ncoonipanlcil bv.Iohn Hllchlo
and J. . Thomas, formerly illshop's mana-
ger, and T. Ilrlghani lllshop, tho cousin ot
tho dead man, called on Mrs. lllshop yester-
day afternoon. .Mrs. lllshop was laboring
undcrgreat excitement and when sho saw
Dr.'lrwln she demanded what right ho hail
Id undertako a examination
without her permission. Dr. Irwin has
bceu greatly wrought up by the charges
brought against him. lie mado the follow-
ing statement.:

"My action in tills matter was dictated
by the rcgurd I held for Mr. lllshop and
what I considered to ho inydutv. lllshop
wos not n fraud. The method of his death
goes to prove that bo was what ho claimed
to be. 1 did not know Dr. Ferguson per-
sonally. He was suggested to me bv Dr.
Leo as a n pathologist and I
summoned him In the Interests of science.
Tho brain changes moro quickly after
death than any oilier portions of tho body,
ond,Jiod we walled longer, tho benellt ot
the autopsy would havo been loit. For the
Iroublo I have taken In this caso I luvo re-

ceived uo thanks, nnd I havo been called
o murderer nnd other vile names. I think
thot an examination of the body even now
will clearly show that the man died hours
beforo tho I want the fullest
Investigation."

Dr. Hamilton answered Mrs. Bishop's
letter in person and told her that ho would
bo ready to testify at tho proper Investiga-
tion.
