The Drop Falls at 2i50 This

PHILIP WENTZEL'S MURDERER PAYS

THE PENALTY Of HIS CRIM E,

Ho Maintains His Ncrvo With Wonder-

ful Firmness Ho Passes the Morn-

ing in Singing and Exhorting

His Associates in Mur- --

derers' RowAn Un-

usual Scene on tho

Scaffold.

"Collin's a comlu'," brutally shouted one
of the prisoner at the jatl this morning
about 10 o'clock as Undertaker Wright's
two assistants ran a lone; box covered with
Mack cloth across tho rotunda of tho Jail
1 n s t tho cage in which Nelson Colbert,
whose hanging was two or thrco hours oft,
was talking to tho Iter. Mr. llobcrts, his
tplrltunl advisor.

It was u fearful reminder to tho mu rdei cr,
but ho tuincd his bead and looked toward
the ominous thing without a musclo of his
fare changing, savo that thoso about his pop-eye- s

continctcd slightly. Hut for this al-
most Imperceptible movement ot bis eye-lid- s

no one would suspect that thocolllu
was his.

Since Wednesday night
COI.HKIIT HAS NOT 8I.FFT A MOMENT.

All last night ho sat up and wroto and
prayed and sung. Ills writing Is fairly
good, and ho prides blinsclt on It. lie
writes slowly and the resultant cblrogrsphy
Is not pretty, but fairly legible. Most of It
was done on a long letter to an uncle of bis.
whoso life Is uot Iho Christian ono that Col-tor- t,

since his conversion, wishes. It was.
Tho letter breathed n devout Christian
fen or and wus an earnest appeal to tho
untie to tako warning from tho writer and
epent before it was too late. Colbert did

his writing at n desk out In tho rotunda ot
tbclall, and his baud was never steadier,

or bis writing more legible. Ho wroto and
fang uml talked by turns, but his spirit
nnd woudcrful ncrvo never teemed to fa;:.

As llio ghastly light, of early daw u began
to glimmer through tho windows at the
eastern side ot tho rotunda and tho morn-
ing mists lo'so from tho marshy b inks of
tho Eastern Ilrauch, that flows sluggishly
along, a stono's throw from tho Jail walls,
announcing tho dawn ot Colbert's last day,
or rather half day, on earth, he fell to slug-lu- g

and praying with renewed vigor, and
kept It tip till bicakfust time. His morning
meal consisted ot fish, fried bacon, fried
onions, bread, coffeo and a piece ot pie.
Ho didn't ask for anything olse, and when
nshed If tlicro was any delicacy that he
would lll.o

roil MIEAKFIST,
he said "No." Ho did notcat very heartily,
but this loss ot appctlto seemed less be-
cause of uneasiness than because ho ato a
very hearty supper at midnight last night.
Ills spiritual advisers, tho two colored
preachers, Hovs. Wells and llobcrts, were
with him constantly, and helped him with
lils singing and praylug. llesido to Ills
uncle, ho wroto letters to bis mother and
sister ami father, and exhorted all of them
to do all that they could to fight tho curse
of rum. Ho wroto a letter or two to some
young men w bom ho thought needed ad ice.

A
favorite hsnin wasj"llculah hand," and It
was sung thrco or four times, though no
olher hymn was sung moro than ouec,

lly 11 o'clock the unlet street In fiontof
the maslvo Jail began to nil with
couvcyancas of nil sorts. Tho bell at tho
front doorot tho Jail kept up n continual
clangor as people rang for admission, ami
a constant stream ot tho favored ones who
held tickets pound in through tho Jail
olllcc and Into tho rotunda, through which'
the death march was made. The spectators
gathiud lu a crowd at tho cage. Inside of
which Colbcit could bo seen, lulklirg and
praying with una und another oftlic pris-
oners. Ho seemed determined (o unko his
foiccd exit ns ndvnntngcous ns poslblo to

tho convctslonof other erring souls. All
the lime theio was n sort of wild stare In
his eyes and ho seemed scarcely to reallzo
what he was saying.

Knch of tbo Jatl officials who were to
participate In tbo hanging was assigned to
Ids placo yesterday and thoroughly under-
stood his part lu tho ghastly performance
1 ho spectator, who gained entranco to the
Jail bv tickets, stdod about in little groups
and discussed ll.o ou'iit, while thoy awaited
tho death march. Most of them had seen
hangings before and seemed to look at It us
an ordinary sort of an event.

"A good day to tako a trip out of town,"
said one stout, pleasant-face- d gentleman,

Colbert's body will bo taken from the hilt
this ccnlng and bulled lu ono of tho
negro cemeteries, In accordaneo with his
wishes. Ho iccclvcd social llatterlug
offers for his body from doctors, but

them nil.
About a half hour before tho expiration

ot his light to live Colbert mado a filial tour
of the murderers' corridor and hid all tho
niuiderers good-by- Ills manner seemed
almost cheerful when contrasted with tho
gloomy uneasiness ot his
It look him but a. few infinites us lie did not
linger any where save to talk to Hawkins, the
wife muidcrcr. The death warrant said
that ho was to bo executed between 12 and 'J
o'clock, so for every mlntito ho lived after
noon ho w as Indebted to the warden's gojJ
nature. Ho went to tho largo cell at tho
tcuth cud of the corridor niter ho llnlshed
his good-lye- s and a prayer inccetlng was
held there uutll tho door in tbo iron grating
at tho other cud of tho corridor was opened
to admit (Scleral Crocker to read his death
warrant to tho murderer.

A llltlo uftcr 12 n lino of pollee, with
clasped hands, stretched acrosstho rotunda
ami held the ciowdhnrkou tho northern
half of tho rotunda. Colbert nml his min-
isters coutluued to sing, thelrvolccs echoing
und level berating through tho lofty rotunla
in tho most Impressive sort of way. At
12:!'0 tho Jury ot twelvo men, tho foreman
ot which woro a little buutonierre, died
through tho heavy oak door and down tho
northeast corridor to tho foot of tho scat-fol-

benches at tho foot of tho scaffold and
waited.

At 12.32 General Crocker, tho Warden,
accompanied by Major of I'oileo Mooionud
l'olico Captain Austin went into tho cage
at the end of tho corridor loading to tho
cell lu which Colbert ami tho preachers
wero singing ami sent In word to Colbert to
como nud hear bis death warrant read.
Colbcit cauio out, erect and calm, and
looked fixedly past (loneral Crocker wlillo
ho was reading, During tho reading of tho
document that, though It was a mere form,
meant so much to tho murderer, his arms
were plnloued with n short plccoofhcmp
lope. After (icuernl Crocker flulshed tho
two preachers, who liad-bec- standing at
eachsldo of Colbcit during tho reading,
6turtcd up thofnllowlng hymn, entitled "My
Heavenly Home:"

My heavenly homo Is bright and fair;
Nor pain, nor death can enter thero;
lis guttering tow'is tho sun outshine,
That licav'nlj mansion shall bo mine.

I'm going homo, I'm going home,
I'm going homo to die no mote,
To elio no nunc, to dlo no more,
I'm going homo to dlo no more.

My Tuthei's houso Is bullt-o- high:

'Ihc rngo door was opened, nud with a
firm step, singing the hsinn nt tho full
pitch ot his strong voice, tint had never a
quiver In it, Colbert marched out and across
tbo stoue-pave- d rotunda to his death Ho
did not look to ilther side, nud before ho
had taken a dozen slow steps lu time to tho
li inn became In sight ot tho
scaffold.

TUB IIKITII MtltCIl
proccedid through the oik and glass door
at tho entranco to tho gallery whero
the gallows stands and down tho Iron
steps to the brick floor. As ho passed
through tho door the coidou of police
tciimcdjunlluobchlud Colbert and those
who composed the procession, an I bold
back tho pushing, jostling croifd of some

150 spectators. Ho mounted tho twentv-fou- r
steps that led to tho scnflold firmly

nml took his place on tho trap, facing tho
rrowd below, llcv. .1. W. Wells stood at
ono side of htm ou tho scaffold nud llcv.
Mr. llobcrts on tbo oilier. After they had
finished the first hj mu, width lasted until
nfler they had reached tho top of the
scaffold, Her, J. W. llohirts sang another
lij mill "Fade, I'ado Each Hardily Joy," bo
ginning as follows:

I'ndc, fndo each earthly Joy,
Jesus is mine!

Hreak every lender tic,
Jesus Is mine!

Dark Is tho w Ihlerucss,
Jesus Is mine!

Jesus alone can bless,
Jesus is mine!

Wlillo tho singing was going on llio hang-
man pinioned Colbert's legs ut tho knees
and nuklcs, and then stood at ono sldn to
wall for thu singing to bo finished. ATtcr
the hymn ended, Mr. llobcrts undo a it

prayer, closing by repeallngtho Lord's
l'rajcr, which Colbert repeated afltr liliu,
lino by line. 1 lieu Colbert mado his fare-
well speech Kosald:

"I wont to say one word to all who may
ho within sound of my voice. I now blil
lou all furoncllorcicr and farewell to all I
loved so much. And- - I sn lo you nil give
jourhcnilslo (lod, tho flood Hhophcrd,
that I loe no will. Meet mo on tho banks
of the good placo above. That Is nil; good-bje.- "

'llils wns rill said inn tlear, (Inn voico
nml llio murderer's ejes wero turned Heav-
enward wbllo ho talked. Ho stool directly
In the centre of tho trap, and tho ropo that
wns to bo noosed about his neck hung
against his bionu check us ho talked.
After he had finished the black cap was
cpiltkly and cleverly pulled dow u over Ids
bead nml tho hangman lifted tho ropo and
lilted the noose elosely uroiind bis neck.

One of thoolllclals on the scaffold gave
n (pilck motion of bis baud to one sldo and
llio watching executioner in the screened
cell beside thu 'scaffold gavo the rope a
fpilek pull. Tlicro was a sharp click, the
tiap flew back wllb it muffled thump mid at
12:491 o'clock Coll cit wns dropped through
tlio tiap Into ctei nl tv.

Ills neck was broken, tho ropo culling
the skin slightly. When he diopped his
bead was pulled over to ono side unit tho
body spun around four limes i.ipldly nud
then revolved more slowly. Tlio legs con-
tract cd and were drawn up four or flvo
times and then tbo body was still. After
hanging a trifle over thrco minutes It was
lowered and tho jiulsu felt. At leu minutes
after tho drop fell tlio pulso beat nt tho rate
of 133 times a minute. At twelve minutes
It dropped to liS n mlnuto. At seventeen
and n hulf minutes after tho body fell tho
heart stopped beating aud Colbert was pro-
nounced dend. A few minutes later tho
body was cut down und placed In a sllvcr-haudlc- d

when tho enp was removed. Ills mouth
was closed, the tongue not prolnidlug as
Is usual lu tho case ot deatli lu
this manner. Theio wns a discoloration
about tbo eyes, but excepting Ibis bis face
wns lll.o that of a man In sleep. He trembled
slightly while Wnlilcn Crocker road tho
death warrant to him. Ho flinched visibly
when Deputy Strong pinioned his arms, but
he recovered himself at once, and showed
to i motion beyond an Intense ictlglous fer-
vor.

'I he murderer was hung lu a plain black
suit, Ihc coat of tbo "sack" pattern, and a

white test. He had a turn-dow- collar and
neat blue necktie around his neck when ha
went on thcscaflold. Everything worked
nicely and the banging passed oft without
a bitch. Colbert's nervo was won-
derful. Ho went up the steps
to tho Bcaffold singing and betrayed
scarcely any emotion throughout tho ope-
ration. Tho execution was witnessed by
about 130 people, liesldu tho Jail olllclals,
ncaih every ono of whom exhibited moro
i motion than tho m in who was hanged.

Au Aicount of tlio Murder.
Thecilmo for which Colbert lost his llfo

Is known as the Car Stable homicide. It
was a brutal murder, and, as usual, would
prouauiy never uavo uecn couiinutcu out
for whisky. His ilctiiu was l'hlllp Went-7c- l,

n harmless old man, whom everybody
liked. Wcntrcl was emplojcd around tlio
car stables of the Columbia Street Itallroad
Company as a night superintendent or
stable bos. Ho was over TO years old, and
was known to even body about tbo placo ns
"l'np."

Colbert was employed about tho plico ns
a hostler or stable boy. It was bis duty to
change tho hoiscslu tho cars, clean them,
and do general work about tbo place. Ou
the ulgltt of Wednesday, October t), 1833,
Colbert w cut to work at 4 o'clock lu the
morning and worked till 1:20 lu the after-
noon. Wcntzel then asked him to stay ou
duty, as there was a man sick, and Colbert
ngiccd to do so. Colbert then sent out und
got a half pint of whisky and drank it with
tw o companions. Ho also took two drinks
outside. Ho came back to tho stable at 0:1."
o'clock, mado tho 111 st chnngo ot horses,
aud, as ho had an hour to spare, lay down
to tako a nap In one ot tho stalls.

At 7.07 car No. 10, driven by Charles 1).
West, came into the stables, Theio wus no
ono lo cliungo tho borsci, and WcnUol
asked for Colbert. When he fouud him
asleep lu tho stall, Wcntzel pushed him
with his foot, saying: "You are a pretty fel-
low to attend to business."

"If you don't lll.o tho way I do business
get somebody else," was Colbert's reply.

Wentzcl told him that ho was drunk, and
advised him (o go home.

Colbert Insisted on having his money,
saving: "0 d oujou pay mo or
I'll kill jou this night."

Wcntzeleahl: "ion ought to bo ashamed
to talk that way to an old man like me,"
and was turning to go away when Colbert
pullid his pistol aud tired.

Tho ball passed through tbo left breast,
causing death almost Instantaneously,
ColLcrt was Indicted on tho bill of Octo-
ber. On January 11, 1SSU, ho vveut to trial.
A. A. Lipscomb prosecuted the case and
Messrs. tinell and I'rluco appeared ns his
counsel, 'llio trial lusted lust one day,
and, on tho 13th, a verdict of ''guilty us

was rendered." WenUcll carried n

It tovvaid Colbcit during the

the crowd seeing au altercation goln ou
drew near, 'shouting, "Don't hurt l'ap."
Ho replied, "I am uot going to," but drow
his icvolvcr In order to ecaro them, and It
went lift, Ills counsel imiilu u vigorous
cffott lo savolilm, but tho facts were too

Colbcit Is a heavy-se- t nun and was 21
veais old when the minder was committed,
Ho was boiu lu Marvlaud, but has lived lu
Washington since 1S74. lie lived at a

tlmo nud has ahvajs worked
about hoises. His solimru ut tho Jail Ins
gicatly Improved liliu in appeal aueo and in
moral tone. Ho spent tin groatorpirt ot
his tlmo lu religious exercises, aud led tho
h.vmns during chinch services at tho Jail ou
bitudays. Ho bus icpeatedly expressed en-
tile leslguatlou to his fate und fully ex
pected to bo iccclvcd Into heaven.

He has been under tho spiritual guidance
ot the llcv. J, W. llobcrtson, a coloied

at tho Jail, Mr. llobcrtson Ins had
flvo other murderers lu chargo iccoutly and
will have a sileet colony In tho HmIius of
eternal beatitude. William Htlggs, whu
expected anew trial and got it, has not
manifested nothing like tho Interest In
spiritual affairs which Colbcit bnsacqulicd,
He has been reasonably devout, however,
and will doubtless becoiuo conspicuously
so If tho Jury agalu convicts him ot murder,
He had a very uarrovv escape from partici-
pating with Colbert In ) 's exercises.
