Tim T'titillr Printer rIvcs n bond of
(100,000 nnil lie 1ms on until! cimsliui n
fornsp in lliu conduct, of Ills business
Iwrttlilrdrt of tllnl nmount. Tlio Pub
lln Printer spends annually nbout two
million nnd n (junrler dollus, of w 11 li
n million Is spent In accordance with
contracts let by tlio Joint Printing Com
niHli'C of Congress. Tho balance ot
this money be draw In quarterly In
Mnlhnrnts and ho milst txcrclso dally
supervision over his expenditures to we
that he docs not exhaust tho npnrolirin
tlon given to hlin. The demands of the
flfty-ocrot- week of the ycnY may bo as
crcnt m those of tho first nnd he must
Lc ns vu'll prepared to meet them. Ho
must distribute tho nmount of money
given to him to expend in such n wny as
to eciunllyo certain differences which
ConcrcsH docs not recognize. For ex
ample, the maximum amount which lie.
ran pay for work of the best class In
the l'rliitiiig Ofllco Is fifty cents per
thousand ohib nr forty cents per hour
to printers nnd tidokblndors. The
marblelzcr employed In the Printing
Office could mako ten or fifteen
dollnrs a day In nny other oftlcc. The
Public Printer cannot expect him to
work for forty cents nn hqur, nnd he
must lake money from nome other u
liroprlnllou to pay him tho salnlry which
ills work Is worth. A. iifcssmafi who
understands over-layin- thoroughly can
moke f 10, if 12, and sometimes $Io in a
lithographic establishment. To obtain
tlio best labor ou the iimrkctllio Public
Printer must cut down expenses some
where else, In order to pay the wages
required to obtain the rn.cn he wants.
This Is not Htrlctly in accordance with
the law, but it Is absolutely necessary,
for If the work were done In nn inferior
wny the Public Printer would rlcvcr be
able to explain to Congress Why It was
hot of a better cln.ss.

Probably the worRt people the Pubth'
Printer has to deal with arc thchcknt
Ists In the Departments. They make
the worst copy that comes Injfi the
printing oilier; they nro slowest hiMind
Ing it In, nnd they tiike the proofs that
are Knt to them for correction nnd
slow them away In their desks for
months nt a lime. Bomctimcs the proof
sheets of sonic frclcntlfio work will not
lie will back to tho. (Jovcrnmcnt Print
Ing Oilier for fix months. During all
Ibis tlmo the type would remain Mand
Ing were it not that a large nnd effective
sttieotyplng establishment is operated
In connection with the ofllco, mid the
Public Printer in despair 1h obliged 10
InKutdcrrntrpesfliid mako costs of the
pages, trusting that ho wll) not have to
leset and recast more thnn ono or two
of them lifter the proofs have been re
turned to him. It is utterly Impossible
to convince a man whoso soul Is
winppcd up In potato bugs or Jjorjrhum
tugor or the welfare of tho North
Amerlcnn Indian that there air
certain principles which must gov
cm all business and that one of
these Is that certain work shall he done
within a ceitnlu time. It is n source of
frequent wonder to those who art) not
familiar with the workings of thu print-
ing otlleo nnd of the Department, that
the publication of work Is sometimes do
layed for two nud even three ycirs.
They see books coming from tho Public.
Printing olllcc in lb8'J with "IfcfJ
upon them nnd thoy marvel. Thr
delay Is not rtno to tho ineftlclcncy of
the Public Printer: it Is chargeable al-

most always to the men who have the
volumes in charge und to whom the
pioof sheets nru tent for correction.

It is not gcncrnlly known that thu
Public Printer is surrounded by spies
and blacklegs. There is hardly an ih
cumhent of the ottlec who docs not
learn soon after ho takes charge of It
that his every action Is watched, with
view to placing him at n disadvantage.
Bidders who fail to get Important con-
tracts, nnd who urc watching for cvl
dence against the moro fortunate con
tinclors or against the Public Printer In
connection with tho contract giving,
obtain employment in somo devious way
for persons who will report to them
whether or not tho Public Printer Is re-

quiring contractors 10 dellvennalcrlal
of the required quality. Thoso are ndt
the only people, though, who have
ulterior objects In obtaining employ
ment lor persons 111 ino ruuiic rrinimg
Ofllco. Jloncy lenders who are n

entrance to tho Departments
have their rcpiescntatlvos there, dis-
counting the salaries of employes at
enormous rates of Intcrost.

An evil to which tho attention of Con
giess has frequently been called Is thr.
pilmltlvc fashion of handling books lit
the Capitol. Tlio greater proportion pf
hooks turned out ut the Publlo Printing
Office la sent to the Capitol. Thu
warehouse In which they arc stored Is
n room underground, which Is reached
through a mnnholo in tho walk with-
out. The mnnholo Is not covered It Is
exposed to tho open air. When books
arc delivered they are carried from the
delivery wngou in tho arras of one or
two men to the manhole, where they
arc linnded down to another man who
lowers them to n third or fourth man,
who distributes them to their plnces In
the warehouse. On rainy days books
and documents from the Publlo Print
Ing Olllce nro not received at the Cnpl
tol, They would bo spoiled In transit
from tho wagon to the manhole, It is
necessary then to pile up tWbooks 4n
the waiehouses of the Public Printing
Olllce. As warehouse room thero Is
very insufllelcnt, these books frequently
till up all thu vacant space,
nnd It is neecssiuy to ehandlr
Hum several times In order to obtain
piince for other publications. Some
times they have to be carried to ware-
houses which arc rented for storage
purposes. An estimate of the extra
cost caused by this pilmltlvo method of
handling books places It nt fifteen per
cent, of tho entire cost of running the
Public Printing OlUco. An nmount
less than the expenditure In this direc-
tion In one year would provldo suitable
means for unloading these books at the
Capitol In all sorts of weather.

Public Printer Palmer is going at
things In n very conicrvntlvo wny He
is making changes very slowly, and It
is evidently not his intention to turn
nlfairs upside down In tho Public Print
Ing Olllce. When Congress Is In sesjlon
next full, however, he will learn moi
distinctly than ho can possibly know
now that tho Public Printer's llfo Is not
by nny means it happy 0110.
