llrltlsh representative In this country. Ho
further stated that tho Infounatltm ho sought
was not for hlmsolf nlonc, hut to cuablo li lit
to plvo certain nf.sdronccs to many other lu

tlioeamo slthallon as himself, for tho
purpose of liilltiunclug and dotcrml ulng their
political notion as citizens of tho United States
of English birth, but who still regarded their
original obligations of allrglanco 119 t.

Tho letter also contained cross re-

flections upon tho conduct of this Govern-
ment, lu respect to questions now In contio-Vers- y

nud unsettled botwoon the United States
and (Ircat Itrltaln, and both directly nnd In-

directly Imputed Insincerity in such conduct.
To tills letter tlm Hrlllsh Minister at onco

replied from lievcily, Mnss., uudcrdatcof
tho 13th of Scptombcr last. In this reply lie
Btatctl that "any political party which openly
favored tho mother country at tho present mo-

ment would lose popularity, and that tho
party lu power Is fully nwaro of that fact;"

Thus under his correspondent's assuranco of
secrecy, in which the Minister coucurrod by
marking his answer "private," ho undertook
to adviso a citizen of tho United States how to
excrclso tho franchise of sullrngo in an election
closo at baud for tho Presidency aad Vice
l'rcsldeucy of tho United States, uud through
him, ns tho latter suggested, to iuflucnco tho
votes of many others.

Upon this correspondence being mado pub-
lic tho Minister lecclvcd tho icprosoutativcs of
tho public press, and in tho frequent lut6r-Iew- s

with them, Intended for publication,
added to tho Impugnments which ho had
already mado of tlio good faith of this Gov-
ernment in Its public action and international
dealings. Although ainplo tlino and oppor-
tunity lmvo been afforded him for the

modification or correction of his state-
ments, to eomo of which his nttontlon was
called personally by tho undersigned, )ot no
fuch disavowal or modification has been mado
by blm through tho channels in which his
statements first found imbllcltr.

Tho question is thus pieseutcd whether It is
compatible witn tno uiguity, security nun in
dependent sovereignty of tho United States to
permit, inc repicscninuvooi n iorcign uovcrn-me- nt

In this country not only to rccelvo and
nnswor without disapproval, and conflrm by
his repetition, aspersions upon Its polith al ac-

tion, but also to Intel foro In Its domestic rs

by advising persons, formerly bis coun-
ty mon, ob to their political courso ns citizens
of tho United Slates.

As betweou this country nnd Great Britain
there can bo no controversy ns to tho complete
eovcranco of tho ties of original alleglauco by
naturalization, Disputes 011 this point were
finally put at rest by tho treaty of uaturallza-tlo- u

concluded between tho two countries on
Hay 13, 1870. Thoreforo, It will not bo con-

tended, nor was such contention ever admitted
by us. that citizens of tho United States, of
llrltlsh origin, nro subject to any claim of tho
country of their original allegiance.

Tho undcrslgued also has tho honor to call
nltcntlou to tho provisions of section 5333 of
the Itovlscd Statutes of tho United States, by
which 6overo penalties aro visited upon tho
citizen of tho United States wtio, without tho
authority or permission of this Government,
"commences or carries on any verbal or writ-
ten correspondcuco or Intercoureo with any
foreign government or any officer or ngont
thereof," cither with an Intent to Influcnco tho
action of such government or its agents In re-

lation to any disputes or controversies with
tho United Stales, or with an intent "to defeat
tho measures of tho Government of tho United
States." Ibosc ponaltles aro made equally
appllcahlo to every citizen of tho United
blates, not duly authorized, who "counsols,
advises or nsslsts lu any correspondence"
with similar unlawful Intent.

Tho undei signed respectfully advises that
tho attention of tho Attorney General of tho
United States bo directed to tho enactments.
In order that an Investigation may bo mado
with n view' to ascertain whether they have
not been violated in tho present caso by tho
correspondent of tlio llrltlsh Minister.

llv our direction tho attention of tho llrlt
lsh Government has In a spirit of comity been
called to tho con duct of its Minister, as above
described, but without result. It thoreforo

necessary for this Government to con-
sider whothor, as tho guardian of Its own ct

and of tho integrity of Its Institutions,
It will permit further Intercoureo to bo held
through tho present llrltlsh Minister at this
capital. It is to bo observed that precedents
nro not wanting as to tho question under con-
sideration. It Is a 60ttled mle, cssontlal to tho
maintenance of International Inter
course, that a diplomatic representative
must bo persona grata to tho Gov-
ernment to which ho is accredited. If, by
Ills conduct, ho renders himself persona non
frrnta, un announcement of tlio fact may bo
made to his Government, In tho present case

fulfilled, tho facts having been duly commuul-rate- d

to her Majesty's Government, with an
ixprcssion of tho opinion of this Government
