How Innosent Invantors are Bied by Pro-
fosilonal Trioksters.

Whon an juventor reéceives a patent his
name s immortalized in the Ofleinl Ga-
gefta, and ho immediately becomes an
abject of attack from a horde of hungry
aspirants formoney, among whom nroex
cletks, patent brokers and pretended
legnl lighte of warying degrees.  The
1;“!!‘11!('.&!. ghys the Sclontifle American is
deluged with eirculars and jotters from
this class of gentry, Some write to in
form Lim confidentinlly that his patont
isgaod for nothing: but on recaipt of a
corfiuln fee they will sat it right and make
it sotind us a silver dollar,

Others plopgantly inform  the new-
fleilged inventor that they have read his
patent with great ploasure, mnd eonsider it
to be a very valuable invention.  If prop-
erly introduesd much money can be goon
reallzod, The Sinte of Iowh, they say, 1
worth $20,000; Ohio, §45,000; Pennsyl-
vanis, $45,000, antl 80 on. All that Is
necessary is to print some cironlars and
to do a little blowing. which the broker
genuronsly offers to do on receipt from
the inventor of 810 to £50 cnsh in ad-
vnep.

Anothor writer (o say he hus an not-
unl offer of $10,000 for the patent from
Canada, provided the patont is at onee
taken, which be will procure on receipt
of the necossary money, It s almost
neadless to sugest these scliomoes are
desigoed to flecen the inventor, The so-
called patent sellors rarely effoct a bona
fide sale. They depend upon the ad.
vance fees obtained as above for a liveli.
hool. Bome of them have thus grown
rich nnd prosperous.

These pretonded sellers try to make it
appear they are reliable by giving re-
spectable references, and cite names of
pitenteos for whom they purport to have
sold patents, One mode of procuring
these references is ns follows: They write
the patentee they have a vustomer who
will buy & county right in Minnesota for
£500 and Har by deeding twenty-five
acres of Iand in Arkansas, really worth
B1,000, but the parties aro so anxious to
obtain the patant right they are willing
to let the Iand go and take the right in
settlement, proyided $50 cash is paid
and n morigage Ia glven for $500,

This dong, the patent broker closes fhe
transaction, toceives the 850 cash, which
i5the full value of the land, also re-
celves n mortgage for 8500, togethor with
the patent desd, At the snme time the
broker is careful to obain a writien cor.
titiente from the inventor statlng: “I take
Elmumm in saying that X, Y. Z, & Co,

ave sold a patent right for me, at my
price, and on terms satisfactory, and T
recommend them, ete,”” In this way ref-
erences are secured which mnke quite
an jmpressive show on eirculars, while
the inventor is so_ashamed of having
been g0 ensily duped, he keeps mum,
_ One of the latest tricks is the follow-
ing: The patentee receives a letter from
A, & B asking for how much he will
sell his putent for such and such a State.
He replies, giving a price, say $5,000.
The pitentee soon after recdiving the
other letter from X. Y. Z., saying that
A. & B, write they have norrea;lmmlad
with you, and now say they have decided
to purchass the patent on the terms
named, provided the title and claims are
found to be correct,

To nscertain this they require that X,
Y. Z. shull examine and report upon the
patent, otherwise A, & B. will not pur-
chase; that if the patentee wishes to
complete the sale he  must remit £50 to
pay for the examination, which is a
work independent of the sale, and must
be independently paid. The inventor
sends tho money; a report is made nd
versa to the patentes; no purchase is
made; none was ever intended. Buch
nre o few of the adroft schemes now in
vogue for swindling “innocent” in
ventors.

Bills have been introduced in Congress
to protact innocent purchasers of patents,
i. ¢, infringers. Alight it not also Le
well for somebody to formulate a law to

protect innocent inventors ¢
