THIS MURDERER ESCAPED.

Tho nbovo notlco, failed anil discolored
by time, nppoiirs at tho head of tho edi-

torial page of tho old Oil City llcghter of
Dccombor 22, 18(11, preceded by lnrgo
headlines. Tho amount of tho reward
olTcicd nntuiftlly excites Interest In tho
mind of ono dancing nt It, though un-

familiar with tho dotalls of tho occur-
rence. To tho olilor roildculs, whoso
memory Is refreshed by ovun such brief
rofuiciico,U recalled the recollection of a
erimo that will over stand as nmong tho
most atrocious in tho early nnnals of Oil
City. Tho rocitnl of this murder and of
tho incidents that followed arc of lively
Interest to Oil City renders, even after
tho lapso of noaily n quarter of a con-tur-

Tho circumstances connected with the
cilmo wcro of such a'coininonplaco nu-tur- o

as to ndmit of no romantic nor pe-
culiarly thrilling preface It was Bltn-pl- y

n foul murder committed for tho pur-
pose of robbery. Tho victim, n plain
farmer, aged about 50 years, was decoyed
on a dark stormy night to a lonely spot,
struck down by a bludgeon, or similar
weapon, shot through tho head, his
throat cut, his person rilled, pockets
turned lusiilo out, his boots and stock-lnc- s

takon off, ami tho dead body left iu
a muddy pooi on n public thoroughfare.

Tho plnco whore tho dead body was
found was about 200 yards above tho old
Oil Creek bridge on tho road leading to
McCllntockvllio, tlio same now bolng oc-

cupied by tlio track of tho Lako Shore
and Michigan Southern Itallroad.and was
but a short distance abovo tho entrance
to tho present tunnel.

A better conception of the etato of af-

fairs prevailing throughout tho thon oil
country can bo had from a brief rotation
of tho loading features. In 18(U sovcral
bank fatluies that occurred destroyed to
a largo extent tho public confidence. In
consequence, by common consent, all
business transactions were placed on a
trictly cash basis. Checks and drafts

wero not ucconted ns legal tender. Pay-
ments for oil lands and" oil wcro inndo in
greenbacks, aud In somo instances, not-

withstanding tho heavy premium that
ruled, in gold. This necessitated on tho
pait of those engaged in the oil business
tho carrying about of large sums of
money.

Tho dailv business over quito an ox-to-

of thinly settled country, amounting
to hundreds of thousands of dollars, will
givo somo idea of tho amount of wealth
that tlio early oil men carried in their
pockets. At tho offices of tho farms
whero oil was sold tho money was kept
in largo safes until opportunity oilcred
to transfor it to safer places. At tlio
offlco of tho llaplo Sbado wolls on tho
llydp & Egbert farm, adjoining Pctro-lou-

Center, tlio writer onco saw a largo
safe so full of packages of greenbacks
that tho door of it could scarcely bo
closed. Tho bookkeeper, O. L. Davis,
Informed him that ho had handled this
class of money to such an extent that the
odor of It created a nausea. It can bo
readily assumed that this stato of affairs
In tho oil country, with possiblo exagger-
ation, was not long in renehing tlio ears
of tho alort thieves and thugs all ovor
the country. As a consequunco, thoy
Hocked to tho oil country in larao num-
bers, to reap n shnro of what to them
gavo promise of abonanzaof spoil.

During 1804 highway robberies becamo
frequent, ana there wero rumors, also, of
occasional murders, but theso last, if cor-
rect, wore so woll concealed as to escnpu
detection. Dives multiplied in tho oil
towns, providing this class with places of
rofugo, and tho public mind that had.for
some time been npprehensivo from tho
fuct that personal safety was illy secured,
culmlnutcd iu prompt action for tho
abatement of this disquieting causo when
tills murder occurred.

According to thochronicloof that date,
Tuesday, Decembor 20, 1804, was an un-
usually mild day for tho season. A driz-
zling rain prevailed throughout tho day,
which ended in a heavy rain and wind
storm at night, accompanied by light-
ning and thunder. In tho early hours of
Vcdnosday morning it becamo colder,

and when tho day dawned snow covered
tho ground to tho dcptli of a fow inches.
S ohn McFatc, tho murdorcd man, was a
farmer, and losldcd nenr Now Castle, in
this State. One of his brothers hero had
sold n farm for a considerable sum a
short tlmo provlous to this dato, and was
to havo received tho monoy on tho day
preceding tho murder. John SIcFato
was drinking heavily during Tuosday,
and in a number of places took occasion
to boast of tho amount of money ho had
received and then had on his person.

This is supposed to have attracted tho
attention of his murderers, and led to his
sad fato. From tho best ovidenco had
thon, tho murder occurred at about 11
o'clock on that night. By what moans
lio was decoyed to tho placo where Ids
body was found is not known to any ono
other than tho perpetrators of the foul
deed. An early traveler on "Wednesday
morning found tho dead body lying in a
mud-hol- iu tho road, as abovo described
and, hastening back to town, gave tho
first intolligonco of tho discovery,

A crowd of excited peoplo soon gath-
ered around tho body of tho murdered
man. It was decided to bring tho body
to tho town, and tho reinaius woro taken
lip and convoyed to tho hotel of D.
urcon. Later iu tho forenoon an in-

quest was hold and a veidict returned
In accordanco with tho facts abovo
stated.

The body presented a ghastly appear-nnco- .

Tho head was Cruised os if by
having been struck with somo blunt In-

strument; two or nioro bullet holes woro
visible in the forehead, and tho gash iu
tho throat had severed tho head so that
it was only attached to tho trunk by tho
sklu. Ho was clad in ordinary working
clothes, theso being drenched with his
blood and tho mud, whllo his gray hair
was matted with tho blood that had be-

come congonled by tlio cold, Jlen who
gazed on it becamo almost frcuzicd, and
had tlio murderers been tnkon then their
shrift would havo been brief.

At tlio Inmicst Hamilton McClintock
testified that'ho had arrived at Oil City
on Tuesday from Now York, whoro ho
had dlsiiosod of somo proporty; that at
nowit 10 o'clock ho had passed along tho
load on foot; and by the spot whero tlio
body was found, on his way to his homo
ut McCllntockvlllo, and did not notice
tho dead body; also that ho had in tho
carpet sack that ho carried about $275.-00-

in monoy. According to tlio ovi-

denco, Sir. JlcClintock had passed tho
jilnco whero tho body was found scarcely
en hour piuviotm to that of the murder,
ti'lio body was readily Idontltled as that

of John JleFnto, both by his relatives
nnd by parties who know'hlm woll.

It was further stated that tlio deceased
could not havo had a sum exceeding a
fow dollars on his person, and that lio
was murdered in tlio belief that lio was
tho JIoFalo who had sold a farm mid had
received for tho same n largo sum of
monoy. Fiom what could bo learned,
the murderers scoured a sum not exceed-
ing two or threo dollars. It further ap-
peared that about tho tlmo tho murder
occurred somo parties in the houses on
tho east sido of tho creek heard the
sound of pistol shots, but as this was of
ordinary occurrence nflor nightfall no
attention was paid to it.

Tho place whero tho murder occurred
scarcely exceeded n stono's throw from
tho nearest house, nnd was in full sight
of tho lights of tho town. A public
meeting of tho citizens to doviso means
for insuring the common safety was con-
vened In tho old Hoynolds Hnll at 1

o'clock on Wednesday. At tills IJurgcss
31. L. llngg presided. A committee of
public safety and one to solicit subscilp-tlon- s

for a reward to bo offered for tho
arrest nnd conviction of tlio parties who
murdered McFatc, wero appointed. Tho
meeting then adjourned until evening
to hear tho reports of tho committees.

At tho meeting held in tlio evening tho
committee on subscriptions reported that
tho sum of $10,000 had been pledged and
was subject to their order whonover re-

quired. The committee on public safety,
in vlowof tho lack of protection nlTordcu
by tho law, advised tho immcdlato forma-
tion of a vigilance committee Tho
chairman of tho meeting was authorized
to appoint at his will nu executive com-
mittee of ten, who, with a secretary,
should havo tho general chnrgo of tho
public safety. Further, ovory rosldcnt
citizen was asked to consider himself a
member of tho organization and obey the
orders of its head. Nouo but tiio chair-
man of tlio meeting over know who the
parties selected for the executive com-
mittee wcro, and tho members of tho
samo wero pledged to preserve their
identity inviolate, and tho plcdgo lias
been kopt to this date.

Tho committco lost no tlmo. Patrols
wero organized to patrol tho town every
night, and to ho ready for duty In tho
daytime whon occasion required. "Word
was given out that all persons without
visible business or employment, or tlioso
who could not give n satisfactory account
of themselves, should vacate tho oil
country ns speedily as possiblo. Kacli
night tlio patrols in their rounds stopped
nt tho hotels, examined tlio registers,
and, when any suspicious-lookin- g patties
who could not give a very straight reason
for thoir being hero wero found, they
wcro requested in. unmistakable terms to
leave forthwith, nnd wcio accompanied
outside of tho town limits. Tho uudo-sirabl- o

class of sojourners needed no
other warning than this. Willing or
otherwise, they know they had to go,
and by scores thoy took their wclcomo
departure.

liy this timoly action on tho part of tho
old pioneers, safety to llfo and property
was speedily assured, and, so far ns Oil
City is concerned, this dcsirnblo stato ot
nffalrs has continued to tho present date.
The executivo committee nnd the organ-
ization was disbanded after tlio object
for which thoy wcro formed was fully
assured. Such of them ns rend these
lines will bo pleasantly reminded of tho
stern duty thoy bo well performed, and
of tho thrilling experiences thoy passed
through in that period.

Notwithstanding tho largo sum offered,
no tanglblo results rownrdod tho search
mado for tho murderer or murderers of
poor John JIcFato. Whether tlmo will
cast any further light upon this ono of
tho many inurdor mysteries romaius yet
to bo scon. After awaiting n duo time,
tho parlies' in charge of tho subscription
paper roturncd tbo cash sums that hail
been offered for tho rownrd, destroying'
all the papers, aud so passes into record
ono of tho most notahlo events in early
Oil City history....., -- .

HAYTl'S LATEST ACT.

IVIiy tbo Steamer Iltiytlon ltopubllo Wns
Condemned.

Ni:w York, Nov. 21, Consul-Gcner-

Bassett of Hayti yesterday received from
his government a full and completo re-

port of tho grounds on which the steamer
was confiscated. His account is as fol-
lows: After hor capture she was taken
as a prize to Tlio ques-
tion ns to whether she wns really a
blockade runner was then submitted to
n court composed of somo of tho most
learned nnd Influential men In Hayti.

It was presided over by Ilugon
I.echaud, nnd with him wero Maximilian
Latorest, J. Dovot, J. N. Lcgor and
Dantes Foitunati. Tho vessel was ac-
cused of bringing 2r)0 armed insurgents
from Capo Hayti to Gonaves, and also of
lauding n cannon at Capo Hayti for the
uso of tho rebols. Captain Compton was
also charged with making a completo
circuit of tlio Island of Hayti, stopping ot
every llttlo port, even those not open to
foreign vessels, nnd landing rebel com-
missioners who incited tho inhabitants to
insurrection.

Iicfercnco in particular was made to
tho steamer's visit to Jacmcl, whero tho
rebel commissioners succeeded in creating
auito a rebellious feeling among tho peo-
ple, which required some tlmo for tho
Government to suppress. It was after
leaving Jacmcl and going around to St,
Mare that Captain Compton was cap-
tured nnd ordered to not
only charged with being a blockade-runner- ,

but also with Aiding and abetting tho
insurgents. Tho Prize Court rendered a
decision on October ill.

It found tho Captain guilty of ovory
ono of tho charges brought against him;
holds him responsible for tho disturb-
ances in Jacmol, and. in addition to con-
fiscating his vessol, imposed n lino of
$00,000 upon him nnd tho owners, claim-
ing that tho cxponscs incurred in sup-
pressing tho robollion should bo repaid
by thoso who woro instrumental in bring-
ing it about. Tlio court also directed that
tlio cargo of tho steamer bo landed and
examined, becauso of Captain Compton's
refusal to show Ills papers or tell tho na-
ture of his cargo.

All contraband goods wcro soized by
tho Government. Tho merchandise of
noutrnls was not molested. On identifi-
cation it will bo handed over to them.
Tho conduct of Captain Compton, said
tlio Court, in refusing to show his pa-
pers was sulllclent to exclto "legitimate
suspicion" that lio was carrying contra-
band goods. Consul Unssett, In speaking
of tho decision, said yesterday:

"It is n just and honest decision. It
is founded on facts which cannot bo dis-
puted, and I do not think, iu view of tho
fair aud explicit decision of tho 1'iizo
Court, and Its reasons for Its decision,
that the United States wjll feel disposed
to Interfere hi the matter. The question
of paying tlio (lno imposed by tlio court
is Identical with tho dlsputo between
Kugland and tho United States In regard
to tlio depredations of tho ctuiser Ala-
bama dm lug tho civil war, I am per-
sonally acquainted with most of the men
who constituted tho court, und thoy aro
men of acknowledged ability, who would
nllow none but honest motives to actuate
thorn iu rendering tlio decision."
