IN GREAT LUCK.

My n Secret Service Doled lo
In tlio spring of 18(1:1 uvcry ilonornlna-tlo- n

of ''Blilnplnstcr" currency lmtl liecn
counterfeited nnil circulated, nnd every
Issue of greenbacks, from n dollar bill
to Dip twenty, had been reproduced by
tho "queer" men. Counterfeiting nour-
ished as novcr befoio nor since Any
thing that looked like money would go,
especially in thu country towns.

Tho gang which was working tljo $1
nnd $2 plntcs was located at Snndusky,
but wo aid not get this pointer until thoy
had lloatod out a good many thousand
dollnrs. Tlio casq as assigned to pie,
mid I proceeded to (Sandusky in tho gulso
of an army contractor. I had no details
whatever, but by keeping my oyes open
unci picking up a note huro and tliero I
Batlstled inyscli that our information was
cqrrect. Then I sclpplcd tlio most popu-
lar drug ntoro in tho place, told tho pro-
prietor my business, and arranged to
Jnako a capture.

There wcro
four of them, and they had a job plllco
whjch turned out work for the imblio.
Tho fellows had put out at least st.50,'000
In tho "West, having soveral plates of dif-
ferent denominations, nnu tho worst
f it was thoy got off with tho plates.
Almost purely by accident I learned

that ono of tho gang had a brother living
near ltocky Klvcr, a few miles out of
Cleveland, and it was possible he might
go into hiding theio for a time. As this
was tho only trail I Jiad I determined to
look tho grpuinl pvor.

Tho ono I
caught wns Sam Dixon, a "queer man"
of note, and known to us belter under tho
alias of "Sly Sam." IIu was tho chap
who counterfeited tholha.lllau currency
and got lid of $50,00(1 worth boforo any
row was raised. lie kept a closo mouth,
nnd would not peach on any of tho gang.
Even when ho got his eenlcuco, which
was for twelvo years, ho calmly re-

marked:
"Well, business will go on ut tho old

stand just tho samo."
