THE SENATE TARIFF HILL.

It Will ') Out or tlio Way lly the Christ-lim- it

llolldii.
Mcmbors of tho Senate Finance Com-mitte- o

havo been discussing tho probable
date of the passage of thu Senate substi-
tute for tlio Mills hill. The leading mem
bers of the ltcpublicau majority say that
if Ibcro Is no obstacle placed In their way
by tho DcmocrnlB In the Chnmberthu bill
will bo out of tlio way before tbo tlmo of
tho Christmas holidays. Tlicro was an
understanding w hen Congress adjourned
In October that, If necessary, the Christ-
inas holidays would bo dispensed with so
that the bill could bo disposed of nt this
session nt as early a day as possible. Tho
mcmbors of tho Senato arc not auxlous
to miss their Christinas vncitlon.

Neither uro tho members of tbo House,
who would bo kept hero with them in
event they concluded not to tako an ex-
tended recess. Neither House can ad-
journ for mote than three ilayo at a (lino
without thu consent of the other. It is
extremely likely, therefore, that tho
Democrats will permit thu tariff discus-
sion to proceed quietly untlll the bill Is
placed on llnnl paBiage. Tho Democrats
in the House are anxious to got hold of
tbemcasuro ngniu, although tlicro is no
likelihood that they will agree to the
Senato amendments, Altogether It is not
Improbable that tbo bill will be sent to
the Housu boforu the end of tho month.
