Tho victim goes to tho stntlon-hous- o

and leaves $105 collateral for his appoar-anc- o

in the Polico Court, and tho light
between the salonnists und tho Commi-
ssioner, which promises to bo a long nnd
a hard one, is begun.

What tho saloonists nro going to
do about It is problematical. They can
do a great many things

WHAT WIM, BE I10NE.

For instance, tho practice of tho Polico
Court is to allow the defendant in n caso
before It two continuances. An arrested
saloonist may in this wny succeed in hav-
ing his first trial postponed perhaps a3
long as two weeks, nnd tho chances are
that his saloon would bo wido open all
that time.

Of courso ho could bo arrested
again each day, but tho prosecuting
attorney Is not likely to havo this dono
or at least hu has not dono so in similar
cases In tho past.

Ono time, though, a snloonlst oppcalcd
from a conviction in the Polico Court and
kept his place open ponding tho trial in
the upper court, nnd was arrested llftecn
times on as many different charges of
tho same olTonso. When tho llftecn
cases came up in tho Criminal Court thu
fifteen Informations were all tried at
once, and all llftecn of them tin own out
of court becauso tho then Piosccutlng
Attorney had signed tho Informations
w Ith a stamp instead of writing his name
on them.

Then if our determined snloonist is
convicted in the Polico Couit after his
two continuauccs ho can appeal to tho
upper court. Then there is another
chuiicq F6i- - '"d"Iiirfg" dohjy pending tho
lilalinthu Criminal purt, and all this
timo the saloonist can .contiuuo to sell
without a license, and feo long as tbo
first caso is undecided it is haully prob-
able (hut tho Government would arrest
him and mnku now casus against him,

A TOOL TALKKD OT.

There is a good deal of talk among tho
saloon men of forming a pool and taking
n test caso to tho Supioino Court of tho
United States. Some of them think the
law which gives tho Commissioners such
unlimited power can bo ovorthiown.
There, again, is a chanco for long delays,
becauso so long as tho validity of tho
law is in question the Government will
hesitate to bring now cases under it.

Really thero is prospect of a very
pretty fight.

Schemes to ovndo this law nro also
being hatched. In a couplo of weeks it
may not bo unusual for a well-dresse-

man to stand up before a bank of glitter-
ing glasses inngcil in front of n pinto
glass mirror nnd pay 15 rontsfor a singlo
crncker, which ho will wash down with
u glass of .whisky, which tho barkeeper
ulvcs him for uothini:.

But Major Mooro Is determined to do
his part in tho matter, lie is going to
have his men arrest ovcry saloonist he
has on his littlo list if tlioy don't close up
their Baloons nu.t week.
