prominent South Carolinn planter. The
night of the tire one plpe was left under
the bluff by mistake and the other was
burned upon the bay. The pipe under
the blul was divided detween Glbbons
and Heyward, has the only fair wiy of
seitling gtheir loss, The gonlemisn who
now his sayeral lots of the wine honght
it in from Gibbons and Heyward's de-
cendants olgthy yoars after the divislon,

Then there was the famous Hunter
wine, fmported abont the samo time,
Some of itis sill inthe haonds of the
fricnds  of the family, The
Inte’ Dr. Do Renng, who nborited some
of this wine, often offered $100 a botile
