VKI1V FIXE MUSIC IN RUSSIA.

Tho Jlcniitirut Clinlr of tlin Imperial
Chapel In St. l'otorsburg,

From the tlttilcal World.
It Is n singular fact that in Greek and

Husslan churches congregational singing
is absolutely forbidden. Tho music is
sung in four-pa- rt harmony, without In-

strumental accompaniment, by the priest
choir, to a silent congregation. Tho
priests maintain that this custom Is In
strict nccordanco with thu earliest and
purest form of Christian wor-
ship. Furthermore, the con- -

legation were forbidden to sing
V an ordinance of the Council of a.

In tho year UlH, tho reason
being that tho Christian tunes

oven at that remote period had become
corrupt, "every mau singing his own
veislon In violation of decency and con-
cord." This singing with tho spirit and
understanding also is certainly conduclvo
to a moio worthy and reverent celebra-
tion of praise, as mauv or thoso who
aro condemned to listen to tho
uncouth noises indulged in by many
earnest, though musically undisciplined,
Christians of tho present day aro wont to
declare. Tho Husslan chants aro akin to
tho Gregorian, being unbarred melodies,
destitute of rhythm. Thcro aro eight of
them In use, which nro changed uvery
wcok, nnd all of them aro Htnled to havo
been tho work of St. John of Damascus,
and havo retained their original force
over since.

Throughout Russia tho samo ritual
music is used In evory church with

uniformity. Somo of theso melo-
dies wero printed in 1772, nnd havo slnco
been reproduced In modern notation An
a rulo. they nro.sung by fourmalo voices
with magnificent effect. Tho quality of
men's voices In Bussla, especially
basses, is exceptionally lino,
somo of tho basses being
of such unusual depth that they have n
special part assigned them nn octave be-
low the real part. These aro called

and not n few of them can tnko
tho P below CO, Such exceptional
voices aro found chiofly lu North Bussin,
whero conti alto voices of unusual depth
nnd sonority aro also to bo met with.
Tho tenors and male and fcmnlo
sopranos for tho most part como
from tho southern portion of the
country. The Imperial Chapel In
St. Petersburg possesses tho finest
choir in Bussla. It numbers 120 voices,
exclusively mado up of men and boys.
The members of this Imperial choir nro
carefully selected, havo no other occupa-
tion, and preserve thoir voices with tho
utmost caro. Thoy stiidy vocalization
for an hour and n half daily
underi Italian masters, besides
receiving regular instruction in
church stylo under native teachers.
Several modern composers have contrib-
uted notes specially written for tho
choir, among whom mav bo mentioned
Uortnianski, Galuppy, Davydoff, Bere-sovsk- y

and TurchaninoiT tho d

Is specially cstccmc'd. In all theso mod-
ern productions fugal imitation Is rarc.tho
voices moving together In compact
masses, thus preserving tho characteris-
tics of tho old church chant. It is a
wise enactment that no church
music can be printed or performed
In Bussla until It has first re-

ceived tho sanction of tho proper authori-
ties. By such means its purity is d

intact. Von Moltke, the vctornn
general, nsserts that "tho music
of the Husslan church is as far
removed from tho meager hymns of
protestantism as from tho operatic music
of tho Boman Catholic church.'' It cer-
tainly does possess n distinctive charac-
ter, nnd is eminently fitted to its purpose.
Its slmplo dignity is strikingly impros,-slve- ,

but it must not bo forgotfen that its
cITcct is largely dependent on tho manner
of its presentations.
