Tho
man who helps to bring tho witness down
to this level by soiling him rum
should bo tho last man to complain If
his victims aro usod against him. It Is not
for tho jury or tho Court, olthor, to put
such a high standard on a wltnoss as to say
they will not bellovo such witnesses."

Thcso
plugs wcro purchased! put In and aro main-
tained by tho Dopartmont ; and tho ques-
tion nt issuo is as to tho right of tho.

to giant a pormlt for tho uso of
tho plugs for prlvnto purposos, such uso
having sovcral tlm6s disordered tho plugs
to sneb an extent that tho Dopartmont has
had to havo them r opal red so that thoy
might be In condition in caso of another
fire In tho building, as In 1877. Tho ques-
tion, to what oxtont tho Exccutivo Depart-
ments bnvo control of tholr own proporty
and reservations, is of much Interest, aud
tho present suit is a friondly ono to dotor-min- o

tbnt question. If tho Commissioners
can grant tho uso of wholly and
sololy tho property of tho Department, why
may thoy not, with equal propriety, say
thoDopaitmont olllcluls, grant a permit for
tho uso of other departmental proporty,
such as, for fruit stands about tho Depart-
ment sldowalksY Tho assault upon which
tho caso Is based was moroly a technical
ono upon which to try tho main question
nt Issuo.
