Our New llllilo,
Tho philologist ami tlio scholar will find

much to commend lu tlio rovlsoil vorslon of
tbo Old Tcstamont. Tlio reading massos,
wo predict, will bo charmed with Its stylo
ami delighted with Its clearer llnish. A
striking Improvement la tlio printing of all
poetic passages In poetical form?. Tho
Psalms, l'rovcrhs, Job, tho Canticles, ;the
songs of Lamcch, Jacob, Miriam, Moses,
Deborah and Hannah, tho psnlms of Jonah
nnd Ilabakkuk, and David's lament, in
Second Samuel, togothor with tho origin of
Joshua's nilrnclo, "Stand thou still upon
Olbcon," and tho triumphal cry of Sampson
in 15th Judges, nil appear in versified bal-

lad, and thus rendered strikingly at-

tractive. Tho Prophets still retain tho
proso form of their passionate oratory.

All headings of chapters havo boon
dropped, as In tho rovlsed Now To3tamont,
and tho text divided into paragraphs, hut
tho old chnptcr and vorso divisions tiro re-

tained in tho margin for reference This
expedient enabled tho rovlsors to make uso
of tho dialocuo form hud bring out moro
prominently tho dramatic character of tno
work.

Thcro aroa fow verbal alterations iu tho
Ten Commandmonts, tho most striking bo-lo- g

that of tho Sixth, "Thou shnlt not
kill," which is changed to, "Thou shalt do
no murder."'

Tho uso of tho word "Hell" is confined,
exclusively to signifying a placo of
ment. In tho poetical ' books tho word
'Shcol is substituted, and in proso passages
tho words "Gravo"' and "Pit" aro usod.

The summary of each day's work at tho
creation is mndo to read : "Thcro was
livening and thoro was morning a second
day," giving a suggestion of successive
stages, nnd yielding to tho scientists their
rlnlm that tho world was mado by evolu-
tionary periods.

Altogether, an examination of tho moro
familiar passages nnd phrases discloses tho
fact that caro was takou in preserving in-

tact tho housohold words of tho Old Testa-
ment. Tho old literary form has been hold
sacred, aud tho rovlsors cannot ba.charcod
with any pedantic straining after tho origi-
nal text; but not all tlio familiar features
of tbo Scripturo havo remained untouched.

Wo caution the
society against this danger.
