THE CINCINNATI HORROR.

rirtccn J,les T.ost In Yesterday's

Tiic lire in Cincinnati yesterday artcr-noo- n

in the printing establishment of Sulli-

van .fe Co., 10 Sixth street, caused the lo
or fifteen lives and the injury of live per-
sons, two of whom will probably die.
Thirteen of the dead were women and
girls employed in tlio etabllslimcnt.
There was no lire escape to the building,
nnd the little narrow stairway within was
colled around the elevator, which served
as a flue to conduct the flames upward.

Said Chief or tho Pirc Department
"Wisby: "When I was able to get into tho
fourth story I had no suspicion of what I
should llnd there. The house Is not
uuttrd; in fact the flro was chiefly in the
fifth story. The burning in tlio lourth is
not considerable, so I didn't expect to
meet such a sight as I saw. In the smoke
that still illlcd the fourth floor I counted
the corpses of ten 'girls lying upon
benches, tables and other things or
stretched upon tho floor with not a hair
singed. I don't wonder at It, however, as,
excepting a hatchway, I was unable to
llnd any parage up or down that lloor, al-
though 1 suppose there must bo n stair-
way. It was a terrible sight the worst I
ever saw in my experience. They lay in
till conceivable positions, whore they had
lain down or had fallen whllo wildly
rushing about in despair, Tlioro should
have been a lire escano on tho house. It
would have saved alt those lives."

Tlio scene ot the undertaker's was most
dislressing. Outside was a great crowd of
broken-hearte- d relatives, sobbing incon-solabl-

As soon as the bodies could bo
arranged relatives were admitted. Jt was
hard to identify Ihe dead. Tho throe
girls who Jumped from the windows of
the blazing building to their deaths had
no appearance of being scorched, but they
weie badly scratched, bruised and bloody.
1'ioin their cars streams of blood trickled
and made a pool under their shoulders.
Bright red foam also welled from their
nostrils and mouth. The burned bodies
were agonizing to look upon. Tho skin
had peeled oil' lrom face, neck, forearms,
hands and lingers, nnd hung in ghastly
shreds and tatters. Their elotlici were
not burned off, nnd their feet, legs, arms
and trunks wero unbanned.
