Kcononiy in soap. A soft soap for wash-
ing dishes can bo secured by placing in an
old disli, and occasionally nddlng water,
all tlio bcnips of soap which are too small
to uso for washing.

To keep a copper kcttlo bright. Set tlio
kcttlo on the stove, put in a half cup of
good vinegar and a tablcspoonful of salt,
jet it come to a boil and rub thoroughly
with a woolen rag.

Cleaning cutlery. Sifted hard-coa- l
ashes arc good for scouring steel knives.
Hub bilvcr with cloth dipped m a mixture
Of prepared chalk nud aqua ammonia, of
tho consistency of thin cream.

To lcnow stalu biead, etc. Spread a
good-size- cloth in tlio steamer, and lav
)n any dry biscuit or slices of light bieail
you may have. Cover closely with the
cloth, which willabsorli.supcrlluoiisniols-ttue- ,

iindsteam ten or fifteen minutes. The
In end will bo almost as fresh as when
new.

Caro of stoves, Good polish: Pulver-Iro- n

plcco of alum thubipo of a hickory
nut, and stir into two tablcspoonful? of
vinegar. Add this Io tile stove-blackin-

mixed witli water in the usual manner.
Apply to the stove whilo cold, and rub
biiskly with a dry brush. Kerosene ap-
plied with a rag to stoves will keep
theiu fiom lusting during tho summer.
