In the case of the stroct-conr strike nt
Chicago procisely the same condition of
things ensued, though on a smaller seale,
that oveurred during the great rallway
strike,  The moment that the compunies
upndertook to move thelr cans—which was
not only o right they had under the law,
but an obligation imposed by theircharter
—aimd this movement was opposed by
foree, # brench of the pesce wias com-
mitted, The disonderly and frresponsible
clements of the community, as thoy never
fail to do on snob oconsions, rushed pell-
mell to the front, and the strile got Away
with the strikers.

Probably not one in fifty of the rioters
who engaged in the disturbance, threatons
ing destruction of the companies' property
and resisting the officers assigned to pro-
teot it conlil give an intelligible idea of
what the trouble was all about. Tnstead
of giving strength to the strike they fore-
ordained it to defeat, Instead of giving it
dignity snd chorncter they made it dis-
reputable ; and this is one of the most
formidable dangers to which the interests
of honest and legitimate labor are exposed.

Whenever a strike degenerates, by foree
of cireumstances over which its lewlers
have no control, into o Juwless mob, the
ariginal olject of the movement is lust
sight of in the melee, and the presorvation
of society from (he foes Lo all order be-
comes the leading Issne. Thns Soclalism
is made the helpmeet of Capital,

No community ean tolerate mob  yio-
lenee, Pablie sentiment which i3 based
upon the instinet of public safety will al-
wiys insist upon the supproession of law-
lessness ot any cost, Neither can any

ciuse succeed, however just its elaims
may be, which does not command the
sympathy of rightthinking men, As

sgon os it falls into the hands or under
the feet of an unreasoning rabble it is lost,

Henoe the wisdom in all cases of first
seeking to seenre by ponceable arbitration
thint redress which is otherwise of doubt-
ful and dangerous accornplishiment, That
it conld have been done in Chicago is
thown by the fact that it had o be done
at last,
