ferred in express tcrmsoftheConslltuHon,
Congress exercises exclusive legislative
control. Tho officers to carry out and
execute tho laws of Congress in this behalf
nro appointed by tho President 'therefore,
thc wclfnronnd progress of our beautiful
city depend In a largo degree upon tug
character nnd nbllity of those selected by
the President to ndministcr the a Hairs of

. the District.
Tun Cmiic has no candidates for District

Commissioners, but it has a largo personal
as well as property interest in the ad-

vancement and prosperity of tho national
teat of government, and believes that
Mich progress and development can bo
largely aided by tho selection of proper
persons to look after its interests. Our
urgent appeal, therefore, to tho President
in making his appointments for District
Commissioners, is to select from our citi-
zens men of enlarged, progressive, and
comprehensive views, persons who havo
the intelligence to appreciate the great
future of our Capital, and the energy nnd
ability to direct its government In the
lino of tho fulfillment of its manifest des-

tiny. They should bo men of such char-
acter as to bo inllucntlal with Congress in
shnplng legislation and securing appro-
priations for tho material advancement of
Districtintcrests. In that particular respect
the power and influence of tho Commis-
sioners aro of the most vital importance.

If in tho courso of time tho Cleve-
land fountains become most numerous it
is to bo an indication that clvll-scrvic- o

reform principles predominate, and if tho
Jnckson fountains predominate tho "spoils
system" will bo declared to bo tho prevail-
ing sentiment.

This brilliant idea, which is said to havo
originated with tho celebrated author of
the "Breakfast Table Letters to tho Presi-
dent," contemplates putting Cleveland's
bust and tho motto, "Klllclcncy, fitness
nnd devotion to public duty arc tho con-
ditions of continuance in public place,"
on ono set of fountains, and Jackson's bust
and the declaration, "To tho victors g

tho spoils" on tho other.
TiikCkitic is decidedly in favor ot tho

drinking fountains, but trusts that tho Hu-
mane Society will not lend its infiucuco
or sanction to such a fool scheme as this
is for defeating its own object. Tho one
nppenl is couched in terms designedly in-

tended to repel subscriptions commemora-
tive of tho greatest President tho country
ever had Washington, JcH'orson and Lin-rol- n

not excepted; tho other has too much
tho nppcaranco of sycophantic toadyism
to tho present Chief Magistrate, to
meet tho approval of either Democrats
or Jlepublicans, much loss to pleaso
a gentleman of Air. Cleveland's frank and
uunficctcd character. Tho propositions
suggest a discrimination between himself
nnd General Jackson that can neither bo
ngrceablo to tho living and is certainly not
respectful to the dead.

However, as tho fountains nro a good
thing to have tho more of them the mer-
rier we aro willing to stand In with tho en-

terprise on tho ono condition that tho pro-

posed inscriptions bo amended so ns to read
upon the Jackson fountains: "To tho
victors belong tho spoils," and upon tho
Cleveland fountains: "To the victor.1 bo-lo-

whatovcr shore of tho spoils the van-
quished may not feel disposed to rosorvo
lor themselves." If this doesn't exactly
even tho thing up, it lias nt lu.i-s- t the
merit of more consistency than the propo-
sition of our esteemed contemporary.

Tho picco was struck from tho samo dio ns
tho regular dollar of IBS.",, but tho edge,
instead of being milled or "reeded," is in-
scribed "K pluribus iiiiuni," in raised
letters. This invention of the
recent superintendent of tho Philadelphia
Mint, Colonel Snowdon, is in reality noth-
ing new or original, as most of tho
European States novo used tho lcttorcd
edge 1'or the past two centuries, somo using
raised letters and others sunken or "in-
cused" letters. Tho sunken letters aro
also found on tho early coins of tlio United
States, and wcro only discontinued when
Steam coinngo was Invented in 1830. Tho
advantage claimed for the lettered edgo is
tiiot tho counterfeiter cannot cast them in
moulds; but this is not true in rcferencoto
tho raised letters, as castings of coins and
medals havo been seen which showed nil
tho letters on their rims almost ns clear
nnd sharp as tho original certainly dis-
tinct enough to deceive any ono not a
careful observer. Tho sunken letters havo
only been well counterfeited by electro-typin- g

and by using lettered collars for
engraved dies.
